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Janice Suber McNair is co-founder and senior chair of the Houston Texans.

Since moving to Houston in 1960 with her husband, Robert, Janice has raised four children and embarked on a lifelong career of giving
back to the community. The McNairs have been champions of philanthropy, giving to making education and medical research the
cornerstones of their charitable giving. Contributions are made through The Robert and Janice McNair Foundation and the Houston
Texans Foundation, and The Robert and Janice McNair Educational Foundation in Forest City, N.C. McNair serves as a director of each
foundation. To date, they have contributed more than a half billion dollars to charity.

With the inception of the Houston Texans in 2002 and a strong core value to do great things for Houston, the McNairs started the
Houston Texans Foundation. The mission of the foundation is to be Champions for Youth. Since 2002, more than $35 million has been
raised through annual fundraising events, disaster response programs, United Way campaigns and partnerships with nonprofit
organizations. The Texans Foundation has aligned with three strategic community partners: the Houston Texans YMCA, Boys & Girls
Clubs of Greater Houston and the Houston Food Bank.

The McNairs established McNair Scholars programs which recruit the best and brightest students and faculty to the University of
South Carolina, Columbia College, Rice University, Baylor College of Medicine, M.D. Anderson Cancer Center, the Menninger Clinic and
Texas Children’s Hospital. Their contributions to academic medical research are leading to discoveries and seeking cures for disease.
Baylor College of Medicine named the McNair Campus in recognition of their transformational gift in 2007 to the McNair Medical
Institute and the McNair Scholars Program.

In 2015, the McNairs began establishing McNair Centers for Entrepreneurism and Free Enterprise. Today, these Centers at Rice
University’s Baker Institute for Public Policy, the University of St. Thomas Houston, Houston Baptist University, the University of South
Carolina and Northwood University in Midland, Michigan promote an understanding and appreciation of the role innovation,
entrepreneurism and free enterprise play in society.

The McNair’s have four adult children, sixteen grandchildren and six great grandchildren. Janice grew up in Orangeburg, S.C., was
active in sports, choir and student government, president of the South Carolina Association of Student Councils and governor of the
South Carolina Girls’ State. She attended Columbia College in Columbia, S.C. and later received an honorary doctorate from Columbia
College. Janice McNair is a breast cancer survivor.
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D. Cal McNair became the chairman of the Houston Texans in July 2018 and assumed the role of chief executive officer in January
2019. Previously, McNair served as the organization’s vice chairman since 2008 and then its chief operating officer from 2012 through
2018. He has held a limited partner interest in the Texans since 2001. McNair regularly attends NFL meetings as part of team
management, chairs the NFL Audit Committee and serves on the NFL Investment Committee.

McNair previously worked at Cogen Technologies for 11 years, joining the company as one of its first employees in 1987. While at
Cogen, he helped oversee the construction of several major power plants in the eastern United States, managing those assets in the
areas of financial analysis and project management.

McNair also serves as a director of Palmetto Trust Company. McNair is a member of the board of trustees of the Robert and Janice
McNair Foundation and is a director, chairman and chief executive officer of the Houston Texans Foundation. The non-profit's
contributions of more than $35 million since its inception in 2002 supports its mission to be “Champions for Youth.”

McNair is also a member of the United Way’s prestigious Alexis de Tocqueville Society, and a current or past member of the Amegy
Bank Advisory Board, the University of Texas Chancellor’s Council, the Council of Overseers at Rice University’s Jones Graduate School of
Business, Houston Zoo Board, the Fort Worth Zoo Board and the All Saints Episcopal School Board in Fort Worth.

McNair and his wife, Hannah, are involved in and support many charities and philanthropic efforts, including the YMCA, Boys & Girls
Clubs of America, Houston Food Bank, United Way, DePelchin Children's Center, Pro-Vision, Project 88, Bo's Place, The Holocaust
Museum, Child Advocates, The Brookwood Community, The Mission of Yahweh, March of Dimes, American Cancer Society, MD
Anderson, Lone Survivor Foundation, USO, Star Of Hope, Barbara Bush Houston Literacy Foundation, Houston Police Foundation,
Candlelighters Childhood Cancer Family Alliance, Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo, Texas Children's Hospital, United States Fund For
UNICEF, Houston Methodist Hospital, Houston Area Women’s Center, The Children’s Assessment Center, Impact A Hero, Freedom Place,
Big Brothers Big Sisters, and many others.

McNair attended The University of Texas at Austin, where he was a four-year member of the Longhorns’ football team. He earned a
master's degree in business administration from the Rice University Jesse H. Jones Graduate School of Management.

Born in Houston, McNair attended Cypress-Fairbanks High School. He has seven children: Devon, Raelyn, Vivian, Robert, Calhoun,
Michael, and Hunter Grace. McNair resides in Houston with his wife, Hannah.
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Nick Caserio was named general manager of the Houston Texans on Jan. 7, 2021, becoming the fifth general manager in franchise
history. Caserio joins the Texans after spending 20 seasons with the Patriots, including 18 in player personnel. During his time with New
England, the team won six Super Bowl titles, which is tied for the most by any NFL franchise in league history.

In Caserio's 20 seasons with New England, the Patriots made the Super Bowl nine times with six wins, captured 17 AFC East division
titles and were a playoff team every year except 2002, 2008 and 2020. Caserio was instrumental in drafting, signing and developing
players who were essential pieces of one of the most successful dynasties in NFL history. Along with his time in the player personnel
department, Caserio coached the Patriots wide receivers in 2007, in which the offense helped break the NFL record for points scored
(589) en route to an undefeated regular season.

Caserio was named the director of player personnel in 2008 after serving in a number of roles for the personnel department and
coaching staff. He was the Patriots wide receivers coach in 2007 following a three-year stint as the team's director of pro personnel
(2004-06).

Caserio joined the Patriots in June 2001 as a personnel assistant. During that season, his role was expanded to include film breakdown
and scouting report preparation for the offensive staff. He became an offensive coaching assistant in February 2002 and returned to
player personnel in 2003 as an area scout prior to becoming director of pro personnel in 2004. In addition to his duties in the personnel
department, Caserio handled coaching booth responsibilities for the coaching staff on game days.

Caserio entered the coaching ranks as a graduate assistant at Saginaw Valley State University in 1999 and spent two seasons with the
program. He joined the Patriots scouting department following a brief time with Central Michigan as a graduate assistant in the spring of
2001.

Caserio was a standout quarterback at John Carroll University, as the Blue Streaks compiled a 33-7-2 record in the four seasons he
started for the team. He was a two-time captain and three-time All-Conference performer. In 1997, Caserio helped lead the team to a
10-2 record and the school's second appearance in the NCAA Division Ill Tournament, where it advanced to the national quarterfinals.

Caserio grew up in Lyndhurst, Ohio. He earned his degree in finance from John Carroll and later earned his master's degree of business
administration from Saginaw Valley State. Caserio was a three-time Academic All-Conference selection at John Carroll. Caserio and his
wife Kathleen have three daughters, Whitley, Chatham and Charleston.
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Jack Easterby is the executive vice president of football operations for the Houston Texans and responsible for directing football
operations and the overall culture of the organization. He first joined the Texans in April 2019 as executive vice president of team
development and was promoted to his current role in January 2020 following the team’s 10-6 regular season record, AFC South title and
fourth appearance in the AFC Divisional Round in franchise history. Easterby also works on NFL programs at large, serving on the
leadership team for the league’s Bill Walsh Diversity Coaching Fellowship program.

Easterby arrived in Houston after six history-making seasons with the New England Patriots, where he served in a variety of capacities
expanding to his position as team development director and overseeing several programs within the organization. He began his tenure
as the team’s character coach in 2013. The Patriots advanced to the AFC Championship Game in each of Easterby’s six seasons and
competed in four Super Bowls, winning three. Prior to joining the Patriots, Easterby served in the Kansas City Chiefs organization for the
2011 and 2012 seasons focusing on character development, a then newly-created role envisioned by former Kansas City Chiefs General
Manager, Scott Pioli.

In addition to devoting his career to building character and organizational culture, Easterby has strove to develop leaders and
organizations that demand equal opportunities for all individuals. Easterby was recognized by the Boston Business Journal’s Leaders in
Diversity for his commitment to instilling diversity and inclusion in leadership during his time with New England.

Over his impactful career, Easterby has served as a team and athlete development consultant for multiple professional teams,
including mentoring coaches, players and administrators from the PGA Tour, MLB, NBA and United States National Teams. Easterby’s
first NFL experience came in the summer of 2004 with the Jacksonville Jaguars’ football operations and public relations departments. He
went on to become the character coach for the University of South Carolina Athletics Department from 2005-10, where he implemented
team- building programs for several Olympic sports including the 2010 and 2011 men’s baseball national champions and the eventual
women’s basketball national champions. Easterby also played an important role on campus, assisting the university with developing and
managing academic and spiritual accountability initiatives.

Easterby and his family are founders of The Greatest Champion Foundation, an educational nonprofit foundation, with Jack serving as
Chairman of the Board. The Foundation partners with leaders in high schools, universities and professional athletics to prepare and
empower them to address the challenges impacting their roles and at their institutions. As a result of its efforts, the Foundation has
successfully trained and placed character coaches in athletic departments and professional organizations across the country.

The Columbia, S.C. native graduated from Newberry College, where he captained the basketball and golf teams to historic seasons,
setting records in men’s golf for lowest nine-hole score and tying for the lowest 18-hole score. As a senior, Easterby was named Scholar
Athlete of the Year by both Newberry College and the South Atlantic Conference, as well as received the SAC Male Athlete Character
Award and the American Legion Athlete of the Year Award.

Easterby and his wife, Holly, have two daughters, Houston and Harriet.
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Greg Grissom became the second president in the Houston Texans’ 21-year history on March 24, 2021. He oversees the management
and direction of all Texans’ business operations, including Lone Star Sports & Entertainment (LSSE), marketing, communications,
broadcasting, ticket sales and services, event services, corporate sponsorship, community relations, accounting, legal, human resources,
and general administration.

A key member of the organization since its inaugural season, Grissom most recently held the position of senior vice president of
corporate development. He served the team in numerous leadership capacities since 2002 and spearheaded several business expansion
efforts as well as key external relationships.

Previously, Grissom oversaw the sales and partnership service of the Texans’ corporate development division. Since 2012, the Texans
franchise witnessed landmark growth, from HoustonTexans.com to Texans Radio and Texans TV digital platforms, creating a wealth of
new opportunities for sponsors and fans. The launch of Houston Texans Luxe in 2017, thanks in significant part to Grissom’s effort,
vaulted the organization into a top leader in value creation for suite-holders among NFL franchises.

Grissom holds more than two decades of experience in sports sponsorship sales, planning, execution, and event marketing. Before
joining the Texans, Grissom worked for Enron Corp. as a sports marketing specialist. He also spent more than four years with the
Houston Astros as an account services manager and later as the club’s promotions coordinator.

Grissom represents the Texans on the Board of Directors for the Houston Food Bank. A native of Austin, he attended Baylor
University. Grissom lives in Houston with his wife, Jamie, their daughter, Campbell, and son, Sam.

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David Culley was named head coach of the Houston Texans on
Jan. 29, 2021, becoming the fourth head coach in franchise history.
Culley joins the Texans from the Baltimore Ravens where he
served the last two seasons (2019-20) as the assistant head coach /
pass coordinator / wide receivers coach. Culley owns 27 years of
NFL coaching experience and 43 overall in coaching after a 16-year
career on the collegiate level. As an NFL coach, Culley has captured
10 division titles, made the playoffs in 17 different seasons and
appeared in six conference championship games.

As the Ravens assistant head coach / pass coordinator / wide
receivers coach from 2019-20, Culley assisted the Ravens offense
in creating a passing scheme that complemented the team's
dynamic rushing attack. In 2020, Culley helped an offense post the
seventh-most points per game (29.3) in the league, despite
numerous key players in and out of the lineup. The Ravens offense
was instrumental in closing out the season on a five-game winning
streak to make the playoffs, averaging 37.2 points per game during
that span. His work with the wide receiver group resulted in WR
Marquise Brown posting team highs for the first time in his career
in both receiving yards (769) and receiving touchdowns (eight) on
58 catches.

In 2019, Culley helped a Ravens offense that led the NFL in
scoring at 33.2 points per game. His coaching yielded a unit that
ranked second in the league in total yards per game (407.6), while
also setting team records for touchdowns (64), points (531), net
yards (6,521), rushing yards (3,296), first downs (386) and fewest
turnovers (15). Culley’s guidance as the team’s wide receivers
coach was evident in a group that played a critical role in blocking
for the team's rushing attack, which led the NFL in 2019 (206.0
yards per game). Under Culley’s tutelage, Brown logged a historic
2019 when he tied the Ravens franchise record for the most
receiving touchdowns (seven) by a rookie.

Prior to joining the Ravens, Culley spent 2017-18 as the
quarterbacks coach for the Bills. In 2018, he helped develop QB
Josh Allen, who posted the franchise record for the most total
touchdowns (18) produced by a Bills rookie quarterback.
Additionally, Allen set franchise quarterback records for the most
rushing yards in a game (135), single-season rushing touchdowns
(eight) and single-season rushing yards (631). Culley also worked
with QB Tyrod Taylor in 2017 when he completed 62.6 percent of
his passes for 2,799 yards, 14 touchdowns and just four
interceptions. Taylor would go on to lead Buffalo to a 9-7 season,
resulting in the franchise’s first playoff berth since 1999.

Culley served as the assistant head coach / wide receivers coach
with the Chiefs from 2013-16, where he helped guide the Chiefs to
three playoff appearances and a cumulative record of 43-21. While
working under Andy Reid, Culley guided standout rookie WR
Tyreek Hill to 61 catches for 593 yards (9.7 avg.) and a team-high
six touchdowns, en route to Kansas City’s 12-4 record and an AFC
West Division title in 2016. The season prior, WR Jeremy Maclin

notched 1,088 receiving yards in his first year with Kansas City and
set a single-season franchise record for the most receptions (87) by
a wide receiver. From 2013-14, three different Chiefs wide
receivers logged at least 500 receiving yards in a season, and in
2013, the team won at least 11 games for the first time since 2003.

Culley spent 14 seasons with the Eagles (1999-2012) as the wide
receivers coach from 1999-2010 and as a senior offensive assistant
/ wide receivers coach in 2011-12. During his tenure, Philadelphia
made nine playoff appearances, advancing to five NFC
Championship games and one Super Bowl! (XXXIX). Culley
developed WR Jeremy Maclin with the Eagles, and in 2012 he
tallied team highs in catches (69), receiving yards (857) and
receiving touchdowns (seven). In his first three seasons (2009-11)
with Philadelphia, Maclin caught more passes (189) than any other
wide receiver in franchise history.

In 2009-10, the Eagles made the playoffs in consecutive seasons
and won the NFC East Division title in 2010. Culley worked closely
with WR DeSean Jackson during the two seasons and helped him
earn the first two Pro Bowl selections of his career. Jackson totaled
consecutive 1,000-yard receiving seasons and notched a league-
high 22.5 yards per reception average in 2010. In 2009,
Philadelphia had the NFL’s fifth-highest scoring offense (26.8
points per game) and Jackson contributed 1,156 receiving yards
and nine touchdowns.

From 1999-2008, Culley and the Eagles won the NFC East
Division five times and made the NFC Championship Game on five
different occasions. Under Culley’s coaching in 2004, WR Terrell
Owens earned First-Team All-Pro honors when he posted 77
receptions for 1,200 yards (15.6 avg.) and a franchise-record 14
receiving touchdowns. Philadelphia would go on to advance to
Super Bow!l XXXIX vs. New England behind Owens’ tremendous
season. In 2002, the Eagles offense ranked fourth in the NFL in
points per game (25.9) and WR Todd Pinkston tallied a team-high
seven touchdown receptions. From 2000-04, Philadelphia won 59
regular season games, which remains the most in a five-year span
in franchise history.

Culley was hired as the Steelers wide receivers coach in 1996
and spent three seasons (1996-98) in that role with the team. In
1997, he assisted WR Yancey Thigpen in his Pro Bowl season when
he logged a career-high 1,398 receiving yards and seven
touchdowns as Pittsburgh went 11-5 and claimed the AFC North
Division title. Culley came to the Steelers after spending the
previous two years (1994-95) with the Buccaneers as the wide
receivers coach.

Prior to coaching in the NFL, Culley had multiple coaching stops
in college over a 16-year span. He was the wide receivers coach at
Texas A&M from 1991-93 and helped lead the team to three-
consecutive 10-win seasons for the first time in program history.
Culley also served as the offensive coordinator / running backs /

wide receivers coach at the University of Texas-El Paso (1989-90)
and the quarterbacks coach at Southwestern Louisiana from
1985-88, where he coached Brian Mitchell. Under Culley's
direction, Mitchell became the first player in NCAA history to pass
for more than 5,000 yards and rush for more than 3,000 yards in a
career. He also made coaching stops at Western Kentucky (1984),
Tennessee-Chattanooga (1983), Middle Tennessee State (1982),
Vanderbilt (1979-81) and Austin Peay (1978).

Culley was recruited to play at Vanderbilt University by Bill
Parcells, who was the defensive coordinator there at the time. He
was a four-year letter winner (1973, 1975-77) and the first Black
quarterback ever to play for the Commodores. Culley grew up in
Sparta, Tenn. and played football, basketball and baseball at White

County High School.

Culley and his wife, Carolyn, have two children, Monty and

Jessie.

Lovie Smith enters his first season as the associate head coach /
defensive coordinator of the Houston Texans in 2021. He joins the
Texans after serving as the head coach at the University of Illinois
from 2016-20. Smith accumulated 19 years of NFL coaching
experience and 40 overall in coaching, including 21 years at both
the collegiate and high school level. As the head coach for the
Chicago Bears (2004-12), he earned the third-most wins (81) in
franchise history, three division titles, two NFC Championship
game appearances and a Super Bowl| XLI berth. Smith notched AP
NFL Coach of the Year honors with the Bears in 2005 when he led
the best defense in the NFL (12.6 points per game) and the team to
an eight-game winning streak.

From 2004-15, when serving as the head coach of both the
Tampa Bay Buccaneers (2014-15) and Chicago Bears (2004-12),
Smith’s 89 total wins were the eighth-most in the NFL. His 41 wins
on the road were the seventh-most during that span as well.
During his 19 seasons as an NFL coach, Smith has 167 wins, nine
playoff appearances, six division titles and two Super Bowl
appearances (XXXVI and XLI). He has coached players to 53 Pro
Bowl and 17 AP First-Team All-Pro selections.

As the head coach at Illinois, Smith took the lllini to the Redbox
Bowl in 2019, the program'’s first bowl in five years, after clinching
a berth with the largest comeback victory in school history at
Michigan State (37-34). He also led the Fighting Illini to one of the
biggest upsets in Big Ten history with a 24-23 victory over No. 6
Wisconsin on Oct. 19, 2019, earning him the Dodd Trophy National
Coach of the Week. The team would go on to win four straight Big
Ten games, which was their longest conference winning streak
since the 2001 Big Ten Championship team finished the regular
season with seven straight conference victories.

Smith came to lllinois after previously working as the head coach
for the Buccaneers from 2014-15. Under Smith’s guidance, the
Buccaneers offense totaled the fifth-most yards per game (375.9
avg.) in 2015 behind rookie QB Jameis Winston. Winston totaled
4,042 passing yards on the season, which was the third-highest
mark by a rookie quarterback since the 1970 merger. Smith also
helped Gerald McCoy (2014-15) and Lavonte David (2015) earn Pro
Bowl appearances as part of a defense that improved to a top-10
defense in 2015.

Smith joined the Buccaneers after having spent nine seasons
(2004-12) as the head coach of the Chicago Bears. During his
tenure, Smith led Chicago to an 81-63 (.563) regular season record,
while going 3-3 in the postseason. He led the Bears to three
division titles, two NFC Championship Game appearances and the
2006 NFC Championship, which propelled Chicago to its first Super
Bowl appearance in 21 years.

Smith departed Chicago ranked third all-time in coaching
victories, behind only Hall of Famers George Halas and Mike Ditka.
Under Smith’s guidance, the Chicago defense led the NFL in

takeaways (310), three-and-out drives forced (485), three-and-out
drive percentage (26.4%), third down percentage (34.1%) and red
zone scoring efficiency (79.3%). Chicago ranked second in the
league in opponent yards per pass attempt (6.52) and red zone
takeaways (37), third in opponent passer rating (76.0), fourth in
scoring defense (19.2 points per game) and seventh in rushing
average (4.0).

The Bears defense was one of the best in the NFL at turning their
turnovers into points, returning 34 of their 310 takeaways for
touchdowns, including 26 interceptions returned for scores, tied
for the most in the NFL during that time. Chicago’s 303 total
touchdowns allowed during Smith’s tenure were the third-fewest
in the NFL. The Bears gave up the fewest points in the NFC during
the 2005 and 2006 seasons, including leading the league in Smith’s
second season.

While the team was known for its defensive successes, Chicago
also had some of its best offensive performances under Smith. The
2006 Bears scored 427 points, the third-most in franchise history.
In 2009, QB Jay Cutler set franchise records for completions (336)
and attempts (555), while recording the second-most passing yards
(3,666) in team history. Cutler became the first quarterback in
franchise history to post consecutive 3,000-yard seasons
(2009-10), while also becoming the first Bears quarterback to have
back-to-back seasons with at least 20 touchdown passes.

In the same season, RB Matt Forte became just the second
player in franchise history (along with Walter Payton) to have
1,000 rushing yards and 500 receiving yards in the same season.
Forte became the first player in NFL history with at least 900
rushing yards and 400 receiving yards in each of his first four
seasons. In Smith’s final season as head coach, the team had a
3,000-yard passer, a 1,000-yard rusher and a 1,000-yard receiver
for the second time in franchise history —including WR Brandon
Marshall’s franchise records for receptions (118) and receiving
yards (1,508).

Smith was named the AP NFL Coach of the Year for 2005 after
leading the Bears to a division title in the shortest amount of time
in team history, doing so in his second campaign while setting a
franchise record for victories by a sophomore head coach with an
11-5 record. Smith was the fourth head coach in team history to
win the award after team founder George S. Halas (1963 and
1965), Mike Ditka (1985 and 1988) and Dick Jauron (2001).
Winning just one of their first four games to start the 2005
campaign, Smith rallied the Bears to become the 20th NFL team
since 1990 to qualify for the postseason after beginning the season
1-3. The Bears turned their season around as Smith guided the
team to eight consecutive mid-season wins, the third-longest win
streak in the NFL in 2005 and the longest by Chicago since the
1985 Super Bowl championship team won 12 straight games.

Smith came to Chicago after serving as the defensive coordinator
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of the St. Louis Rams from 2001 through 2003, and also holding the
title of assistant head coach in 2003. During that time, the Rams
ranked third in the NFL in takeaways and fumble recoveries, tied
for sixth in sacks, and tied for eighth in interceptions. St. Louis won
33 games during Smith’s tenure with the team, the third-most in
the NFL during that time behind Green Bay and Philadelphia. He
capped his stint in St. Louis in 2003 by orchestrating a defense that
led the NFL with 46 takeaways while tying for fourth with 24
interceptions and leading the NFL with 22 fumble recoveries. In
2002, the Rams defense finished tied for fourth in the NFC and tied
for fifth in the NFL in fewest touchdowns (30) allowed while
ranking sixth in the NFC and eighth in the NFL in third-down
efficiency (36.0%).

Preceding his success in St. Louis, Smith contributed to the
revival of Tampa Bay’s defense as the linebackers coach from
1996-2000. Tampa’s defense hadn’t ranked above 20th in the NFL
in the four seasons prior to Smith’s arrival under head coach Tony
Dungy, but had ranks of 11th in 1996, third in 1997, second in
1998, third in 1999 and ninth in 2000. As linebackers coach at
Tampa Bay, Smith helped Derrick Brooks develop into a perennial
Pro Bowl selection and one of the NFL's all-time greatest
linebackers. Brooks made the first Pro Bowl of his team-record 11

career Pro Bowl appearances in his second season, which was
Smith’s first season as his position coach. Also in 1996, Smith
helped Hardy Nickerson earn his second career Pro Bow! nod.
Brooks and Nickerson made a combined eight Pro Bowl
appearances under Smith.

Smith began his coaching career at his hometown high school,
Big Sandy (Texas) High School, in 1980 before moving to Cascia Hall
Prep in Tulsa, Okla. the following year. Two years later, Smith
made the jump to the college ranks at his alma mater, Tulsa, as
linebackers coach, where he stayed through 1986. He moved on to
coach linebackers at Wisconsin (1987), Arizona State (1988-91) and
Kentucky (1992). Smith was also the defensive backs coach at
Tennessee (1993-94) and Ohio State (1995).

A native of Big Sandy, Texas, Smith led the Big Sandy Wildcats to
three consecutive state championships in high school and was all-
state three years as a defensive end and linebacker. Smith was a
two-time All-American and three-time All-Missouri Valley
Conference defensive back and linebacker at the University of

Tulsa.

Smith and his wife, MaryAnne, have three sons: Mikal, Matthew,
and Miles, who is the linebackers coach for the Texans.

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Tim Kelly was named offensive coordinator of the Houston
Texans in February 2019 and added the role of the quarterbacks
coach in March 2020. He is in his eighth overall campaign with the
team after spending two seasons as tight ends coach (2017-18)
and three years as an offensive quality control coach (2014-16). He
also assisted Mike Devlin with the offensive line in 2016.

In Kelly’s first season as offensive coordinator in 2019, the
Texans put together a 10-6 regular season and captured the AFC
South title on the back of a 4-2 division record and signature wins
against Kansas City, New England, Tennessee and in London
against Jacksonville. Houston went on to defeat the Buffalo Bills in
the Wild Card Round and earn its fourth appearance in the AFC
Divisional Round in franchise history (2011, 2012, 2016 and 2019).
The Texans’ division crown made them one of three teams to win
their division four-or-more times since 2015 (Kansas City and New
England) and its 21 wins since 2018 are the second-most in a two-
year span in franchise history (22 wins from 2011-12).

Houston executed three trades before the season to acquire
pivotal offensive pieces to its division title run: T Laremy Tunsil and
WR Kenny Stills from Miami, RB Duke Johnson from Cleveland and
RB Carlos Hyde from Kansas City. Tunsil was named to his first
career Pro Bowl after bolstering the left tackle position and signed
a contract extension with the Texans in April 2020, while Hyde put
together the first 1,000-yard season of his six-year career.

On offense, the Texans were led by three Pro Bowlers: Tunsil,
WR DeAndre Hopkins and QB Deshaun Watson. Houston finished
the season with a 3,500-yard passer (Watson), a 1,000-yard rusher
(RB Carlos Hyde) and a 1,000-yard receiver (Hopkins) for just the
fourth time in franchise history and first since 2012. With Kelly on
staff, Watson has become a two-time Pro Bowler and the only
player in NFL history to record consecutive seasons (2018-19) with
at least 25 passing touchdowns and five rushing touchdowns.

The Texans tied the team record for most overall touchdowns
scored (46) in a single season in team history (2009 and 2012) and
set franchise records for highest redzone touchdown percentage
(64.2) and fewest three-and-outs (24). Houston also tallied 27
receptions of 30-or-more yards in 2019, which tied for third in the
NFL, and TE Darren Fells broke the franchise record for most
touchdown receptions by a tight end with a career-high seven.

In 2018, the Texans captured an AFC South title with an 11-5
record, which marked the second-most wins in a season in
franchise history and the first season with double-digit wins since
2012. Houston became the first team to start 0-3 and win a
division title since 1992 and won a franchise-record nine
consecutive games in Weeks 4-13.

Under Kelly in 2018, the Texans tight end group played a key role
in the offense despite their youth. Rookie TE Jordan Thomas
posted 20 receptions for 215 yards (10.8 avg.) and four
touchdowns in 16 games (10 starts). Thomas tied Andre Johnson

(four) for the second-most touchdown receptions by a rookie in a
season in franchise history and tied a franchise record for the most
touchdown receptions in a game by a rookie when he caught two
against Miami in Week 8. He was the only rookie tight end in the
NFL in 2018 to record multiple touchdown receptions in a game.

Houston also got production from rookie TE Jordan Akins in 2018
as he compiled 17 receptions for 225 yards (13.2 avg.) in 16 games
(six starts) while the veteran in the group, TE Ryan Griffin, posted
24 receptions for 305 yards (12.7 avg.) in 14 games (11 starts). In
Week 14 vs. Indianapolis, the Texans accumulated the third-most
receiving yards (151) by a tight end group in a single game in
franchise history. The performance marked the most receiving
yards by Houston tight ends in a game since 2011.

In Kelly's first season overseeing tight ends in 2017, mainstays
C.J. Fiedorowicz (five games played) and Griffin (seven games
played) were limited to the fewest games of their respective
careers after landing on the Reserve/Injured list. In their stead,
second-year TE Stephen Anderson led the group with career highs
of 25 receptions for 342 receiving yards (13.7 avg.) and a
touchdown in 15 games played. The Texans tied for the fewest
dropped passes in a single season in franchise history with only 14.

The Texans scored 30-or-more points six times in 2017, which
tied the franchise record for the most games with 30-or-more
points in a season (2012). Houston also threw for the third-most
passing touchdowns in a single season in franchise history (28) and
the most 25-plus yard completions in a single season in franchise
history (38). In Week 4 vs. Tennessee, the Texans scored the most
points in a game in franchise history with 57, recorded a team-
record seven touchdowns and won by the largest margin of victory
in Texans and AFC South history with a 43-point win.

Kelly helped the Texans win back-to-back AFC South division
championships in 2015-16 and post three straight winning seasons
— both firsts in franchise history. In Kelly's first three years with the
team, the Texans ranked third in the AFC and sixth in the NFL in
rushing (119.8 yards per game).

In 2016, the offensive line paved the way for RB Lamar Miller to
become just the fourth player in team history to eclipse 1,000
yards on the ground despite starting six different combinations
along the offensive line and playing just one full game with both
starting tackles. After finishing 9-7, the Texans won their Wild Card
matchup with the Oakland Raiders and advanced to the Divisional
Round for the third time in franchise history.

In 2015, Houston claimed its first AFC South division
championship since 2012 and became the first NFL team since
1950 to earn a trip to the postseason with four different starting
quarterbacks winning at least one regular season game.

The 2014 Texans ranked fifth in the NFL in rushing yards per
game (135.1) and eighth in average time of possession (30:53). QB
Ryan Fitzpatrick started 12 games and posted then-single-season
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career highs in passer rating (95.3) and completion percentage
(63.1).

Kelly came to Houston from Penn State, where he served as a
graduate assistant after having held the same position at Ball State
in 2011.

Before he went to Ball State, Kelly was the defensive
coordinator, defensive line coach and recruiting coordinator at
Minnesota State-Moorhead for the 2010 season.

Kelly spent the 2008-09 seasons at lllinois-Wesleyan, where he
was the defensive line coach for the 2009 CCIW Championship
team that ranked ninth among all defenses at the NCAA Division-II|

level. He also coached two first-team all-conference selections.

Kelly played defensive tackle at Eastern lllinois, starting all 48
games in his collegiate career and serving as the team’s captain in
2007. He was named to the Capital One Academic All-District V
Team in 2006 and 2007.

A native of Chicago Heights, IIl., Kelly starred at Marian Catholic
High School, where he is a member of the East Suburban Catholic
Conference Hall of Fame. He received his bachelor’s degree in
sports administration from Eastern lllinois in 2008 and his master’s
degree in sport management from lllinois State in 2010.

Kelly and his wife, Katie, have two daughters, Norah and Quinn.

Frank Ross enters his first season as the special teams
coordinator for the Houston Texans in 2021. He joins the Texans
after serving as the assistant special teams coach with the
Indianapolis Colts from 2018-20. Ross accumulated eight years of
NFL experience with three in coaching for the Colts and five in
personnel for the New England Patriots (2011-12, 2015-17).

In 2020, Ross helped Colts S George Odum lead the NFL with 20
special teams tackles, which was four more than any other player
in the league. He also guided K Rodrigo Blankenship tally the most
points (139), field goals made (32) and extra points made (43) in
Colts history by a rookie player. Blankenship also logged the fifth-
most points scored and field goals made in the NFL in 2020. Ross
worked with RB Nyheim Hines who totaled the third-most punt
return yards (300) in the league and the sixth-best punt return
average (10.0).

Indianapolis led the NFL and set a single-season franchise record
for punt return average (17.4) in addition to finishing eighth in
punt return average (5.9) allowed in 2019. He also helped Hines
become just the fifth player with two punt returns for touchdowns
of 70 yards or longer in a single game in NFL history (84 and 71
yards). The year prior in 2018, the Colts special teams unit notched
the lowest punt return average allowed (4.4 yards) in the NFL and
were one of three teams to not allow a punt return of at least 20
yards.

Prior to his time with the Colts, Ross worked as a pro scout with
the New England Patriots from 2015-17 and won Super Bowl LI
with the team. He served two seasons (2013-14) on the coaching
staff at his alma mater, John Carroll University, and coached the
Blue Streaks quarterbacks in 2013 before being promoted to
special teams coordinator / running backs coach in 2014. Ross
helped John Carroll finish in the top five D3football.com rankings in
2014. Under his tutelage, QB Mark Myers re-wrote the John Carroll
passing record book in 2013 when he set single-season school
records for passing yards (3,228), completions (246) and attempts
(385). Prior to returning to his alma mater, Ross spent two seasons
as a scouting assistant with the Patriots from 2011-12.

While earning a bachelor’s degree in marketing from John Carroll
University, Ross was also a two-time captain, three-time All-Ohio
Athletic Conference wide receiver and four-year letter winner.
Ross holds Blue Streaks records for the most receptions in a single
game (17), season (69) and career (204).

Born and raised in Youngstown, Ohio, Ross graduated from
Canfield (Ohio) High School in 2006 and was the quarterback of the
2005 team that finished as runners-up in the state championship
game. Ross was high school teammates with Sean Baker, who is
the Texans assistant special teams coach.

Ross and his wife, Christina, reside in Manvel, Texas with their
three daughters, Celia, Josie and Lucia.

Sean Baker enters his first season as the assistant special teams
coach for the Houston Texans in 2021. Baker joins the Texans after
serving as a coaching analyst with LSU in 2020. He came to LSU
after spending two seasons as the linebackers coach (2018-19) and
one season as a defensive quality control coach (2017) with
Youngstown State. A former Ball State defensive back, Baker spent
time on the practice squad with four different NFL teams and
appeared in five games for the Falcons in 2014.

Baker served as a coaching analyst last season (2020) at LSU. The
year was highlighted by an upset win at No. 6 Florida, in which 26
of the 48 players who appeared in the game were either freshman
or sophomore due to various players unable to play. The Tigers
finished with the fifth-best scoring offense in the SEC (32.0 points
per game) and the fourth-best passing attack in the league (312.2
yards per game).

From 2018-19, Baker worked as the linebackers coach for
Youngstown State University. Under Baker in 2019, seniors Cash
Mitchell and Christiaan Randall-Posey had the best years of their
collegiate careers. Mitchell had 38 total tackles, 7.5 tackles for loss
and returned a fumble for a touchdown, while Randall-Posey had
29 tackles on the year. In 2018, the unit had a strong season led by
senior Armand Dellovade, who earned second-team All-Missouri
Valley Football Conference honors after leading the Penguins with

102 total tackles. Baker was a defensive quality control coach for
the Penguins in 2017, primarily working with the linebacker unit.

As a player, Baker signed as a college free agent with the Tampa
Bay Buccaneers in 2012 and went on to spend time with the
Browns, Falcons and Colts on their practice squads in his career. He
appeared in five games for the Falcons in 2014, primarily playing
on special teams.

Baker was a standout defensive back at Ball State where he set
the school record for career interceptions with 18. In 46 career
games (43 starts), he accumulated 320 total tackles (166 solo), 21
pass breakups, 19 tackles for loss, five forced fumbles and four
fumble recoveries during his career with the Cardinals. He was also
a two-time All-Mid-American Conference (MAC) honoree, earning
first-team honors as a senior in 2011.

At Canfield (Ohio) High School, Baker was an all-conference
player on both sides of the ball and as a senior, he was named the
Northeast Ohio and Metro Athletic Conference Defensive Player of
the Year. In his junior season, he helped Canfield make their first
ever appearance in the state championship game. Baker was high
school teammates with Frank Ross, who is the Texans special
teams coordinator.

Baker was born in Youngstown, Ohio where he lives with his
wife, Anna.

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Danny Barrett enters his fourth season as running backs coach
for the Houston Texans in 2021. Barrett owns 24 years of
experience spanning the NFL, Canadian Football League and
collegiate ranks.

After acquiring RB David Johnson in the 2020 offseason, Barrett
helped Johnson to a bounce-back season despite only appearing in
12 games on the year. Johnson eclipsed 1,000 yards from
scrimmage for the fourth time in his career by rushing 147 times
for 691 yards (4.7 avg.) and adding 33 receptions for 314 receiving
yards (9.5 avg.). He also tallied eight touchdowns on the season
(six rushing, two receiving). His work with Johnson as a receiver
paid off in Week 15 at Indianapolis (12/6) when Johnson tied the
franchise record by a running back for the most receptions in a
game (11) and also logged the fourth-most receiving yards (106).

When veteran RB Lamar Miller was injured late in the 2019
preseason, Houston acquired RB Carlos Hyde in a trade with the
Kansas City Chiefs just nine days before the season opener. Under
Barrett’s tutelage, Hyde went on to have the best season of his six-
year career, posting 1,070 rushing yards and six touchdowns on
245 carries (4.4 yards per attempt). His 1,000-yard season was the
first of his career and made him the fifth Texans player to
accomplish the feat in franchise history. RB Duke Johnson, who
was also acquired in a preseason trade, complemented Hyde as a
versatile backfield weapon, catching and running for 410 yards
each and scoring five total touchdowns. The tandem of Hyde and
Johnson buoyed a Texans team that went 10-6 on the season en
route to a second-consecutive AFC South crown and defeated the
Buffalo Bills in the Wild Card Round.

In Barrett’s first season with Houston in 2018, the Texans
averaged 126.3 rushing yards per game, which ranked fourth in the
AFC and eighth in the NFL. Houston recorded the fifth-most
rushing yards in a season in team history (2,021) and recorded at
least 150 rushing yards in four games, which tied for the fourth-
most games with at least 150 rushing yards in a season in team
history. Houston captured an AFC South title with an 11-5 record,
which marked the second-most wins in a season in franchise
history and the first season with double-digit wins since 2012.
Houston became the first team to start 0-3 and win a division title
since 1992 and won a franchise-record nine consecutive games in
Weeks 4-13.

RB Lamar Miller (973), QB Deshaun Watson (551) and RB Alfred
Blue (499) each recorded more than 450 rushing yards, which
marked the first time in team history that the Texans had three
players each with at least 450 rushing yards in the same season.
The Texans were also the only team in the NFL to accomplish the
feat in 2018. In Houston’s 34-17 victory vs. the Titans in Week 12,
the Texans ran for the most rushing yards in a game in franchise
history with 281 and recorded the highest rushing average in a
game in team history at 8.3 yards per carry.

Miller was selected to his first Pro Bowl, finishing the year with
973 rushing yards on 210 carries (4.6 avg.) and 25 receptions for
163 yards (6.5 avg.) in 14 games (14 starts). He scored five rushing
touchdowns and one receiving touchdown while compiling 1,136
total scrimmage yards. In Week 12 vs. Tennessee, Miller ran for
162 rushing yards on 12 carries (13.5 avg.) and scored on a 97-yard
run in the second quarter, which marked the longest run in
franchise history. Miller also rushed for 100-or-more yards in four
games in 2018, which tied his single-season career high and tied
for sixth-most in the NFL.

Barrett joined the Texans after two seasons (2016-17) as the
running backs coach for the Miami Dolphins. Under Barrett's
tutelage, Dolphins RB Kenyan Drake paced the Miami backfield
with 644 rushing yards and three touchdowns in 2017, boasting a
4.8 yards per carry average, which ranked as the sixth best in the
league.

In his first season with the Dolphins in 2016, Barrett helped RB
Jay Ajayi produce the biggest turnaround by any NFL running back
from the 2015 season en route to Pro Bowl honors. Ajayi rushed
for 1,272 yards in 2016, the third-most in a single season in
Dolphins history, and 1,085 more than his 2015 total, which was
the biggest improvement by any NFL running back. Ajayi became
one of just four NFL players ever to post three 200-yard games in
the same season and holds three of the team’s top six all-time
single-game rushing marks. Ajayi also became just the fourth NFL
player to rush for 200 yards in back-to-back games after he did so
in Week 6 vs. Pittsburgh and Week 7 vs. Buffalo.

Prior to joining the NFL coaching ranks, Barrett spent five
seasons at Central Florida, coaching the running backs from
2011-14, then coaching the quarterbacks and serving as the
Knights interim head coach for the final four games in 2015.

In 2014, Barrett coached RB William Stanback to first-team All-
American Athletic Conference (AAC) honors and helped UCF win
the AAC for a second-consecutive season. Barrett mentored two
All-AAC backs in 2013, as RB Storm Johnson rushed for 1,139 yards
with 14 touchdowns to claim first-team all-conference honors and
Stanback earned second-team honors after posting 443 rushing
yards and six touchdowns. Johnson’s performance was only the
eighth time in school history a running back topped 1,000 yards on
the ground in a single season. Johnson was selected in the seventh
round (222nd overall) by the Jacksonville Jaguars in the 2014 NFL
Draft.

The 2013 Knights won a school-record 12 games and went a
perfect 8-0 in AAC play, winning the Fiesta Bowl for their first BCS
bowl victory in program history.

Barrett’s bell-cow in 2012 was RB Latavius Murray, who earned
All-Conference USA first-team honors with 1,106 rushing yards.
Murray was drafted by the Oakland Raiders in the sixth round
(181st overall) of the 2013 NFL Draft and earned Pro Football
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Writers Association All-AFC honors in 2015 after he rushed for
1,066 yards.

In Barrett’s first season at UCF in 2011, the Knights rushed for
168.9 yards per game, the third-highest mark since the school
joined the FBS in 1996.

Barrett spent the 2010 season as the quarterbacks coach at
Bethune-Cookman, helping the Wildcats to a 10-2 record, a share
of the Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference and a berth in the FCS
playoffs.

Serving in his first collegiate role as the assistant head coach and
quarterbacks coach at the University at Buffalo from 2007-09,
Barrett helped QB Drew Willy set several school records while
guiding the Bulls to their first MAC championship in 2008 and the
school’s first bowl appearance, the International Bowl. Willy and
Barrett worked together for two seasons and Willy left the
program with school records for completions (849), attempts
(1,322), passing yards (8,748), passing touchdowns (52), total
offense (8,639) and completion percentage (64.2). During the final
20 games of his college career, Willy threw for 36 touchdowns and
only six interceptions.

Barrett was the head coach and assistant general manager of the
CFL’s Saskatchewan Roughriders for seven seasons (2000-06).
During his tenure, Barrett’s teams advanced to the playoffs five
consecutive times (2002-06) and reached the West Division final

on three occasions.

Barrett began his coaching career in the CFL, serving as the
Calgary Stampeders quarterbacks coach in 1997, where he served
as the position coach for Stampeders QB Jeff Garcia, who went on
to earn four Pro Bowl berths with the San Francisco 49ers and
Tampa Bay Buccaneers. Barrett then joined the BC Lions as the
assistant offensive coordinator / quarterbacks coach in 1998 and

coached wide receivers for the Lions in 1999.

Barrett played quarterback for 14 years in the CFL, totaling
23,419 career passing yards for Calgary, the Toronto Argonauts, BC
and the Ottawa Rough Riders. He twice quarterbacked on teams
that played in the Grey Cup finals in 1987 (Toronto) and 1991

(Calgary).

A native of Boynton Beach, Fla., Barrett earned his bachelor’s
degree from the University of Cincinnati, where he earned
honorable mention All-America honors at quarterback.

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Andy Bischoff enters his first season as the tight ends coach for
the Houston Texans in 2021. Bischoff joins the Texans after
spending the past six years (2015-20) with the Baltimore Ravens in
a variety of roles on the offensive staff and worked with the
Ravens’ tight ends from 2017-20. He owns 28 years of coaching
experience at the NFL, CFL and high school levels.

While serving as the assistant tight ends coach for the Ravens,
Bischoff was integral in the development of TE Mark Andrews.
Under Bischoff, Andrews became the first tight end in Ravens
history with multiple seasons of at least 700 receiving yards and
seven touchdowns when he did so in consecutive seasons. Among
NFL tight ends from 2019-20, Andrews totaled the most receiving
touchdowns (17), fourth-most receiving yards (1,553) and fifth-
most receptions (122).

In 2020, Bischoff coached a tight end group for an offense that
posted the seventh-most points per game (29.3) in the league,
despite numerous key players in and out of the lineup. The Ravens
offense was important in closing out the season on a five-game
winning streak to make the playoffs, averaging 37.2 points per
game during that span. Bischoff led a Ravens tight end group that
was instrumental in blocking for a Ravens rushing attack that led
the NFL (191.9 yards per game) and produced the third-most yards
(3,071) in a season. Baltimore had three players (QB Lamar
Jackson, RB J.K. Dobbins and RB Gus Edwards) rush for over 700
yards each, while Jackson became the first quarterback in NFL
history to surpass the 1,000-yard rushing milestone in multiple
seasons.

The season prior, the Ravens established single-season records
for touchdowns (64), points (531), net yards (6,521), rushing yards
(3,296), first downs (386) and fewest turnovers (15). Baltimore led
the league in points (33.2) and rushing yards (206.0) per game,
while it was second in total yards (407.6). Andrews, who led the
team with 64 receptions, 852 receiving yards and 10 touchdowns,
earned his first career Pro Bowl selection. The tight end trio of
Andrews, Nick Boyle and Hayden Hurst comprised three of the
Ravens' top five receivers on the season.

Bischoff served as offensive assistant / tight ends coach in 2018,
when Baltimore posted a then-franchise-record 5,999 total yards
and boasted the NFL's second-best rushing attack (152.6 yards per
game). As an offensive assistant in 2017, Bischoff aided a tight
ends unit that helped the offense rank ninth in scoring (24.7 points
per game) and tie for seventh in both fewest giveaways (17) and

sacks allowed (27). Bischoff is most proud of the development of
players he has worked with. In 2018, Bischoff was fortunate to
have coached seven current NFL tight ends together with the
Ravens, which included Darren Waller, Maxx Williams, Mark
Andrews, Hayden Hurst, Nick Boyle, Nick Keizer and Pat Ricard.

Bischoff originally joined the NFL coaching ranks with the
Chicago Bears in 2013 as the tight ends coach / staff coordinator.
In 2014, Bischoff tutored a group led by TE Martellus Bennett, who
finished first in receptions (90) and third in receiving yards (916)
among NFL tight ends, earning himself a Pro Bowl selection. The
unit also blocked for RB Matt Forte, who rushed for 1,038 yards
and set an NFL single-season record for most receptions by a back
(102). In 2013, Bennett ranked in the top-10 among NFL tight ends
with 65 catches (tied eighth) and 759 receiving yards (ninth).

Prior to coaching in the NFL, Bischoff spent five seasons with the
CFL’s Montreal Alouettes as the running backs / special teams
coordinator / assistant to the head coach (2010-12) and the
running backs / offensive quality control coach (2008-09). In 2012,
the Alouettes finished first in the CFL’s East Division and the year
prior, Bischoff helped guide RB Brandon Whitaker to career highs
in rushing yards (1,381), receiving yards (638), catches (72) and
touchdowns (5). From 2009-10, Montreal won consecutive Grey
Cups, defeating the Saskatchewan Roughriders both times. They
became the first team to win back-to-back Grey Cups since the
Toronto Argonauts in 1996-97. Under Bischoff’s guidance in 2009,
RB Avon Cobourne produced his first 1,000-yard season, led the
CFL in rushing touchdowns (13) and was named the Grey Cup MVP.

In his first coaching role, Bischoff coached at Cretin-Derham Hall
High School in St. Paul, Minn. where he won 168 of 190 games and
earned one state title (1999) during his 15 seasons with the
Raiders. Bischoff coached 18 offensive linemen and three tight
ends that received Division-I scholarships, including former Ravens
C Matt Birk, former Broncos LT Ryan Harris and former 2012
Cardinals first-round pick WR Michael Floyd. He also served as the
dean of students for 10 years.

Bischoff earned his bachelor’s in education from the University
of South Dakota in Vermillion, S.D. and was a three-year letterman
at center. He received a post master’s license in administration
from St. Mary’s University in 2006 after earning a master’s degree
in education administration from Mankato State University in
1998. Bischoff and his wife, Britt, have two daughters, Makena and
Morgan, as well as a son, Jay.

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Ben Bolling enters his first season as a defensive assistant for the
Houston Texans in 2021. He joins the Texans after spending the
past five seasons (2016-20) with Campbell University as the wide
receivers / offensive recruiting coordinator (2019-20), safeties
coach (2017-18) and defensive quality control coach (2016). Bolling
also attended Campbell and finished as the all-time leading
receiver (1,329 yards) in program history.

Bolling coached the Campbell wide receivers from 2019-20 and
served as the offensive recruiting coordinator for the two seasons
as well. The Camels played in only four games in 2020, but WR
Jalen Kesley led the team with 18 receptions for 221 yards (12.3
avg.) and one touchdown on the year. In 2019, he guided one of
the best and youngest wide receiver corps in Campbell’s modern
history, with sophomore Caleb Snead and Kelsey combining for
1,091 yards and 13 touchdowns. The duo was named to Phil
Steele’s Big South all-conference teams, with Snead taking second
team honors, while Kelsey claimed third team accolades.

Prior to coaching the offensive side of the ball, Bolling coached
the Camels safeties from 2017-18. In 2018, Campbell led the FCS in
fewest passing yards allowed, surrendering just 122.5 per game,
posting the seventh best pass efficiency defense (103.27). The
Camels also ranked 15th in red zone defense (.724), 25th in scoring
defense (22.0 points per game) and 25th in total defense (335.4
yards per game).

The season prior (2017) Campbell ranked among the nation’s

leaders in takeaway, posting a school record 19 interceptions.
Bolling tutored DB Carlos Merritt who was also named First Team
All-Pioneer Football League (PFL), tying Campbell’s single-season
record for interceptions with six. Merritt headlined a group of 10
Camels to be named All-PFL. In 2016, Bolling served as a defensive
quality control coach and helped a unit allow only 193.1 passing
yards per game on the year.

Bolling played four seasons as a wide receiver at Campbell
University (2012-15), after redshirting his freshman year (2011).
Bolling enjoyed a record setting career, finishing his playing career
as Campbell’s all-time leader in receiving yards (1,329) and
receptions (100), while also tying for the program lead in receiving
touchdowns (eight). He was a two-time CoSIDA Academic All-
District 3 honoree, collecting accolades in 2013 and 2015, and
made his third appearance on the Academic All-PFL team in 2015.

Bolling graduated from Campbell in 2015 with a degree in
exercise and sports science. He is also a Certified Strength and
Conditioning Specialist from the National Strength and
Conditioning Association.

Prior to his collegiate career, Bolling was a four-year football
letter winner at Knightdale (N.C.) High School. He was an all-
conference selection as a junior and senior and is the school’s all-
time leader in passing yards (3,557), career touchdowns (40) and
career total yards (5,191).

Bolling was born in Richmond, Va. and resides in Houston with
his daughter, Kaja Rose.

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James Campen enters his first season as the offensive line coach
for the Houston Texans in 2021. He joins the Texans after 18 years
of NFL coaching experience with the Chargers (2020), Browns
(2019) and Packers (2004-18), guiding eight players to Pro Bowl
selections in the process. Campen also played seven years as an
offensive lineman in the NFL for the Saints (1987-88) and Packers
(1989-93).

As the offensive line coach for the Chargers in 2020, Campen
coached a unit that would help the team to the ninth-best offense
in the league (382.1 yards per game). Despite Los Angeles starting
10 different offensive linemen, the group protected QB Justin
Herbert and assisted him in winning the AP Offensive Rookie of the
Year. Herbert’s 31 passing touchdowns were the most by a rookie
quarterback in NFL history and his 4,336 passing yards were the
second-most in league history.

In 2019, Campen served as the associate head coach / offensive
line coach for the Cleveland Browns. The Browns line blocked for
RB Nick Chubb who rushed for 1,494 yards, which was the most by
a Cleveland back since Hall of Fame RB Jim Brown had 1,544 in
1965. Chubb added 278 receiving yards to record the most single-
season yards from scrimmage in Browns history (1,772). Campen
coached Browns guard Joel Bitonio to his second-straight Pro Bowl
selection in 2019, where he started all 16 games at left guard for
the fifth season of his career.

Before his stint with the Browns, Campen coached in Green Bay
for 15 years (2004-18), where he was the run game coordinator
(2018), offensive line coach (2007-18), assistant offensive line
coach (2004-06) and offensive quality control coach (2004-05). In
his time coaching in Green Bay, Campen tutored seven Pro Bowl
offensive linemen, including G Josh Sitton to four selections in a
five-year span (2012, 2014-16). From 2010-18, the Packers were
the only team in the NFL to have six different offensive linemen

recognized as Pro Bowlers, all coming under Campen’s instruction
(Sitton, Chad Clifton, David Bakhtiari, T.J. Lang, Jeff Saturday and
Scott Wells). In 2018, he coached Bakhtiari to an AP First-Team All-
Pro selection.

In his tenure in Green Bay, the Packers averaged the third-most
points-per-game in that span (25.5). Campen served as offensive
line coach for 11 seasons, in which the Packers offense ranked in
the top-10 in scoring offense nine times and total offense eight
times. The line protected QB Aaron Rodgers to NFL MVP honors in
2011 and 2014, while spurring a run to a victory in Super Bowl! XLV
over the Pittsburgh Steelers, 31-25.

Campen first joined the coaching ranks as a training camp intern
for the Packers in 1994 before coaching at his prep alma mater,
Ponderosa High School in Shingle Springs, Calif. After serving four
seasons as defensive coordinator / offensive line coach, he was
named head coach and went 29-20-1 over the next five years
competing in the Sierra Valley Conference, one of the most
competitive high school leagues in the state.

As a player, Campen began his collegiate career at Sacramento
City College under the instruction of Jerry Sullivan. Over the two
seasons (1982-83) he played for Sullivan, the Panthers lost one
game and won a national championship. Campen then transferred
to Tulane University for two seasons (1984-85), serving as a team
captain for the Green Wave as a senior. He went undrafted in 1987
and signed with the New Orleans Saints, playing two seasons
(1987-88) before signing with the Packers. He started at center in
QB Brett Favre’s first NFL start and protected the Hall of Fame
quarterback in two 3,000-yard passing campaigns (1992-93).
Campen appeared in 67 games with 50 starts for his career, with
61 of those games played and 47 starts coming in Green Bay.

Campen and his wife, Charlene, have two daughters, Kirstie and
Kaley.

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Ilir Emini enters his first season as a defensive assistant working
with the linebackers for the Houston Texans in 2021. He joins the
Texans after spending the past two seasons (2019-20) as a
defensive analyst working with linebackers and safeties at the
University of Illinois under Lovie Smith. Emini also coached three
seasons at Wofford College where he held the positions of safeties
and nickels coach (2018), assistant defensive backs coach (2017)
and quality control / video coordinator (2016).

Emini helped lllinois reach the 2019 Redbox Bowl in his first
season in Champaign, the lllini’s first bowl appearance in five
years, after a 6-6 regular season that included a win over No. 6
Wisconsin and the biggest comeback in program history in a win at
Michigan State.

He joined the Fighting Illini staff from Wofford, where he spent
the previous three seasons (2016-18).

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Pep Hamilton enters his first season as the passing game
coordinator / quarterbacks coach of the Houston Texans in 2021.
He joins the Texans after serving as the quarterbacks coach of the
Los Angeles Chargers in 2020. Hamilton has accumulated 14 years
of NFL coaching experience and 23 overall in coaching, including
stops in the XFL and at the collegiate level. During his coaching
career, Hamilton has been influential in the development of
quarterbacks like Justin Herbert, Andrew Luck, Jay Cutler, Alex
Smith and Chad Pennington.

As the quarterbacks coach for the Chargers in 2020, Hamilton
was instrumental in the development of QB Justin Herbert who
went on to win the AP Offensive Rookie of the Year. Herbert’s 31
passing touchdowns were the most by a rookie quarterback in NFL
history and his 4,336 passing yards were the second-most in
league history. He also set NFL rookie marks for total touchdowns
(36) and passing completions (396), along with becoming the
youngest quarterback in NFL history to throw 30 passing
touchdowns in a season. As a whole, the Chargers offense was the
ninth-best in the league (382.1 yards per game) and notched the
sixth-most passing yards per game (270.6).

Hamilton served as the head coach / general manager for the XFL’s
DC Defenders in 2020. He led the Defenders to a 3-2 record,
including a win in the first shutout for the league, a 27-0 victory
over the New York Guardians in Week 2. Hamilton coached former
NFL QB Cardale Jones to throw for 499 yards and four touchdowns
in the 2-0 start while completing 62 percent of his passes.

Before the XFL, Hamilton spent two seasons (2017-18) under Jim
Harbaugh at the University of Michigan. While serving as
Michigan’s offensive play caller, he was assistant head coach /
passing game coordinator in 2017 and moved to passing game
coordinator / quarterbacks coach the next season. As quarterbacks
coach, the team’s touchdown-interception ratio improved from
9:10 to 24:9. The Wolverines went from having no quarterbacks
pass for 1,000 yards in 2017 to Shea Patterson throwing for 2,600
yards and 22 touchdowns in a 10-3 season.

Hamilton worked as the associate head coach - offense for the
Cleveland Browns in 2016 after spending 2013-15 with the
Indianapolis Colts as the team’s offensive coordinator and play
caller. He coached a Colts offense in 2014 that ranked first in
passing offense (305.9 yards per game) and third in total offense
(406.6), setting single-season franchise records for passing yards
(4,894) and total net yards (6,506). QB Andrew Luck, who earned

Pro Bowl nods in both 2013 and 2014, passed for career highs in
yards (4,761) and touchdowns (40) during the 2014 season. Luck
also set a team record with eight-consecutive 300-yard
performances.

From 2011-12, Hamilton also served as a tutor to Luck in college,
coordinating the offense and coaching quarterbacks at Stanford
University. In 2012, the Cardinals went 12-2 and RB Stephan Taylor
finished as the school’s all-time leader in career rushing yards
(4,212) while tying the school record with 44 total touchdowns. In
Luck’s final year in college in 2011, Hamilton coached the eventual
first-overall selection to finish second in the Heisman Trophy
voting and winning Pac-12 Offensive Player of the Year honors. The
offense scored a school-record 561 points on the season, ranking
seventh in the nation with 43.2 points per game. As the wide
receivers coach in 2010, the team set a school record with 32
receiving touchdowns.

From 2007-09, Hamilton coached quarterbacks for the Chicago
Bears. He worked with Jay Cutler in 2009 after the team acquired
Cutler via trade to set single season franchise records for
completions (336) and passing attempts (555). Hamilton spent
2006 as an offensive assistant / quarterbacks coach for the San
Francisco 49ers when Alex Smith became the first quarterback in
team history to take every offensive snap during a season.

Before San Francisco, Hamilton spent time with the New York
Jets as an offensive assistant / quarterbacks coach (2004-05) and
offensive quality control coach (2003). Under his tutelage in 2004,
QB Chad Pennington completed 65.4 percent of his passes, which
was the second-best mark in franchise history at the time. The Jets
also won 10 regular season games and a playoff game for the first
time since 1998.

Hamilton began his coaching career at his alma mater, Howard
University, where he served as quarterbacks coach from
1997-2001, adding the role of offensive coordinator for his final
three seasons. He got his first experience in NFL coaching by
working as a summer coaching intern for Kansas City in 1999,
Washington in 2000 and as a scouting intern for Baltimore in 2001.

A quarterback at Howard University, Hamilton won the school’s
scholar-athlete award in 1995 and 1996 before earning his
business degree in 1997.

Hamilton was born in Charlotte, N.C. and he and his wife reside
in Houston with two daughters and one son.

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Greg Jackson enters his first season as the safeties coach of the
Houston Texans in 2021. He joins the Texans after previously
serving as the safeties coach of the Dallas Cowboys from 2016-19.
Jackson boasts 17 years of coaching experience, including eight in
the NFL, and 19 years of overall NFL experience, including 12 as a
player. During his time as an NFL coach, players have been
awarded two All-Pro honors and five Pro Bowl selections.

As the safeties coach with the Cowboys in 2019, Jackson was
instrumental in the development of S Xavier Woods, who notched
a career-high 81 total tackles (59 solo) and tied for the team lead
with two interceptions. The safety group helped the Cowboys
defense hold opponents to the 10th-fewest passing yards per
game in the NFL (223.5) and tied for the second-best third down
percentage (33.33 percent).

The Dallas secondary improved greatly in 2018, and the safety
group benefited from the second full year of a consistent starting
duo, with Woods and Jeff Heath manning the back end of the
defense. Woods tied for the team lead with two interceptions and
finished third with nine passes defensed in his second NFL season.

The 2017 Cowboys secondary featured an infusion of youth as
key veteran players departed the team and Dallas utilized draft
picks to replenish the talent pool. Overall, the Cowboys finished
eighth in total defense (318.1 yards per game) and 11th in passing
defense (214.1 yards per game). Heath, who moved into a starting
role at safety, finished with a team-leading three interceptions and
the fifth-most total tackles with 63.

The safeties were a strength of the Dallas defense in 2016.
Under Jackson’s tutelage, Barry Church finished second on the
team with 85 total tackles (61 solo) and also led the defense with
two interceptions. S Byron Jones logged a career-best 81 total
tackles (67 solo), which was the third-most on the team, and also
led the team with 10 passes defensed. Jones also added his first
career interception. Collectively, five of the nine interceptions on
defense were from safeties.

In one season as the secondary coach at Michigan (2015),
Jackson worked with a unit that led the Big Ten in passing defense
(158.5 yards per game) and third downs allowed (27.6) while the
defense as a whole shutout opponents in three consecutive games,
which was the first FBS school to accomplish the feat since Kansas
State in 1995. He coached S Jabrill Peppers to second-team All-
America honors by the media and was named Big Ten Thompson-
Randle El Freshman of the Year.

Before accompanying Jim Harbaugh to Michigan, Jackson served
on Harbaugh'’s staff with the San Francisco 49ers (2011-14) as the
assistant secondary coach. Over that span, the 49ers tied for
second in interceptions (78), ranked third in total defense (310.2

yards per game) and passes defensed (350) in the NFL. In that
same four-year span, members of Jackson’s secondary earned two
All-Pro honors and five Pro Bowl selections, while Eric Reid became
the first 49ers rookie safety to make the Pro Bowl when he was
selected in 2013.

In 2012, Jackson helped coach a secondary group that was
integral in helping the 49ers win an NFC Championship and earn a
berth in Super Bowl XLVII. Safeties Donte Whitner and Dashon
Goldson were both chosen for the Pro Bowl, with Goldson voted a
First Team All-Pro as the defense allowed the fourth-fewest
passing yards per game (200.2 yards per game). Additionally, three
different members of the secondary (Goldson, Tarell Brown and
Chris Culliver) totaled at least 10 passes defensed on the year.

Jackson spent one year as the nickel / assistant linebackers coach
with the University of Wisconsin, helping the school finish seventh
in the AP poll with an 11-2 record in 2010.

Before his time in Madison, Jackson coached at Tulane for three
seasons (2007-09). He was the Green Wave’s defensive backs
coach in 2007 then coached safeties in 2008 and linebackers in
2009. He also oversaw the kickoff team through his final two
seasons.

From 2004-06, Jackson was the defensive backs coach at
Louisiana-Monroe, where he coached All-Sun Belt Conference DB
Chris Hass, who led the country with seven interceptions in 2004.
Jackson's coaching career began at the University of Idaho where
he led the defensive backs (2003).

Jackson played safety in the NFL for 12 seasons after being
selected in the third round (78th overall) of the 1989 NFL Draft by
the New York Giants. He spent five seasons (1989-93) with the
Giants before playing for the Philadelphia Eagles (1994-95), New
Orleans Saints (1996) and San Diego Chargers (1997-2000).
Through 12 pro seasons, Jackson appeared in 168 games (129
starts) and registered 32 interceptions while amassing 686 total
tackles (555 solo).

Jackson’s had a standout collegiate career at LSU (1985-88),
which was polished off with a first-team All-America selection in
1988 and an NCAA-high seven interceptions along with an SEC
championship as a senior. In four years, he helped lead the Tigers
to a 36-10-2 record, including his first conference championship in
1986. Jackson also played in a bowl game in each of his four
seasons.

A native of Miami, Fla., Jackson earned his bachelor’s degree in
communications broadcasting from Fairleigh Dickinson in 2004.

Jackson and his wife, Dina, have two children, Greg Jr., and
Jayden, while his oldest son, Jamal, played football at Appalachian
State (2009-13).

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Bobby King enters his first season as the defensive line coach for
the Houston Texans in 2021 after spending the previous three
seasons (2018-20) coaching inside linebackers for the team. King
also served as the linebackers coach for the Texans in 2017. He is
in his second stint with the team after spending 2011-13 on staff
and the 2021 season will be his 12th overall year coaching in the
NFL.

In 2020, LB Zach Cunningham led the NFL with a single-season
career-high 163 total tackles on the season. Cunningham’s 163
total tackles were the second-most by a Texans player in a single
season and he became the first player in franchise history with at
least 160 total tackles and five tackles for loss in a single season.
On the season, he notched nine games with double digit tackles,
which was tied for the second most in a single-season in team
history.

After LB Benardrick McKinney was injured in Week 4 of 2020, LB
Tyrell Adams stepped into the starting lineup and set single-season
career highs in total tackles (121), sacks (2.0), tackles for loss (five),
quarterback hits (three), passes defensed (four), forced fumbles
(two), fumble recoveries (one), games started (12) and games
played (16). King worked with Adams who became just the fifth
player in franchise history with at least 120 total tackles and five
tackles for loss in a single season. Since Week 5, Adams totaled the
second-most tackles (119) in the NFL, trailing only Cunningham
(120).

The 2019 Texans put together a 10-6 regular season and won the
AFC South for a second consecutive season, making them one of
three teams to win their division four-or-more times from 2015-19
(Kansas City and New England) and giving them 21 wins from
2018-19, which was the second-most in a two-year span in
franchise history (22 wins from 2011-12). Houston went on to
defeat the Buffalo Bills in the Wild Card Round and earn its fourth
appearance in the AFC Divisional Round in franchise history (2011,
2012, 2016 and 2019).

King’s 2019 unit was headlined by a breakout season from
Cunningham, whose 137 total tackles marked the seventh-most in
the NFL, the fourth-highest single-season total in franchise history
and most since DeMeco Ryans in 2006. Cunningham also set new
career highs in tackles for loss (seven), quarterback hits (three).and
sacks (2.0). McKinney (101 tackles) was the only other Texan to
cross the 100-tackle mark on the season, and he and Cunningham
combined for the most tackles by a pair of Houston teammates
since 2009.

Under King’s tutelage in 2018, McKinney was named to his first
career Pro Bowl after posting 105 total tackles, seven passes
defensed, five quarterback hits, five tackles for loss, 1.5 sacks, a
forced fumble and his first-career interception. Cunningham
established himself in his second NFL season by tying McKinney for
the team lead with 105 total tackles and notching his first-career

interception, which he returned 38 yards for a touchdown in Week
13 versus Cleveland.

King’s unit helped the Texans defense lead the NFL in opponent
average rushing yards per carry (3.44) and yield the third-fewest
rushing yards (1,323) in the league. Houston allowed just 19.8
points per game in 2018, including an NFL-best 17.3 points per
game from Week 5-17. The Texans had a turnover differential of
plus-13, which set a new single-season franchise record, led the
AFC and ranked second in the NFL. Houston also led the AFC and
ranked second in the NFL in points off turnovers with 111 total
points scored off their 29 takeaways (15 interceptions, 14 fumble
recoveries).

In his first season back in Houston, King guided rookie ILBs
Cunningham and Dylan Cole to standout campaigns. Cunningham
played in all 16 games and notched 82 total tackles (45 solo), good
for second among all NFL rookies and fourth in franchise history
among rookies. Cole posted two interceptions, including one
returned for a touchdown, making him the only college free agent
with a pick-six in 2017 and the only college free agent linebacker
with a pick-six since Giants LB Chase Blackburn in 2005. McKinney
registered a team-high 95 total tackles in addition to 3.0 sacks and
10 tackles for loss.

Texans DE/OLB Jadeveon Clowney set single-season career highs
in sacks (9.5), tackles for loss (21), quarterback hits (21), forced
fumbles (two), total tackles (59), sack yards (67), games played (16)
and games started (16) while making his second straight Pro Bowl
appearance. Clowney was the only player in the AFC and one of
two players in the NFL with 20-or-more tackles for loss and 20-or-
more quarterback hits in 2017 while posting the fifth-most tackles
for loss by a Texans player in a single season in franchise history.

The Texans defense had the fourth-most tackles for loss in a
single season in franchise history with 85 in 2017 and had 26
different players record at least one tackle for loss, which led the
NFL and set a single-season franchise record for most players with
a tackle for loss. The Texans also had 32 sacks as a team in 2017
and an NFL-high and a franchise-record 18 different players with at
least 0.5 sacks. Houston tied for fifth in the league with four
defensive touchdowns in 2017 and allowed the lowest opponent
rushing average in team history to that point at 3.97 yards per
carry.

King spent the 2014-16 seasons as the assistant linebackers
coach for the San Diego Chargers (now the Los Angeles Chargers).
In 2016, rookie ILB Jatavis Brown led the Chargers with 76 total
tackles (63 solo) to go along with 3.5 sacks, two forced fumbles,
one fumble recovery, six passes defensed and eight tackles for loss
in 12 games (seven starts). Second-year ILB Denzel Perryman also
set his single-season career high with 71 total tackles (55 solo), 2.0
sacks, one interception and eight tackles for loss in 12 games (11
starts). As a unit, Chargers linebackers forced the third-most

fumbles in the NFL with 11 total in 2016.

In 2015, Chargers OLB Melvin Ingram led the team and tied for
12th in the NFL with 10.5 sacks to go along with 65 total tackles (52
solo), six passes defensed, 20 quarterback hits, 14 tackles for loss,
three forced fumbles and one fumble recovery. Additionally, ILB
Manti Te’o led the team in total tackles with a single-season
career-high 82 in 12 games. Chargers linebackers combined for 49
tackles for loss in 2015, second most in the NFL.

Before joining the Chargers, King spent three seasons in
Houston, including two years (2012-13) as the assistant linebackers
coach. During the 2013 season, Texans ILB Darryl Sharpton led the
team in tackles with a single-season career-high 87. Additionally,
OLB Brooks Reed posted single-season career highs in tackles (56)
and tackles for loss (nine). That season, Texans linebackers
comprised three of the team’s top five leading tacklers (Sharpton,
Reed and ILB Joe Mays).

In 2012, despite numerous injuries, Texans linebackers were an
integral part of the NFL's seventh-ranked defense. ILB Bradie
James led the unit with 105 tackles, while veterans Tim Dobbins,
Darryl Sharpton and Barrett Ruud helped shore up the middle of
the defense. On the outside, rookie Whitney Mercilus tied Brooks
Reed’s rookie sack record with 6.0 on the season, while Reed
totaled 42 tackles and 2.5 sacks despite missing four games with a
groin injury. Reed also tied for the team lead with 1.5 sacks in the
postseason.

King started with the Texans in 2011 as a defensive assistant.
That season, he was part of the third-largest defensive turnaround
since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger as the Texans finished the year
ranked second in the league in total defense, giving up 285.7 yards
per game, after allowing 376.9 yards per game and ranking 30th in
2010.

King secured his first NFL job with Dallas in 2010 as the defensive
quality control coach and assistant linebackers coach. He spent
one season with the Cowboys where he worked directly under
Reggie Herring and Wade Phillips before joining the Texans.

In 2005, King landed his first full-time job as a defensive line
coach at West Texas A&M, where he was part of a team that
captured the Lone Star Conference championship and earned the
school’s first-ever NCAA Division Il playoff appearance. King
coached for two seasons at Baylor from 2006-07, where he worked
with the defensive line as a graduate assistant before returning to
West Texas A&M in 2008 as the defensive line coach for two
seasons. In 2009, the Buffaloes reached their first bowl game since
1967.

A native of Louisville, Ky., King was a three-year letter-winner
and a two-year starter on the defensive line at the University of
Texas-El Paso from 1998-2000. It’s also where he made his start in
coaching, serving as a student assistant working with the defensive
line from 2002-03.

King and his wife, Elizabeth, have two children, son Jackson
Robert and daughter Chloe Elizabeth.

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Robert Kugler enters his first season as the assistant offensive
line / offensive assistant for the Houston Texans in 2021. He joins
the Texans after spending the past season as an offensive quality
control coach at Appalachian State. Kugler also served as a
graduate assistant at the University of Washington (2018-19) and
the University of Texas at El Paso (2017).

As an offensive quality control coach with Appalachian State,
Kugler helped a dynamic rushing offense that finished sixth in
rushing yards per game (265.6) and yards per attempt (5.9) in the
FBS. The Mountaineers had four different players rush for at least
500 yards, including RB Camerun Peoples who totaled 1,124
rushing yards and 12 touchdowns.

As a graduate assistant with Washington in 2018, Kugler and the
Huskies finished the season 10-4 and appeared in the Rose Bowl
for the first time since 2000. He held the same position at UTEP in
2017 where he coached under his father, Sean.

Kugler played at Purdue from 2012-15 where he was a mainstay

on the offensive line during his career with 43 consecutive starts at
center and was twice voted a captain by his teammates. He was
named to the 2015 Rimington Trophy watch list, which is an award
given to the best center in college football. Kugler garnered All-Big
Ten honorable mention recognition and was invited to play in the
2015 East/West Shrine Game. He signed a free agent deal with the
Buffalo Bills in 2016 and spent the offseason with the team.

Kugler not only excelled on the field but also was a three-year
Academic All-Big Ten recipient, three-time CoSIDA Academic All-
District 5 honoree, a three-time Big Ten Distinguished Scholar-
Athlete and a second team CoSIDA Academic All-America with a
cumulative GPA of 3.85. Kugler was also named to the Dean’s List
all eight semesters as an undergraduate student.

Kugler graduated from Purdue in 2015 as a double major in
history and political science.

Kugler was born in Tampa, Fla. and he and his wife, Emily, reside
in Houston.

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Ben McDaniels enters his first season as the assistant wide
receivers / offensive assistant for the Houston Texans in 2021. He
joins the Texans after spending the past three seasons (2018-20) at
the University of Michigan as the quarterbacks coach (2019-20)
and an offensive analyst (2018). McDaniels owns 17 years of
coaching, including six years in the NFL, seven years in college and
four at the high school level.

As the quarterbacks coach at Michigan in 2020, McDaniels
worked with first-year starters Joe Milton and Cade McNamara.
The Wolverines only played six games, but averaged 250.3 passing
yards per game and the two quarterbacks only combined to throw
four interceptions on the season, which was the lowest in the Big
Ten conference. Milton went on to achieve career highs in passing
yards (344) and touchdowns (three) at Indiana (11/2).

Under McDaniels, Shea Patterson threw for the second-highest
single-season passing total in Michigan history (3,061 yards) in
2019. Patterson finished as the school’s all-time leader in passing
yards per game (217.7), second in lowest interception percentage
(2.12), tied for second in 200-yard passing games (nine), and fifth
in efficiency rating (143.1). He threw 22 touchdowns in 2019 and
set the single-game record with five at Indiana (11/23).

Michigan’s passing attack helped the Wolverines average 35.7
points over the final six games of 2019. Patterson’s 1,055 passing
yards over a three-game stretch marked the most by any
quarterback in program history and his 384 yards against Michigan
State (11/16) was the third-highest single-game total in Michigan
history.

McDaniels came to Ann Arbor after two years as an offensive
assistant under coach John Fox with the NFL’s Chicago Bears.
There, he worked with the wide receivers in 2016 and helped
mentor the tight ends in 2017. In 2016, WR Cameron Meredith set
career highs in receiving yards (888), receptions (66) and receiving
touchdowns (four) in just his second NFL season.

Prior to his time in Chicago, McDaniels coached at Rutgers
University for two seasons as offensive coordinator / quarterbacks
coach (2015) and wide receivers coach (2014). McDaniels helped
Leonte Caroo finish as Rutgers’ career leader in receiving

touchdowns (29), second in 100-yard receiving games (12) and
third in receiving yards (2,373). He also set the program record
with 10 touchdown catches in both 2014 and 2015.

McDaniels spent the 2012-13 seasons with the Tampa Bay
Buccaneers as an offensive assistant and worked with Pro Bowlers
Vincent Jackson and Doug Martin in 2012. Jackson and Martin
helped set franchise records in passing yards (3,983), total yards
(5,820), and points scored (389). The following season QB Mike
Glennon set rookie franchise records for passing yards (2,608) and
touchdowns (19).

McDaniels was with the Denver Broncos as an offensive assistant
(2009) and quarterbacks coach (2010) the prior two seasons where
he helped direct the NFL's seventh-best passing offense (252.4
yards per game) in 2010. During that season, QBs Kyle Orton and
Tim Tebow combined for 4,307 passing yards and 25 touchdowns,
with six rushing scores added from Tebow.

McDaniels rose in the high school ranks, beginning his career in
2003 as the wide receivers coach at Warren G. Harding High
School. McDaniels worked with his father, -Thom McDaniels, who
was the 1997 USA Today National Coach of the Year and is a
member of the Ohio High School Football Coaches Hall of Fame.

He was a two-year graduate assistant at the University of
Minnesota (2004-05) under Glen Mason, coaching wide receivers
(2004) and defensive backs (2005), while earning his master’s
degree in sport management.

Returning to Ohio, McDaniels coached quarterbacks at his alma
mater, Canton McKinley, for two seasons (2006-07) and worked at
Jackson High School during the fall 2008 before landing his first
NFL position.

A native of Canton, Ohio, McDaniels led Canton McKinley to a
37-3 record and two state championships in his three years as a
starting quarterback. He went on to play quarterback at Kent State
from 1999-2001, earning his bachelor’s degree in sport
management.

McDaniels and his wife, Kyle, reside in Missouri City, Texas with
their daughters, Kinley and Meadow, and son, Brooks.

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DeNarius McGhee enters his second season as an offensive
assistant with the Houston Texans in 2021. McGhee owns seven
years of coaching experience, including six at the collegiate level
following a decorated playing career at Montana State.

McGhee helped coach one of the most explosive units in the
league as it led the NFL in yards per play (6.38), yards per reception
(12.6) and 20-plus yard receptions (70). The unit also notched the
fourth-most net passing yards per game (283.6) and finished tied
for eighth in the NFL in passing touchdowns (33). The Texans set a
franchise record with 12 different players recording at least one
touchdown reception on the season, which was only one shy of the
NFL record. Houston'’s offense also scored at least 20 points in all
but three games during the season.

McGhee came to Houston after three seasons (2017-19) on staff
at his alma mater, Montana State. He coached quarterbacks in
2017 and running backs for his final two seasons, capped off by an

11-win campaign in 2019 that marked the Bobcats’ first season
with double-digit wins since McGhee quarterbacked the 2012
team.

McGhee spent two seasons (2015-16) as a graduate assistant at
North Carolina State after beginning his coaching career as a
quality control coach at Florida Atlantic in 2014.

A four-year starter at Montana State, McGhee stands as the
school’s all-time winningest quarterback, holds program records in
career passing yards (11,203) and touchdowns (79) and remains
the only player in program history to win Big Sky MVP twice (2010
and 2012). He led the Bobcats to conference championships in
2010, 2011 and 2012 and garnered all-American recognition as a
freshman (2010) and junior (2012).

McGhee graduated from Montana State with a bachelor’s
degree in business management and marketing. A native of Euless,
Texas, he and wife, Alethia, now reside in Houston.

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Robert Prince enters his first season as the wide receivers coach
for the Houston Texans in 2021. He joins the Texans after spending
the past seven seasons (2014-20) with the Detroit Lions as the
team’s wide receivers coach. Prince owns 31 years of coaching,
including 13 years in the NFL and has coached players to 10
different Pro Bowl selections.

Prince joined the Lions in 2014 as the team’s wide receivers
coach after coaching at the college level for the previous four
seasons. Since arriving to Detroit, Prince helped the Lions produce
at least one 1000-yard receiver in each of his first six seasons in
Detroit, including two seasons (2014, 2017) with more than one
receiver accomplishing the feat. In his seven seasons with the
team, Lions wide receivers ranked fourth in the NFL in receiving
yards (19,749) and seventh in both receptions (1,484) and
receiving touchdowns (123).

In 2020, Prince helped WR Marvin Jones Jr. post a career-high 76
receptions. His 978 receiving yards were the second-most in the
NFL among all players aged 30-or-older and his nine receiving
touchdowns were the third-most among the age group. Jones. Jr.
became the only player in the NFL to produce at least nine
touchdown receptions in each of the past two seasons (2019-20).
In Week 16 vs. Tampa Bay (12/26), Prince was named acting head
coach for the Lions after several staff members, including Interim
Head Coach Darrell Bevell, were unable to coach in the game due
to COVID-19 protocols.

The 2019 season resulted in WR Kenny Golladay recording his
second 1,000-yard receiving season (1,190), becoming the first
player in franchise history to record two 1,000-yard receiving
seasons in their first three years. Golladay’s 11 receiving
touchdowns also led the league. Detroit finished the season as the
only team to have three different wide receivers with at least 60
receptions and 675 receiving yards in 2019 with Golladay, Jones Jr.
and Danny Amendola each accumulating these totals.

The season prior, Prince was instrumental in helping Golladay
record his first 1000-yard receiving campaign in just his second
season, finishing with 1,063 yards on 70 catches. His 1,063
receiving yards were the fourth-most by a Lions player within their
first two seasons. Golladay also posted three 100-yard receiving
games in 2018, including a career-high 146-yard performance on
seven receptions at Buffalo in Week 15.

WRs Marvin Jones Jr. (1,101) and Golden Tate (1,003) both
finished with 1,000 receiving yards in 2017, marking the seventh
time in team history, and first since 2014, that two receivers both
reached 1,000 yards in a season. Detroit was the only team in the
NFL to feature two wide receivers with 1,000 receiving yards. Tate
became the first player in team history and the seventh player in
NFL history to record at least 90 receptions in four consecutive
seasons (2014-17).

Jones Jr. finished the 2017 season tied for fourth in the NFL in

receiving touchdowns with nine and notched a career-high 1,101
receiving yards. He also added 15 receptions of at least 25 yards
(tied for 3rd in the NFL) and 20 receptions of at least 20 yards (tied
for fifth in the NFL). In his rookie season, Golladay also displayed
an ability to stretch the field for the Lions offense in 2017. His five
receptions of 30-or-more yards ranked third among all rookie
players and second among Lions rookies since 2000.

In Jones Jr.’s first season with the Lions in 2016, he hauled in 55
receptions for a new single-season career-high 930 yards. Prince
also worked with Tate who joined WR Herman Moore as the only
Lions receivers to notch at least 90 receptions in three different
seasons. Additionally, Lions receivers were integral in the team’s
NFL-record eight comeback victories in 2016 that propelled them
to an NFC Wild Card berth.

Prince worked with WR Calvin Johnson and Tate in 2015, as both
players caught at least 80 passes on the season. Johnson totaled
88 receptions for 1,214 receiving yards (13.8 avg.) and nine
touchdowns en route to his sixth-consecutive Pro Bowl selection.
Johnson recorded his sixth-straight 1,000-yard season, which was
also a Lions franchise record.

In 2014, both Johnson (1,077) and Tate (1,331) surpassed 1,000
receiving yards as they became the first pair of Lions receivers to
both reach 1,000 receiving yards in the same season since 2006
(Roy Williams and Mike Furrey). It marked only the sixth time in
Lions history that two Lions receivers have each reached 1,000
receiving yards in the same season. Tate and Johnson both earned
Pro Bowl! honors under Prince’s guidance. Tate’s Pro Bowl season
saw him total single-season career highs in receptions (99),
receiving yards (1,331) and first down receptions (61). Johnson
earned a spot in his fifth-consecutive Pro Bowl, despite missing
three games due to injury, after finishing the 2014 season with 71
receptions for 1,077 yards (15.2 avg.)

Prince was a key cog in crafting one of college football’s most
potent offensive attacks in recent years while guiding the Boise
State receiving corps. In his first year as offensive coordinator in
2012, Prince led the offense to an 11-2 record despite losing seven
starters, as five players were named All-Mountain West for the
first time in their careers. In 2011, after returning to the university
from spending the previous six seasons coaching in the NFL, Prince
coached the wide receivers for an offense that ranked in the
top-10 in multiple national categories, including pass efficiency
(4th, 171.57), scoring (5th, 44.23 points per game) and total
offense (9th, 481.31 yards per game).

Prince’s previous NFL coaching opportunity came in 2009 when
he coached the Seattle Seahawks wide receivers after working as
the assistant wide receivers coach with the Jacksonville Jaguars
from 2007-08. During the 2007 season, Prince guided Jaguars WR
Reggie Williams to a single-season franchise record 10
touchdowns. Prior to Jacksonville, Prince got his NFL start as an
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offensive assistant with the Atlanta Falcons, where he served
under running backs coach Ollie Wilson. Working exclusively with
running backs and tight ends his first two seasons, Prince helped

Atlanta lead the league in rushing in both of those years (2004-05).

As the assistant quarterbacks coach for the Falcons in 2006, Prince
worked with QB Michael Vick who passed for 2,474 yards and
added 1,039 rushing yards.

Before beginning his first coaching stint with Boise State from
2001-03, Prince was the wide receivers coach at Portland State in
1998 and was later promoted to offensive
coordinator/quarterbacks coach in 1999 and 2000. His previous
coaching stints include the Japanese X-League (1996-97), Fort

Lewis College (1994-95) and Sacramento State (1992-93). He began
his coaching career as a graduate assistant at both Montana State
in 1991 and Humboldt State, his alma mater, in 1989 and 1990.

Prince’s NFL roots trace back to his time serving in three
different minority training camp internships with the San Francisco
49ers (2000, 2002) and the San Diego Chargers (2001).

A graduate of Humboldt State in 1990, Prince went on to earn
his master’s degree from the university in 1992.

Prince was born in Okinawa, Japan. He and his wife, Susan,
reside in Houston and with their son, Tyson, and daughters,
Hayden and Jasmin.

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Allen Smith enters his first season as the assistant defensive line
/ defensive assistant for the Houston Texans in 2021. He joins the
Texans after spending the past three seasons (2018-20) as the
defensive line coach at Wofford College. Additionally, Smith
coached collegiately at VMI (2017), Duke (2016) and Appalachian
State (2015), while also spending one season at Calhoun County
High School (2014).

In 2019, Wofford’s rushing defense and red zone defense ranked
first in the Southern Conference. The total defense finished 20th in
the nation and also led the conference. Smith worked closely with
freshman Michael Mason who led the team with 10.5 tackles for
loss and 7.0 sacks, earning All-Southern Conference second team
and All-Freshman team honors. The team secured the Southern
Conference Championship for the third straight season and played
in the NCAA FCS Playoffs for the fourth consecutive season.

During the 2018 season, the rushing defense finished first in the
Southern Conference and ninth in the nation, allowing only 104.0
yards per game. Additionally, the total defense ranked first in the
conference and 12th in the nation. Miles Brown led the defensive
line with 46 tackles, 9.5 tackles for loss and 5.0 sacks as he earned
first team All-Southern Conference honors and was named a third
team All-American. Overall, the team went 9-4 on the season, won
the Southern Conference Championship and advanced to the
second round of the NCAA FCS Playoffs.

In 2017 as the defensive line coach at VMI, Smith helped the
Keydets total 20 sacks, which was fifth in the Southern Conference.
Smith spent the 2016 season at Duke University as a football
operations assistant working primarily with the Blue Devils
defense. During the 2015 season he was as a graduate assistant at
Appalachian State, helping the Mountaineers to an 11-2 record
and a Raycom Media Camellia Bowl victory with a 31-28 over Ohio.
Appalachian State was the first team to win a bowl game in its first
season as a full-fledged FBS member.

Smith arrived at Appalachian State after serving as an assistant
coach in 2014 at Calhoun County High School in St. Matthews, S.C.
In his lone campaign at Calhoun County, he served as special teams
coordinator and coached the Saints’ outside linebackers, halfbacks
and tight ends, helping the program to a 7-3 record.

Smith was a four-year letterwinner as a defensive end at
Wofford from 2009-12 after redshirting as a freshman. He helped
the Terriers to a share of Southern Conference championships in
2010 and 2012, along with three NCAA Division | FCS playoff
appearances.

A native of Columbia, S.C., Smith graduated from Wofford in
2012 with a degree in business economics. His wife, Joy is currently
an assistant coach for the Clemson University women'’s basketball
team and they have a daughter, Harleigh.

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Miles Smith enters his first season as the linebackers coach for
the Houston Texans in 2021. He joins the Texans after spending
the past three seasons at the University of lllinois as the
linebackers coach (2019-20) and defensive backs coach (2018)
under his father, Lovie Smith. Smith began his coaching career as a
defensive quality control coach for the Tampa Bay Buccaneers in
2014-15.

Smith worked closely with LB Jake Hansen in 2020 who earned
All-Big Ten second team honors from the media and third team
honors from the coaches when he logged 68 tackles, 10 tackles for
loss, 2.5 sacks, two forced fumbles and two interceptions. Hansen
was one of four different Illini linebackers to log at least 1.0 sack
on the season.

In 2019, Smith helped Illinois to the 2019 Redbox Bowl, the
program’s first bowl in five years, as the team’s linebackers coach.
lllinois clinched bowl eligibility with a 37-34 win at Michigan State
in the biggest comeback in program history after lllinois trailed
28-3 in the second quarter and 31-10 entering the fourth quarter.

The Fighting lllini also had one of the biggest upsets in Big Ten
history with a 24-23 victory over No. 6 Wisconsin on Oct. 19, 2019.
The Wisconsin victory sprung lllinois to four straight Big Ten wins,
the first four-game Big Ten winning streak for the Fighting lllini

since the 2001 Big Ten Championship team finished the regular
season with seven straight conference victories.

Additionally, Smith led the linebackers room to be one of the
most productive in the Big Ten. Hansen led the nation in forced
fumbles with seven and was named a Butkus Award semifinalist.
Dele Harding notched a career-best season when he led the Big
Ten in tackles (153), finishing second in the nation and notched the
sixth-most in a season in Illini history.

As the defensive backs coach in 2018, Smith worked closely with
true freshman DB Jartavius Murray who notched 42 tackles, 1.5
tackles for loss and three interceptions. The lllini’s 15 interceptions
were tied for 18th in FBS in third and the Big Ten on the season.

Smith spent two years as a defensive quality control coach for
the Tampa Bay Buccaneers in 2014 and 2015. Both Gerald McCoy
(2014-15) and Lavonte David (2015) earned Pro Bowl appearances
during his time with the Buccaneers as part of a defense that
improved into a top-10 unit in 2015.

Smith graduated from Lake Forest (lll.) College in 2013 with a
bachelor’s degree in history.

Smith was born in Mesa, Ariz. and he and his wife, Kara, reside in
Manvel, Texas. His father, Lovie, is the associate head coach /
defensive coordinator for the Texans.

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Dino Vasso enters his first season as the cornerbacks coach for
the Houston Texans in 2021. He joins the Texans after spending
the past five seasons (2016-20) with the Philadelphia Eagles as the
assistant coordinator / defense (2020) and assistant secondary
coach (2016-19). Vasso owns eight years of NFL experience and 10
overall in coaching after spending two seasons in the collegiate
ranks. He has coached players to six Pro Bowl selections and two
AP First-Team All-Pro selections during his time in the NFL. Vasso
was also a member of the Eagles’ coaching staff in 2017 that won
Super Bowl LII.

From 2016-20, Vasso coached an Eagles defense that ranked
third in rushing yards per game (99.1) and third down defense
(35.9 percent), sixth in redzone defense (52.7 percent) and ninth in
points per game (21.8 avg.). Vasso was promoted to assistant
coordinator / defense for the 2020 season and helped a unit that
finished third in the NFL in sacks (49) and seventh in third-down
defense (37.9 percent). Additionally, DT Fletcher Cox and DE
Brandon Graham earned Pro Bowl honors under his guidance.

As the Eagles assistant secondary coach from 2016-19, Vasso
worked closely with S Malcolm Jenkins who started all 64 games
and made two Pro Bowls (2017-18) during that time span. In 2019,
the Eagles secondary boasted three players (CB Avonte Maddox,
CB Ronald Darby and CB Rasul Douglas) that totaled at least 10
passes defensed on the team’s way to winning the NFC East
Division title. The unit excelled on third down under Vasso as they
finished fourth in the NFL in third down defense (34.1 percent) and
only allowed 31.5 percent of conversions on passing plays, which
was fourth in the league.

In 2018, Philadelphia ranked first in the NFL in redzone defense
(44.6 percent) during the regular season. The Eagles also ranked
sixth in third-down defense (35.3 percent) and seventh in
opponent rushing yards per game (96.9). The defense was led by
Jenkins who earned his third-career Pro Bowl selection after
leading the team with three forced fumbles. Darby also totaled 12
passes defensed in only nine games, which was the best mark by
an Eagles player.

Vasso played an integral role in the Eagles’ Super Bowl LII
championship in 2017 as he coached a disruptive secondary unit.
Philadelphia’s 13 regular season wins tied a franchise record
(2004) and the team went 9-1 at home on the year. The Eagles
defense finished fourth in the NFL in takeaways (31) with 19 of
those from interceptions, which was tied for fourth in the league.
All 19 interceptions came from defensive backs, with seven
different players notching an interception. Vasso worked with a
defensive back group that led the NFL in passes defensed in both
the regular season (70) and postseason (15).

As the leader of the secondary, Jenkins made his first Pro Bowl
as an Eagle in 2017 and helped a defense allow the fourth-fewest
yards per game in the NFL (306.5). Vasso coached CB Patrick

Robinson who led the team with 18 passes defensed and four
interceptions. Robinson also returned an interception 50 yards for
a touchdown in the Eagles’ 38-7 NFC Championship victory over
the Vikings. Under Vasso’s tutelage, second-year CB Jalen Mills
logged single-season career highs in passes defensed (14),
interceptions (three) and interceptions returned for touchdowns
(one).

In Vasso’s first season with the Eagles in 2016, the secondary
featured three different players with at least 10 passes defensed
and four with at least one interception. Jenkins logged three
interceptions and returned two of them for touchdowns,
becoming the fifth Eagles player in franchise history to return two
interceptions for touchdowns in a season.

Prior to joining the Eagles, Vasso spent three seasons (2013-15)
with the Kansas City Chiefs as a coaching assistant, working
primarily with the secondary. Vasso helped rookie CB Marcus
Peters set numerous franchise records, including most
interceptions by a rookie (eight) and most passes defensed (26).
Peters’ 26 passes defensed are still the most by a rookie in NFL
history. Additionally, his two interception returns for touchdowns
tied a Chiefs rookie record and his 280 interception return yards
were the most in franchise history and the ninth-most in NFL
history.

In 2014, the defensive backs helped the Chiefs defense rank
second in the NFL in passing defense (203.3) and points per game
(17.6). The group also completed the season without allowing a
300-yard passer, becoming the only team in the league to do so.

The 2013 season resulted in a Chiefs defense that forced the
second-most takeaways (36) in the NFL. Vasso worked with a
secondary unit that helped the defense tie for the third-most
interceptions (21) in the NFL and finished tied for fifth in points
allowed per game (19.1). S Eric Berry made his third trip to the Pro
Bowl and earned First-Team All-Pro honors for the first time in his
career under Vasso’s assistance.

Vasso originally joined the Chiefs after spending one season
(2012) at the University of Missouri as the Tigers defensive
graduate assistant. At Missouri, Vasso assisted with the recruiting
and compilation of information for the defensive prospects for the
Tigers. Prior to joining Mizzou, he served as an offensive intern at
Temple (2011).

Vasso was a four-year letterman and starter at defensive back at
the University of New Hampshire (2006-10), after redshirting his
freshman season. He started 51 consecutive games for the
Wildcats from 2007-10. As a senior, Vasso earned first-team AFCA
All-American honors when he totaled six interceptions. In his
collegiate career, he recorded 287 tackles, 18 career interceptions,
three interception returns for touchdowns, 41 passes defensed
and six tackles for loss.

Prior to his collegiate career, Vasso lettered in football,
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basketball and track at Ridley High School in Folsom, Penn.

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Robert C. McNair (Jan. 1, 1937 — Nov. 23,
2018), a leading businessman, sportsman
and philanthropist in Houston, Texas for
more than 50 years, was the founder, senior
chairman and chief executive officer of the
Houston Texans National Football League
team.

McNair was perhaps best known in the
business community as the founder of Cogen Technologies, which
became the largest privately owned cogeneration company in the
world with an aggregate capacity of 1,400 megawatts. In 1999, he
sold the company while retaining ownership of power plants in New
York and West Virginia, until 2017 and 2018 respectively.

McNair served as senior chairman of McNair Interests,
headquartered in Houston, Texas where he oversaw an investment
portfolio. McNair owned Palmetto Partners, Ltd. and RCM Financial
Services, L.P., private investment entities that managed the McNairs’
private and public equity investments. He was inducted into the
Texas Business Hall of Fame and the Houston Hall of Fame in 1997
and 2010, respectively. In 2018, the South Carolina Business Hall of
Fame honored McNair as a 2019 Laureate for his work as a champion
of free enterprise and a role model in business to youth.

Committed to bringing an NFL team to Houston, McNair formed
Houston NFL Holdings in 1998. On October 5, 1999, the NFL awarded
him the 32nd NFL franchise, returning professional football to the
City of Houston in 2002. McNair’s influence and leadership also
brought two Super Bowls to Houston’s NRG Stadium: Super Bowl
XXXVIIl'in 2004 and Super Bowl LI in 2017.

McNairwas bornin Tampa, Fla. He and his wife, Janice Suber McNair,
were residents of Houston since 1960. McNair graduated from the
University of South Carolina in Columbia, S.C. in 1958 with a Bachelor
of Science degree. In 1999, Mr. McNair received an Honorary Doctor
of Humane Letters degree from the University of South Carolina. In
2010, he received an Honorary Doctor of Humanities in Medicine
from Baylor College of Medicine. Janice McNair graduated from
Columbia College in Columbia, S.C. in 1959. In 2015, she received an
Honorary Doctor of Humanities from Columbia College.

McNair is survived by his wife, Janice, sons Robert Cary McNair Jr.
and wife Kate, Daniel Calhoun “Cal” McNair and wife Hannah, and
daughters Ruth Smith and Melissa McNair, 11 granddaughters, five
grandsons and two great grandsons. He was preceded in death by
his parents, Ruth Adair McNair and Ruse Foster McNair, and two
brothers Ruse Foster McNair Jr. and John McNair.

McNair chaired The Robert and Janice McNair Foundation, the
Houston Texans Foundation headquartered in Houston, Texas,
and The Robert and Janice McNair Educational Foundation where
he grew up in Forest City, N.C. For over 25 years, the McNairs and
their foundations gave generously to a wide array of charitable,
scientific, literary, educational and religious organizations including
Baylor College of Medicine’s MD/PhD Program, and scholarship
initiatives at the University of South Carolina, Rice University,
Columbia College, Newberry College, Austin College, Virginia Tech
and Houston Community College.

The McNairs’ passion for education included the Houston
Independent School District’s Fine Arts Program, Project GRAD
Houston, Teach For America, the Neuhaus Education Center and
the Houston-area charter schools initiative. At the James A. Baker
Il Institute for Public Policy at Rice University, they endowed the
Robert and Janice McNair Public Policy Chair; a position held by
the Institute’s founding director, Ambassador Edward P. Djerejian.
The McNairs’ love of community is evident throughout the City of
Houston and includes the Houston Zoo’s McNair Asian Elephant
Habitat, the jogging trail at Discovery Green, the San Jacinto Girl
Scouts Equestrian Center, the McNair Cub Scout Adventure World,
the United Way Computer Training Center, and the McNair Hall
and McNair Plaza at Houston Baptist University. They sponsored
community outreach programs for the Houston Symphony, Houston
Grand Opera, Houston Museum of Fine Arts and Young Audiences
of Houston. In addition, McNair was a founding member of the
Cotswold Project, a revitalization project in downtown Houston.

In 2007, the McNairs turned their primary philanthropic focus to
medical research. They established the McNair Medical Institute
and provided a transformational gift to Baylor College of Medicine
in Houston. The McNair Scholars Program soon followed to recruit
and deploy world-class physicians and research scientists in the
fields of Type 1 diabetes, cancer and neurosciences. In addition
to Baylor College of Medicine, McNair Scholars are located across
Houston’s acclaimed Texas Medical Center including MD Anderson,
The Menninger Clinic, Texas Children’s Hospital and the Texas Heart
Institute.

In 2013 and 2014, the McNairs provided major gifts to Houston’s
AD Players Theater, Houston’s United Way 2-1-1 Capital Campaign,
the Star of Hope Family Place, Houston Parks Bayou Greenways
2020 and the Houston Zoo’s Phase Il African Forest campaign.
Honoring the fruits of American entrepreneurism, in 2015 the
McNairs began establishing McNair Centers for Entrepreneurism
and Free Enterprise at the James A. Baker Il Institute for Public
Policy at Rice University, the University of St. Thomas Houston, the
University of South Carolina, Columbia College in Columbia, South
Carolina and Northwood University in Midland, Michigan. In 2016,
they added a McNair Center at Houston Baptist University. When
Hurricane Harvey hit their hometown and surrounding area in 2017,
the McNairs stepped forward immediately and gave $3 million to
the United Way of Greater Houston for relief efforts.
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Janice and Bob McNair’s philanthropic leadership, humanitarian
efforts and impact in the community were recognized far and wide
with numerous awards and honors. In 2003, the Association of
Fundraising Professionals honored their namesake foundation, The
Robert and Janice McNair Foundation, with their 2003 Outstanding
Philanthropic Foundation Award. In November 2004, the Houston
Independent School District followed with their Hall of Fame Award,
and in 2008, Young Audiences of Houston bestowed their Houston
Community Arts Partner Leadership Award. In 2012, the Neuhaus
Education Center applauded the Foundation for 15 years of loyal
support, and in May it was recognized at the Mayor’s Literacy
Leadership Breakfast. In 2013, during their “Hats in the Park”
luncheon, the Hermann Park Conservancy honored the Foundation
for supporting Centennial Gardens.

Bob McNair was the recipient of numerous awards including the
Anti-Defamation League’s Torch of Liberty Award, Northwood
University’s Outstanding Business Leader Award, the Association for
Private Enterprise Education’s Herman W. Lay Memorial Award, the
Houston Chapter of the National Football Foundation’s Distinguished
American Award, the Houston Rotary Club’s Distinguished Citizen
Award, the South Main Center Association’s City Builder Award,
the Houston Advertising Federation’s Annual Trailblazer Award (for
significantly enhancing the overall image of Houston both locally
and globally), the Sam Houston Area Council of the Boy Scouts of
America Distinguished Citizen Award, the Texas Heart Institute’s
Denton A. Cooley Leadership Award, the Freedoms Foundation at
Valley Forge National Award for Outstanding Patriotism, Responsible
Citizenship and Community Involvement and the Fellowship of
Christian Athletes President and Mrs. George H. W. Bush Community
Impact Award.

In June 2005, Rice University’s board of trustees named
their 167,000-square-foot Jesse H. Jones Graduate School of
Management, “Janice and Robert McNair Hall.” In October 2007,
Baylor College of Medicine presented their first Pink Ribbon Hero
Award for Ambassadorship to the McNairs for their support of past
Pink Ribbon Houses and for their commitment to fight cancer. In April
2009, the KIPP Academy honored the McNairs for their devotion in
supporting the education of inner city and underprivileged youth. In
May 2009, Bob McNair was named “Entrepreneur of the Decade”
by the Houston Technology Center. In November, he was awarded
the James A. Baker Il Prize for Excellence in Leadership, an honor
that recognizes nationally and internationally renowned leaders for
excellence in public service and civic life. That December, McNair

received the inaugural Rotary Lombardi Humanitarian Award,
followed by the Houston Independent School District presenting
him with their Encore for Excellence Award. In April 2010, the
DePelchin Children’s Center presented Janice and Bob McNair with
their Kezia DePelchin Award in honor of their long-standing support
of the DePelchin Children’s Center.

Bob McNair was inducted into the South Carolina Athletic Hall of
Fame in May 2010. In November, the Association of Fundraising
Professionals presented Janice and Bob McNair with their Maurice
Hirsch Award for Philanthropy, the highest recognition given to an
individual or family for exceptional generosity and outstanding civic
and charitable responsibility. In 2012, Rice University again honored
the McNairs during the 10th anniversary of McNair Hall, and in
2013, they were the recipients of the Texas Association of Partners
in Education Award for the Texas Outstanding Sports Partnership.

In 2014, the McNairs received UNICEF’s inaugural Margaret Alkek
Williams Humanitarian Award and Houston Baptist University’s
Spirit of Excellence Award. They were honored by the Houston Zoo,
the Souper Bowl of Caring, and in 2011, Bob McNair was honored
by the Junior Achievement of Southeast Texas as a Class of 2011
Laureate, and the JA Hall of Achievement. In September 2011,
Texas Children’s Cancer Center honored the McNairs as their 2011
Community Champions. In April 2012, the Escape Family Resource
Center honored them as headliners for their annual Celebrity Serve benefit.

Bob McNair was selected as one of Texas Medical Center’s 2013
Men of Distinction, and Janice and Bob McNair were Honorary Co-
Chairs for Impact a Hero’s 2013 Gala. They chaired the American
Cancer Society’s Hope Lodge Houston campaign, and were honored
as Community Partner Honorees, along with the Houston Texans, at
the Houston Symphony’s Centennial Opening Night in September
2013. In November 2013, the McNairs were selected by the
DePelchin Children’s Center to serve as Honorary Event Chairs
at their Children’s Center Gala. In February 2014, Janice and Bob
McNair received the Houston Community College’s Crystal Eagle
Award. In November 2015, MD Anderson and NBC’s Tom Brokaw
honored Bob McNair as MD Anderson’s “Living Legend”.

In March of 2016, Janice and Bob McNair were selected as
Honorary Chairs of the Texas Children’s Hospital Promise Campaign.
In February 2017, the Lombardi Honors and Awards program
awarded Janice and Bob McNair with their 2016 Lombardi Fellows
and Humanitarians of the Year awards. In May, the Newberry
College John Bachman Society presented the McNairs with their
“Distinguished Members for 2017” Award. In September 2017,
Rutherford County N.C., where Bob McNair grew up, inducted him
into their inaugural Sports Hall of Fame class, and in 2018, McNair
become the sixth recipient of the Texas Sports Hall of Fame’s Lamar
Hunt Lifetime Achievement Award. In 2018, the McNairs were
awarded Houston Baptist University’s Founders Medal, which had
only been awarded one other time. McNair was also recognized
posthumously with the 2020 Lifetime Achievement Award by the
Houston Sports Awards.

Bob McNair was a member of the Board of Trustees for numerous
institutions including Rice University, Baylor College of Medicine,
the Texas Heart Institute, Houston Grand Opera, the Museum of
Fine Arts Houston, the Greater Houston Partnership, the Greater
Houston Convention and Visitors Bureau, the Free Enterprise
Institute, the Sigma Chi Foundation, the Federal Reserve Banks of
Dallas and Houston, and the Young Presidents’ and World Presidents’
Organizations.
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Under McNair’s leadership, the Texans became one of three teams
in the NFL (Chiefs and Patriots) to win their division in three of
the last four years of his tenure (2015-16 and 2018) and won their
division in five of his last eight seasons (2011-12, 2015-16 and 2018).

McNair hired Bill O’Brien as the third head coach of the franchise in
January 2014. In 2018, Houston earned its fourth winning season in
five years and won three division titles in a five-year span.

In 2016, the Texans enjoyed the distinction of their third straight
winning season for the first time in franchise history and won their
second consecutive AFC South Division championship for the second
time under McNair. Houston advanced to the AFC Divisional Round
for the first time since 2012 and finished the year with the NFLs top-
ranked defense for the first time in franchise history. The team also
posted a 7-1 record at home during the regular season, which set a
single-season franchise record and tied for the best home record in
the NFLin 2016.

McNair’s Texans won their first AFC South title in 2011 and gave
Houston its first NFL playoff game in nearly 18 years with a 31-10
win against Cincinnati in the Wild Card round on January 7, 2012.
Houston then claimed its second-consecutive AFC South title in
2012 and finished the regular season 12-4, matching the most
regular season wins in the City of Houston’s NFL history.

McNair was actively involved in NFL affairs including serving as
chairman of the Finance Committee. He was also a member of the
Audit, Compensation and Chairman’s Committees.

Stonerside Stable, a major Thoroughbred horse farm in Kentucky,
was also among McNair’s successes. A 1,947-acre Thoroughbred
horse farm and racing stable, Stonerside was home to more than
275 racehorses, broodmares, yearlings and weanlings. From its
inception in 1994, Stonerside won 72 Graded Stakes races including
Grade | wins in the Belmont, Breeders’ Cup Mile, the Travers, the
Haskell, the Hollywood Gold Cup, the Cigar Mile, the Carter, the
Swaps, the Wood Memorial, the Matriarch and the Oak Leaf Stakes.
Stonerside has also finished second and third in the Kentucky Derby
and was the co-breeder of Fusaichi Pegasus, winner of the Derby
in 2000. Stonerside has bred the winners of more than $50 million,
including the 2008 Breeders’ Cup Classic winner Raven’s Pass and
2008 Champion American Juvenile colt Midshipman, the winner of
the Breeders’ Cup Juvenile. Stonerside was named Breeder of the
Year in 2007 and 2008 by Kentucky horsemen.

McNairserved onthe boards of the Breeders’ Cupand Thoroughbred
Owners and Breeders Association and was awarded the Allan Bogan
Memorial Award for outstanding services to the Texas Thoroughbred
Association. He was a member of the prestigious Jockey Club, which
governs the sport of Thoroughbred racing. In October 2008, McNair
sold Stonerside Farm and Racing Stable. The Texas Horse Racing Hall
of Fame inducted Janice and Bob as members in 2019.

As founder and chairman emeritus of the Texas Bowl, McNair
revived Houston’s collegiate bowl game on December 28, 2006.
The game now features teams from the Big 12 and SEC conferences
and boasts an average attendance of more than 70,000 fans a year,
ranking fiftth among all Bowls trailing only the Rose, Peach, Fiesta and
Orange Bowls since 2016. In 2006, McNair selected the DePelchin
Children’s Center as the bowl game’s charitable beneficiary.
DePelchin has since received more than $2 million in direct financial
support and millions more in promotional support from the Texas
Bowl partnership.
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On Nov. 26, 2018, the Texans and their fans honored Robert C.
McNair’s legacy before their game against the Tennessee Titans
on ESPN’s Monday Night Football. McNair passed away on Friday,
November 23, 2018 at the age of 81. The Texans paid tribute to their
founder in a pregame ceremony, which included a video tribute to
him while the Texas A&M Singing Cadets sang “Amazing Grace.”
While the video was played, one side of the video board displayed
the words: “Faith, Family, Philanthropy, Football.” Houston also
saluted McNair by wearing helmet decals in the shape of a football
with white block letters bearing his initials of “RCM.” The intials
were also painted on both 25-yard lines.

Messages of appreciation and respect continued to pour in
following McNair’s death and Texans players felt a 34-17 victory
over Tennessee was the perfect way to honor him.

“The one thing Mr. McNair wanted was a winner,” Texans DE J.J.
Watt said. “All he wanted was a winner. He wanted to win every
week. He wanted a team that could win and bring a championship
to this city. So to be able to win eight straight and to be able to win
tonight for him was good, and we’re going to try to keep doing that
for him.”

A public celebration of life for Robert C. McNair took place at
NRG Stadium on Friday, December 7, 2018. The Reverend Eric
S.C. Manning, who is the Senior Pastor at Mother Emanuel A.M.E.
Church in Charleston, S.C., led the welcome and invocation while
the Houston Symphony and Houston Grand Opera performed the
music.

Tributes were given by Former U.S. Secretary of State James
A. Baker Ill, NFL Commissioner Roger Goodell, President of the
University of South Carolina Dr. Harris Pastides and Pastor Emeritus
of Memorial Drive Presbyterian Church Dr. Dave Peterson. The large
guest list included Governor Greg Abbott, Gayle Benson, Michael
Bidwill, Arthur Blank, Jim Crane, Senator Ted Cruz, Tilman Fertitta,
Clark Hunt, Jim Irsay, Jerry Jones, Marcus Lutrell, Virginia McCaskey,
Art Rooney, Amy Adams Strunk, Mayor Sylvester Turner and more.

The Houston Texans inducted Robert C. McNair into the Texans Ring
of Honor on Sunday, Oct. 6, 2019 at halftime of the game against
the Atlanta Falcons. McNair became the second inductee into the
Houston Texans Ring of Honor, joining retired WR Andre Johnson.
Marc Vandermeer, voice of the Houston Texans, and Johnson hosted
the McNair family at mid-field to present them with a framed red
blazer and unveil Mr. McNair’s name on the northwest 800-level
Ring of Honor ribbon.

Moving forward, the Texans will celebrate McNair’s life and legacy
each year on October 6, the day the team was award to the McNairs,
which is now known as Founder’s Day. As a Founder's Day tradition,
each year the Houston Texans staff will complete a service project in
his memory to honor McNair's philanthropic legacy.

"What a great joy it is for me to see my dad become part of our
Houston Texans Ring of Honor," said Texans Chairman and CEO Cal
McNair in a halftime address to the crowd. "I remember standing
with him in this exact spot in 2000, when this stadium had yet to be
built and this organization had just been formed. He was so proud
that one day this would be a place that 72,000 of his favorite people
— Houstonians...Texans — would gather to cheer on a team they
could once again call their own. He loved this city, this team and the
avenues it provided to better the community. Not a day goes by that
we don’t think about him or wish he was still with us, and we are
humbled and excited to celebrate him today as he is immortalized in
the Ring of Honor. Thank you and go Texans!"
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The Houston Texans honored former wide receiver Andre John-
son on Sunday, Nov. 19, 2017 during their game against the Ari-
zona Cardinals at NRG Stadium. At halftime, the Texans inducted
Johnson as the inaugural member of the Texans' Ring of Honor.

Johnson is the first Texans player inducted into the team’s Ring
of Honor, putting a Houston-sized bookend on his amazing career.
Johnson’s legacy is unmatched and makes him the perfect player to
be the first to capture this amazing organizational honor. Inducting
such a signature star as the first member of the team’s Ring of Honor
was a historic moment for Texans fans to witness. Johnson also
served as the Homefield Advantage Captain and Coin Toss Captain.

Throughout the week leading up to the game, the Texans hosted
several events in honor of Johnson. On Tuesday, the City of Hous-
ton presented the former Texan with a proclamation proclaiming
Sunday, Nov. 19, 2017 as “Andre Johnson Day.” Later that evening,
children from the Houston Texans YMCA hosted a retirement par-
ty for Johnson at Bowlmor Lanes along with current Texans play-
ers, Mascot TORO, Cheerleaders and Ambassador Chester Pitts.
On Thursday, Nov. 16, in partnership with Palais Royal, 80 lucky
winners were selected to meet Johnson at NRG Stadium and re-
ceive an autograph and photo with the former Texans great.

Texans. The former wide receiver showcased an unwavering
dedication to his adopted community of Houston. Johnson was
a well-known community leader and advocate for youth off the
field. The same year he was drafted by the Texans in 2003, he
founded the Andre Johnson Foundation as a way to give back
to the community and showcase the positive lifestyles and
contribution of professional athletes. Over his career in Houston,
Johnson established programs that make a difference in the lives
of youth focusing on children from single-parent homes. Through
his foundation, Johnson has donated more than $400,000 to
support programs and organizations that empower those youth.

The Houston Texans signed WR Andre Johnson to a one-day
contract that allowed him to retire as a member of the organization
after being honored at a press conference on Wednesday, April 19,
2017 at NRG Stadium. The press conference included Chairman
and Chief Executive Officer Cal McNair.

Johnson spent the first 12 seasons of his career with the Texans
after being drafted third overall in the 2003 NFL Draft out of the
University of Miami (Fla.). He is the franchise’s all-time leader
in nearly every receiving category including career receptions
(1,012), receiving yards (13,597), receiving touchdowns (64) and
100-yard games (51). Johnson also holds numerous individual
game records for the Texans, including most receptions (14),
receiving yards (273) and receiving touchdowns (three) in a game.

Johnson played and started 169 games for the Texans from
2003-14 and led the team in receptions and receiving yards in 10
of those seasons. He set the single-season franchise record for
receptions with 115 in 2008 and receiving yards with 1,598 in
2012. Johnson also had a stretch of 133 consecutive games played
with a reception (11/6/05 to 12/21/14) and scored 64 career
touchdowns with the Texans, second most in franchise history.
