A FORTY-FIVE-YEAR LEGACY IN BUSINESS AND PRO
SPORTS

Since Denise’s father, Edward J. DeBartolo Sr., purchased the
49ers in 1977, she has been an integral part of four decades
of 49ers football, including 50 playoff contests and five Super
Bowl victories. Earlier in her career, Denise served as President
of the Pittsburgh Penguins hockey team. Under her leadership,
the Penguins were revitalized and transformed into a cham-
pionship team, winning the organization’s first Stanley Cup in
1991. In doing so, she became just the third women to have her
name engraved on hockey’s famed championship trophy.

A successful entrepreneur, John spent years as Senior Vice
President/Director of Racing Operations for the DeBartolo Cor-
poration, instituting programs designed to enhance the fan
experience and raise the profile of thoroughbred horse racing.
John, a noted pathologist, began his business career in 1982
as Founder of DeYor Laboratories in Youngstown, Ohio. From
three employees, he molded the company into a 500-person
operation with facilities in three states before selling the com-
pany to Corning, Inc., in 1993.

As co-chairs of the 49ers, Denise and John provide the resourc-
es and guidance to uphold the 49ers celebrated history and
oversee the team’s relationship with the Commissioner of the
National Football League and other team owners.

Denise is an active member of the Pro Football Hall of Fame
Committee.

John is Chairman of the NFL's Health & Safety Advisory Com-
mittee.

The 49ers were named the 2017 ESPN Sports Humanitarian
Team of the Year and the 2017 Pop Warner Little Scholars
Team of the Year. The 49ers and the 49ers Foundation were
previously recognized as Beyond Sport's 2015 Sport Team of
the Year for Outstanding Philanthropic Sports Organization
and the 2013 winner of the prestigious Robert Wood Johnson
Foundation Steve Patterson Award for Sports Philanthropy.

For the past 30-plus years, the 49ers Foundation has educated
and empowered Bay Area youth through a host of innovative,
community-based strategies. The 49ers Foundation has dis-
tributed more than $50 million back into the community.

In 2014, the 49ers were among the first professional sports
organizations to develop and deliver STEAM learning concepts
for youth with the launch of the Denise DeBartolo York Educa-
tion Center at Levi's Stadium.

The ongoing commitment to promote education is also dem-
onstrated in the 49ers STEM Leadership Institute (SLI), a col-
laborative education venture in cooperation with Chevron, the
Santa Clara Unified School District and the Silicon Valley Edu-
cation Foundation. The SLI program provides over 300 hours
of rigorous STEM curriculum to cohorts of 60 high-achieving
7th through 12th graders each year from Cabrillo Middle
School and Santa Clara High School.

In 2020, Denise and John's impact on Bay Area youth reached
another milestone. This year’s SLI graduating class is the first
cohort to complete the program from start to finish, with 100
percent of the senior class graduating in May and heading off
to four-year universities.

The SLI program has also garnered several awards including
the California School Board Association's highest honor, the
Golden Bell award for Expanded Learning and Engagement.

Denise served as President of the Pittsburgh Penguins hockey
team and became just the third woman to have her name en-
graved on the Stanley Cup.

John spent years as Senior Vice President/Director of Racing
Operations for the DeBartolo Corporation, instituting pro-
grams designed to enhance the fan experience and raise the
profile of thoroughbred horse racing.

John began his business career in 1982 as Founder of DeYor
Laboratories in Youngstown, OH.

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TAKING A LEADERSHIP ROLE IN THE NFL

Denise and John’s dedication to the sport of football extends to
the top levels of the NFL.

Denise is an active member of the Pro Football Hall of Fame
Committee, where she helps to oversee the League’s ongoing
support of the museum that pays tribute to the triumphs of pro-
fessional football’s greatest stars, including 29 legendary mem-
bers of the San Francisco 49ers.

John is Chairman of the NFL's Health & Safety Advisory Com-
mittee, which was established in 2011. He is also a member of
the League’s Audit, Health & Safety Medical and International
committees, the latter of which he previously served as Chair-
man. Under his leadership, the 49ers became the first team to
play a regular season game outside the borders of the United
States, taking on the Arizona Cardinals in front of 100,000 fans
at Azteca Stadium in Mexico City in 2005. Under his direction,
the League expanded its presence abroad with regular season
games at Wembley Stadium in London, England. San Francisco
has played in London twice, defeating the Denver Broncos in
2010 and the Jacksonville Jaguars in 2013.

CELEBRATING THE TEAM’S LEGENDARY HISTORY

Denise and John have played a pivotal role in fostering tremen-
dous relationships with former players and coaches to help
celebrate more than seven monumental decades of 49ers foot-
ball. Over the past decade, Denise and John have brought back
every Hall of Fame enshrinee from the 49ers to be honored for
their tremendous contributions to Bay Area sports.

Levi’s Stadium opened in 2014 with one of the premiere fea-
tures of the venue being the 49ers Museum, which houses
the Edward J. DeBartolo Sr. 49ers Hall of Fame. The two-level,
20,000 square foot space is dedicated to showcasing the past,
present and future of the 49ers organization and its commit-
ment to education and innovation.

Under the guidance of Denise and John, the team hosts its an-
nual alumni weekend event to give all players who have donned
the red and gold throughout the team’s history a chance to
catch up with old friends. They have also worked with players
like Joe Montana and the late Dwight Clark, and the members of
the 1981 49ers defense to re-enact and commemorate some of
the team’s most famous plays such as “The Catch” and the goal
line stand that propelled the team to its first Super Bowl victory.
As the team said goodbye to Candlestick Park in 2013, the 49ers
commemorated many great memories by honoring the Top 10
moments in the storied history of the venue by welcoming back
the alumni who helped make them all possible.

ENHANCING THE FAN EXPERIENCE

Denise and John are dedicated to embracing the passion of
49ers fans everywhere. They are committed to giving fans an
opportunity to experience the excitement of 49ers football
year-round wherever they live around the world, and have
made it their mission to embrace the Faithful as family.

Levi’s Stadium is the culmination of their vision to create an
unparalleled game day experience for 49ers fans. The venue
not only provides fans the ultimate place to enjoy 49ers foot-
ball, but it also plays host to a nhumber of world-class sports
and entertainment events throughout the year. Through the
integration of innovative technology, sustainable practices and
groundbreaking design elements, Levi’s Stadium accurately re-
flects the best of the Bay Area while bringing fans closer to the
game.
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Visitors to Levi’s Stadium immediately notice wide, open con-
courses that look into the lower bowl so fans don’t miss a minute
of the action while ordering food. The high number of points of
sale for concessions and merchandise and the number of rest-
rooms were designed to limit congestion. From their seats, and
visitors can marvel at more than 19,000 square-feet of video
board space. Those who visit the NRG Solar Terrace on the roof
of the stadium’s SAP Tower are treated to unbelievable views,
while being shaded by 49 solar panel arrays that helped make
the venue the first stadium home to an NFL team to open with
LEED Gold certification. Levi’s Stadium was also the first home
of a NFL team to earn dual LEED Gold certifications, achieving
its second distinction for operations and maintenance of an ex-
isting building in 2016.

Levi’s Stadium features signature locations in the 49ers Mu-
seum presented by Fii and the 49ers Team Store presented by
Visa, in conjunction with the venue’s special events programs,
to make the venue a year-round destination.

Levi’s Stadium garnered international recognition by receiving
the prestigious honor of Sports Business Journal’s 2015 Sports
Facility of the Year and the 2015 Sports Venue of the Year at
the StadiumBusiness Awards in Barcelona, Spain. The venue
has also received several recognitions from the sustainability
industry - including the 2017 StadiumBusiness Environmental
Award - for its environmentally friendly design and operations
plan, both of which were priorities of the York family.

Since 1991, the 49ers Foundation has served its mission, to har-
ness football to educate and empower Bay Area youth through
direct and beneficiary programs throughout Bay Area counties
and beyond. The Foundation leverages a host of innovative,
community-based strategies, that includes supporting long-
standing community partners like the 49ers Academy, Fresh
Lifelines for Youth (FLY), City Year of San Jose/Silicon Valley,
and Tipping Point. The 49ers Foundation has invested over $50
million back into the historically underserved communities in
support of its commitment to remain faithful to the next gen-
eration. The York family believes that, if a child can learn to
learn, they will continue to educate themselves for the rest of
their lives.
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Within the 49ers Foundation’s direct programming, 49ers EDU
presented by Chevron is a reflection of the York family’s pas-
sion and commitment to providing and improving educational
opportunities for young people in the Bay Area. The program
provides myriad opportunities to engage learners, teachers and
families in standards-aligned and community-building educa-
tional programming—all free of charge. In 2014, the 49ers were
among the first professional sports organizations to develop
and deliver STEAM learning concepts for youth with the launch
of the Denise DeBartolo York Education Center at Levi’s Stadi-
um, and the corresponding field trip program that runs through
it to this day. The program offers free on-site STEAM education
programming for students in grades K-8 by integrating innova-
tive concepts that support classroom learning in the commu-
nity and beyond. Since its inception, 49ers EDU has engaged
more than 300,000 students in STEAM conversations through
its standards-aligned field trip program - at no cost. The mission
of 49ers EDU is simple: to show students and teachers in kin-
dergarten through eighth grade that education can go beyond
textbooks and traditional lessons, and to light a fire for young
people for STEAM concepts, so they have a stronger procliv-
ity to pursue these subjects throughout their education. For-
tified with a team of dedicated educators, 49ers EDU teaches
students the principles of STEAM through something they love
-- football.

The ongoing commitment to promote education is also demon-
strated in the 49ers STEM Leadership Institute (SLI), a collabora-
tive education venture in cooperation with Chevron, the Santa
Clara Unified School District and the Silicon Valley Education
Foundation funded by the 49ers Foundation. The SLI program
provides over 300 hours of rigorous STEM curriculum to co-
horts of 60 high-achieving 7th through 12th graders each year
from Cabrillo Middle School and Santa Clara High School.

Football has been in the York family for over 40 years and 49ers
PREP presented by U.S. Bank, a direct service program of the
49ers Foundation, is the evolution of the family’s continuing
efforts to promote health and wellness through the game of
football. 49ers PREP is more than just football, it's the 49ers
Foundation’s boots-on-the-ground approach to serving Bay
Area youth through sport. The direct impact of 49ers PREP can
be seen in the over 100,000 participants who have engaged
in their in-school programming since 2014. 49ers PREP offers
free non-contact, co-ed football camps and clinics to kids of all
ages, teaching the importance of fitness and fun. 49ers PREP
additionally launched a free flag football program for girls and
boys ahead of the 2018 season. The goal set forth by the York
family is to continue to teach more children the importance of
teamwork, goal-setting and how to live a healthy lifestyle in a
fun, safe and educational environment.
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In recognition of their community involvement, Denise and
John have been honored with a number of accolades including
the Children Discovery Museum’s Legacy for Children Award,
City Year’s Service Leadership Award, Silicon Valley Exemplary
Community Leadership Award by Silicon Valley FACES, Out-
standing Corporate Philanthropy Award at the Catholic Chari-
ties/Catholic Youth Organization’s Loaves and Fishes Dinner,
and annual inclusion on the Top Corporate Philanthropists list
for the San Jose/Silicon Valley Business Journal and the San
Francisco Business Times.

Through the York’s family foundation, an excess of $3 million
over the past three years has been donated to support pro-
grams under the broad categories of Education and Literacy,
Religious (multi-denominational), Underprivileged, Healthcare,
Elderly, Diversity (including ethnic, LGBTQ+, gender and others).

Their passion for community involvement extends beyond the
Bay Area as well. John has been honored with Loyola Univer-
sity’s Stritch Medal - the highest honor awarded by the school
- for his ongoing contributions to his alma mater. The couple
was honored with the Youngstown Hearing and Speech Cen-
ter’s Great Communicators Award in recognition of their phil-
anthropic leadership. They continue to support the Boys and
Girls Club of Youngstown, Making Kids Count and the Mahoning

BUILDING A CHAMPIONSHIP TEAM

As chief executive officer of the San Francisco 49ers, Jed York
oversees all aspects of the organization. Now in his 18th year with
the team and 13th as CEO, York has been a driving force behind
the 49ers success on and off the field during that time. York rec-
ognizes and shares the ongoing passion of the team’s faithful
fans.

During York’s tenure, the team has experienced great success
having won three NFC West Division titles (2011-12 & 2019), ad-
vanced to five NFC Championship Games (2011-13,2019 & 2021)
and two Super Bowls (Super Bowl XLVII & Super Bowl LIV). His
strong leadership was also instrumental in providing the team
and its fans a state-of-the-art new home. On April 19, 2012, the
Santa Clara Stadium Authority broke ground on Levi’s Stadium
and enlisted the 49ers to manage the construction process,
which achieved a ribbon cutting just two years later.

Designed to set a new standard for the stadium experience, Levi’s
Stadium has become known as one of the most iconic sports and
entertainment venues in the world. The building has garnered
international acclaim having been named 2015 Sports Venue of
the Year by the Sports Business Journal and Venue of the Year at
the 2015 StadiumBusiness Awards in Barcelona, Spain. Leverag-
ing technology and sustainability, Levi’s Stadium has also gener-
ated international acclaim for its environmental responsibility.
For its green innovation - inclusive of being the first NFL stadium
to twice be LEED certified - Levi’s Stadium was named the 2016
Green Sports Alliance Environmental NFL Innovators of the Year
and the 2017 StadiumBusiness Awards Environmental Stadium of
the Year.

In its first eight years of operation, Levi’s Stadium has already
successfully hosted an NFC Championship game, Super Bowl
50, the 2019 College Football Playoff National Championship
Game, WrestleMania 31, the Copa America Centenario and CON-
CACAF Gold Cup, the 2015 NHL Stadium Series, the International
Championship Cup featuring soccer powers such as Manchester
United and FC Barcelona, multiple Pac-12 Football Championship
Games, and stadium concert tours headlined by Beyoncé and U2.
Most recently, the venue was selected as one of 16 host sites for
FIFA World CupTM 2026 while also contending to host a future
Super Bowl and the Men’s Rugby World Cup in 2031.

From the time Levi’s Stadium was just a concept, creating the ul-
timate game day experience for 49ers fans was at the core of the
York family’s vision. The unique approach taken to designing the
venue and bringing that vision to life incorporated one of the Bay
Area’s most notable natural resources - innovative technology.
As York has repeatedly stated, Levi’s Stadium may not be the big-
gest stadium, but it will be the smartest.

With technology woven into its backbone, the building not only
allows visitors to customize their own individual experience
through the use of the Levi’s Stadium App, but it is also able to
seamlessly evolve throughout the decades to come. In addition
to groundbreaking design elements that bring fans closer to the
game, the venue is a showcase for the region’s sustainable efforts
and world-class wine and cuisine. Fans have also come to recog-
nize Levi’s Stadium as a year-round destination for private events
and a museum dedicated to honoring the team’s storied history,
while also using football as a means to educate Bay Area youth.
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Under York’s leadership, the team established the Edward J. De-
Bartolo, Sr. 49ers Hall of Fame in 2009, to commemorate the
significant accomplishments of some of the team’s biggest stars
and key contributors. Named for his grandfather and the beloved
patriarch of the 49ers, the Hall of Fame automatically inducted
those 49ers greats that have either had their jersey numbers re-
tired by the team or have been inducted into the Pro Football Hall
of Fame. York, shortly thereafter, announced the Hall of Fame’s
inaugural inductee, his uncle, Edward J. DeBartolo, Jr., who was
enshrined during the 2009 season. The 49ers Hall of Fame now
has a home inside the 49ers Museum at Levi’s Stadium.

Also located inside the 49ers Museum is the Denise DeBartolo
York Education Center, which provides learning platforms that
connect, inspire and engage K-8 students from Santa Clara and
throughout the Bay Area throughout the year. Featuring content-
rich lessons in science, technology, engineering, art and math-
ematics, the highly interactive center promotes physical activity
and valuable life skills.

York currently serves on three key committees, Stadium,
Media O&0O (NFL's owned and operated media businesses) as
well as Fan Engagement and Major Events, assigned to address
facets of National Football League business.

Born and raised in Youngstown, OH, York was a student athlete at
Cardinal Mooney High School where he was captain of the base-
ball team as well as student body president. After high school,
York decided to carry on a family tradition by attending the Uni-
versity of Notre Dame, where he earned a degree in both finance
and history. York was a member of Phi Alpha Theta, the National
History Honors Society.
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York credits his parents, his uncle Eddie, and his grandfather Ed-
ward DeBartolo, Sr. as being positive role models and for teach-
ing him character values such as integrity, a strong work ethic,
and respect for others. He is pleased to carry on his family’s com-
mitment to community by serving as a board member at Tipping
Point Community, CommonSpirit Health Foundation, Chegg, Bay
Area Council, Silicon Valley Leadership Group, Operation HOPE,
as well as the University of Notre Dame Advisory Council.

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JOHN LYNCH

GENERAL MANAGER

One of the most respected players to ever play the game of foot-
ball, and a member of the Pro Football Hall of Fame’s Class of 2021,
John Lynch is in his sixth season as the team’s General Manager
following a 15-year playing career and more than eight seasons
as an NFL analyst. In August of 2020, Lynch signed a multi-year
contract extension with the 49ers.

Since coming to San Francisco, Lynch has been vigilant in seek-
ing and acquiring the players that embody the team’s culture on
the field and in the community. While working hand-in-hand with
head coach Kyle Shanahan and the coaching staff, Lynch and his
personnel staff continue to add players through all available av-
enues. Following a 13-3 regular season record and a trip to Super
Bowl LIV, Lynch was named the 2019 Executive of the Year by
the Pro Football Writers of America after his third season as the
team’s general manager.

Lynch and the 49ers, along with the entire NFL, went into the 2021
offseason facing a new challenge with a reduced salary cap. San
Francisco navigated the adjustment and retained core players
who played vital roles for the team. The team was able to re-sign
All-Pro T Trent Williams to six-year extension and Pro Bow! FB Kyle
Juszczyk to a five-year deal, while also re-signing key pieces of
their defense with DL D.J. Jones, CB Emmanuel Moseley, S Jaqui-
ski Tartt, CB Jason Verrett and CB K’'Waun Williams. Additionally,
the team was able to sign All-Pro C Alex Mack, who is a member
of 2010’s All-Decade Team, along with DL Samson Ebukam. The
49ers also acquired the number three overall pick in the 2021 NFL
Draft from the Miami Dolphins, which was used to select QB Trey
Lance.

The 202149ers earned a tip to their second the NFC Championship
in three seasons (2019). The offense featured WR Deebo Samuel,
who earned Associated Press First-Team All-Pro honors and the
first Pro Bowl selection of his career. In 16 games (15 starts), Samu-
el registered 77 receptions for 1,405 receiving yards (18.2 average)
and five receiving touchdowns to go along with career-highs in
carries (59), rushing yards (365) and rushing touchdowns (eight).
His eight rushing touchdowns were the most by any player whose
primary position is wide receiver since the merger. Second-year
WR Brandon Aiyuk also added 56 catches for 826 yards and five
touchdowns. On the ground, rookie RB Elijah Mitchell set the fran-
chise record for most rushing yards by a rookie (963).

In 2020, San Francisco signed TE George Kittle to a five-year
extension and re-signed a pair of key pieces of their defense in
DL Arik Armstead and DB Jimmie Ward. Lynch and his staff then
addressed the departures of key veterans, with the selection of
first-round draft choices, DT Javon Kinlaw and WR Brandon Aiyuk,
and the acquisition of All-Pro and Pro Bowl selection, Trent Wil-
liams, in a draft-day trade with Washington. That season, Lynch
and the 49ers leadership steered their way through the COVID-19
pandemic, a situation that included the relocation of the team’s
football operations to Arizona for the final month of the season.

Following the 2018 season, Lynch continued to improve the 49ers
roster through trades, free agency and the 2019 NFL Draft. The
offseason started with the 49ers acquiring DL Dee Ford via trade
and signing him to a five-year contract followed by the signing of
free agent LB Kwon Alexander. The 49ers added eight players to
the roster during the 2019 NFL Draft, including DL Nick Bosa with
the second overall selection, who went on to be named the 2019
AP NFL Defensive Rookie of the Year. Lynch continued to add to
the roster during the season as the 49ers acquired WR Emmanuel
Sanders via trade, a move that proved integral to the team win-
ning the NFC Championship.

In 2018, Lynch bolstered the 49ers offensive line with the additions
of C Weston Richburg through free agency and T Mike McGlinchey
in the first round of the 2018 NFL Draft. Richburg went on to start
15 games at center while McGlinchey started all 16 games at right
tackle and earned All-Rookie Team honors from the Pro Football
Writers of America and ESPN. San Francisco also selected LB Fred
Warner in the third round of that year’s draft. Warner would later
become AP First-Team All-Pro and earn his first selection to the
Pro Bowl following the 2020 season. The team also added free
agent CB Richard Sherman who went on to earn his fifth AP All-
Pro selection in 2019 with the 49ers.
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In his first season with San Francisco, Lynch brought in several
key players through free agency, including K Robbie Gould and FB
Kyle Juszczyk, who impacted the team immediately. Gould led the
NFL with a career-high 39 made field goals and a career-high 145
points and Juszczyk was selected to the Pro Bowl. That year’s NFL
Draft saw San Francisco select TE George Kittle in the fifth round,
as Kittle has since earned First-Team All-Pro honors (2019), been
selected to two Pro Bowls (2019-20) and set the then-NFL record
for the most receiving yards by a tight end at the time with 1,377
in 2018.

Lynch was also responsible for acquiring G Laken Tomlinson and
QB Jimmy Garoppolo in trades. Tomlinson was acquired on Au-
gust 31, 2017 and started the final 15 games of the season at left
guard. He was rewarded with a three-year contract extension
through the 2021 season on June 22, 2018. Garoppolo, who was
traded to San Francisco on October 30, 2017, started the final five
games of the season and posted a 5-O record while setting the
franchise record for most passing yards in the first five starts with
the team (1,542 yards). On February 8, 2018, Garoppolo signed a
five-year contract extension through the 2022 season and is now
19-5 in the regular season (2-1 in the postseason) as the 49ers
starting quarterback.

Lynch joined the 49ers in February of 2017 after serving as a color
analyst for FOX Sports from 2009-16. In his final season of 2016
with FOX, he manned the number two broadcast crew alongside
play-by-play announcer Kevin Burkhardt.

Prior to his time at FOX, Lynch constructed one of the all-time
great NFL careers while with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers (1993-
2003) and the Denver Broncos (2004-07). A four-time All-Pro and
nine-time Pro Bowl selection, he played in 224 games (191 starts)
and registered 1,277 tackles, 13.0 sacks, 26 interceptions, 16 forced
fumbles, eight fumble recoveries and 100 passes defensed. Lynch
also started all 12 playoff games in which he appeared and tallied
71 tackles, two interceptions and 12 passes defensed. He was a
Buccaneers team captain as the squad achieved the crown jewel
of team sports, a victory in Super Bowl XXXVII, and has been in-
ducted into the Ring of Honor in both Tampa Bay and Denver.
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Lynch attended Stanford University where he excelled in both
football and baseball. On the football field, he earned Second-
Team All-American and First-Team All-Pac-10 Conference honors
as a senior, while playing for Hall of Fame head coach Bill Walsh.
Lynch was later selected in the third round (82nd overall) of the
1993 NFL Draft by Tampa Bay. Following his career on the dia-
mond for the Cardinal, he was selected in the second round (66th
overall) of the 1992 Major League Baseball Draft by the Florida
Marlins.

In addition to his stellar play on the field, Lynch is also a pillar of
the community. He and his wife, Linda, formed the John Lynch
Foundation, which is committed to inspiring young people to be-
come leaders through scholarship, sport participation and com-
munity involvement. The Foundation is committed to developing
leaders by encouraging dreams, providing programs that assist
and motivate, and recognizing achievement and excellence.

Lynch was the recipient of the 2006 Bart Starr Award, which is
voted upon by players throughout the NFL and recognizes a play-
er who shows outstanding character and leadership in the home,
on thefield and in the community. He was also presented with The
Byron “Whizzer” White Award, which is given annually to the NFL
player who serves his team, community and country in the spirit
of Bryon Raymond White. In 2019, Lynch received the prestigious
Wender Weis Change Maker Award, which is given annually to a
current or former professional athlete who has used their sports
platform to improve the lives of underserved youth. Additional-
ly, Lynch was the 2019 recipient of the Excellence in Leadership
Award from the Positive Coaching Alliance, the Ireland Funds
2020 Distinguished Leadership Award recipient and the 2021
Quincy Jones Exceptional Advocacy Award recipient.

Paraag Marathe is in his 22nd year with the 49ers, currently serv-
ing as both President of 49ers Enterprises & Executive Vice Presi-
dent of Football Operations.

On the football side, Marathe continues in his long-respected
role as the team’s chief contract negotiator and salary cap archi-
tect, while overseeing the team’s football analytics department,
among other football duties. He is responsible for the 49ers com-
pliance with the NFL’s collective bargaining agreement and works
alongside general manager John Lynch and head coach Kyle
Shanahan on all aspects of the club’s football operations. Marathe
also co-chairs the NFL’s Future of Football Committee.

Marathe has played an integral role in rebuilding the 49ers cur-
rent roster, negotiating contract extensions in recent years with
a number of key players who were originally brought to the team
thorough the draft, via trade or free agency. These include DL Arik
Armstead and K Robbie Gould, Pro Bowlers FB Kyle Juszczyk, TE
George Kittle, LB Fred Warner and T Trent Williams, along with DB
Jimmie Ward and others. Over the years, Marathe has also consis-
tently kept the club in a competitive salary cap position.

While serving as 49ers team President from 2014-16 and Chief Op-
erating Officer from 2010-13, Marathe oversaw the development
of Levi’s Stadium and helped bring to life the vision of an unparal-
leled fan experience at the venue. Using the Bay Area as inspira-
tion, the club focused on bringing technology, sustainability, and
culture to the stadium experience. His leadership was critical dur-
ing the club’s transition from Candlestick Park to Levi’s Stadium,
as he set the vision and hired many of the current executive team
members. He also played a critical role on the small team that
founded and incubated VenueNext, a technology company that is
setting new standards for the live event experience.

Under Marathe’s management, the venue hosted a myriad of non-
NFL events such as Super Bowl 50, WrestleMania 31, the 2015 NHL
Stadium Series, sold-out global concert tours and international
soccer matches, in addition to 49ers games. Marathe’s leadership
helped the stadium garner industry acclaim, most notably the
prestigious honor of Sports Business Journal 2015 Sports Facility
of the Year and Venue of the Year at the 2015 Stadium Business
Awards in Barcelona, Spain.

Within 49ers Enterprises, Marathe oversees outside business ven-
tures, advisory efforts, and major investment opportunities for
the organization. Marathe leads 49ers Enterprises’ minority own-
ership position in Leeds United as the Vice Chairman and board
member of the English Premier League club. The 49ers now own
a44% stake in Leeds United after making its original investmentin
2018 when the historic football club competed in the Champion-
ship League. The club completed its 16-year climb back to the top
level of English soccer in 2020, earning automatic promotion to
the Premier League by winning the Championship outright. The
club will compete in its third consecutive Premier League season
in 2022-23 with a focus on climbing the table towards earning the
opportunity to compete against the best teams across Europe.
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Marathe was named the Chairman of USA Cricket in October 2018
and moved quickly to ensure USA Cricket earned recognition
by the International Cricket Council (ICC) as the organization’s
105th member and develop a world-class T20 professional cricket
league in the United States.

Beyond the 49ers, Marathe is actively involved in the Bay Area
community with organizations and causes that are personally im-
portant to him. He currently sits on the Board of Directors for An-
drea’s Voice and Project HEAL, two nonprofits that are focused on
bringing awareness and funding, respectively, for fighting eating
disorders. He serves on the Board of the Sequoia Hospital Founda-
tion, where both of his daughters were born. Marathe is a faculty
member at Stanford’s Graduate School of Business, where he is a
Lecturer in Management and co-teaches MBA courses on Nego-
tiation Dynamics in Sports, Entertainment and Media. In 2015, he
was selected as a member of the Sports Business Journal’s Forty
Under 40 class. Marathe is also a two-time recipient (2012 & 2019)
of the Fritz Pollard Alliance’s Johnnie L. Cochran Salute to Excel-
lence Award, which honors individuals and organizations who dis-
play outstanding performances on the field, in front offices and
across the United States by exemplifying diversity, courage and
meritorious performance.

A native of Saratoga, CA, Marathe’s passion for the 49ers was
instilled at a very young age. As an avid Bay Area sports fan, he
has rarely missed any 49ers games since he was six years old.

He additionally manages all police,
safety & security services, including 24/7 stadium security opera-
tions, and game & event day medical services at Levi’s Stadium.

Over the past several years, Mercurio was instrumental in turning
Levi’s Stadium into a voting center and a mass COVID-19 vaccina-
tion site. Levi’s Stadium has been recognized as the largest mass
vaccination site in the State of California with an estimated 200K+
people are likely to have been vaccinated by June 2021

Mercurio worked with design firm HNTB and builder TDJV Turner/
Devcon to get Levi’s Stadium designed, built and fully operational
ahead of schedule and under budget. Levi’s Stadium has played
host to high profile events including the 2019 College Football
Playoff National Championship, the NHL Stadium Series, Wrestle-
Mania 31, Copa America Centenario, and Super Bowl 50. Mercurio
was instrumental in working with the bid committee to get the Su-
per Bowl’s golden anniversary to the Bay Area in February 2016,
which is billed as one of the most successful Super Bowls in NFL
history and has set records across the board including transfer-
ring 10.1 TB of data Super Bowl Sunday. Under Mercurio’s leader-
ship, Levi’s Stadium has garnered international recognition, most
notably the prestigious Sports Business Journal 2015 Sports Facil-
ity of the Year award, as well as a number of green and sustain-
ability honors.

NETWORKINFRASTRUCTURE

« Over 400 miles of data cable connects the stadium, including 70
miles of cable to support Wi-Fi.

» More than 12,000 physical network ports have been installed.

« Levi's® Stadium features a backbone of 40Gb/s of available Internet
bandwidth, easily scalable to event attendance, which is four times
greater than the standard for NFL stadiums recommended by the
National Football League for 2017.

« The stadium contains more than 1,300 Wi-Fi access-points
supporting 2.4 and 5GHz channels and the most current Wireless
standards including 802.11ac; Wi-Fi is accessible in every location
and free to all.

The in-stadium “Broadcast” rivals that of a Network TV broadcast,
featuring 19 stadium cameras (seven operated cameras, seven
PTZ cameras and five 8K cameras). The stadium has the ability to
share camera feeds with the broadcasting TV network. At least six
different replay angles can be viewed at any given time. The game
day production team consists of 50-plus people.

In 2020, the 49ers and Levi's® Stadium unveiled the first-ever 8K
video replay system presented by Foxconn Industrial Internet
(Fii). Thanks to five 8K cameras (capturing 120 frames per second)
positioned around the stadium, the incomparable new replay
system provides views of all goal lines and sidelines that can be
zoomed in on without pixilation or motion blur. A true technological
feat, the 49ers new video replay system is able to ingest the highest
amounts of data for any existing stadium to produce video in 8K.
This data is sent to the Levi's® Stadium scoreboard control room,
the hub of the system, where the gameday production team is able
to route and distribute the signals to different areas of the stadium.
Most importantly, those areas include the two 200x48 foot video
boards which can make even the smallest on-field details crystal
clear.

The stadium is equipped with two HD 13 video boards at the North
and South ends of the stadium that measure 200 feet by 48 feet,
producing more than 19,000 square feet of viewing space. They are
among the largestinthe NFL. The boards also feature tremendously
sharp, cutting-edge LEDs. The boards can be sectioned and layered
in order to show multiple pieces of content simultaneously. The
result is producing two shows simultaneously, an A show and a B
show, to maximize fan engagement.

2200 4K screens are connected to the stadium's IPTV system, which
allows for incredible flexibility and customization throughout the
venue. Content includes menu boards, game broadcasts, statistics
and other important information as deemed necessary.

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SUSTAINABILITY

In August 2014, Levi’s® Stadium became the first professional football
stadium to open with LEED Gold Certification for New Construction,
the recognized standard for measuring sustainability for design
and construction. Less than two years later in July 2016, Levis®
Stadium continued to set benchmarks as the leading sports venue
in sustainability by achieving LEED Gold Certification for Operations
and Maintenance of an Existing building - making it the first-ever NFL
stadium to be LEED Gold certified under the two respective rating
systems.

The stadium is designed to reduce energy demand and generate
more electricity annually, via on-site photovoltaic (PV) systems, than
is consumed during the 10 scheduled 49ers games each season.

SUSTAINABLE DESIGN ELEMENTS

* NRG, the exclusive sustainable power provider of the San
Francisco 49ers and Levi's® Stadium, installed a number of
state-of-the-art solar elements that account for 1,162 SunPower
photovoltaic panels throughout the venue.

» The NRG Solar Terrace, the venue’s 27,000-square-foot “green
roof,” is located atop the stadium’s SAP Tower which houses
a majority of the venue’s 173 suites. This living roof features
16 species of vegetation native to the Bay Area to lower the
building’s cooling and heating needs by regulating ambient
temperatures in SAP Tower.

» In 2016 Levi’s® Stadium partnered with Farmscape — California’s
largest urban farming company — to bring the first-ever rooftop
farm to an NFL stadium: The Faithful Farm. The nearly 9,000 sq.
ft. rooftop farm located on the NRG Solar Terrace supports nearly
40 rotational crops — including tomatoes, summer squash,
peppers, eggplants herbs and more — generating an annual
yield of more than 7,500 pounds, all of which are harvested and
used for dishes served at Levi’s® Stadium. Excess produce from
the Faithful Farm also contributes to the stadium’s humanitarian
efforts with Hunger at Home and the Salvation Army, helping to
provide healthy, vegetable-based dishes to individuals in need.
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Electrical vehicle charging stations (NRG EV Charging Stations)
arelocated onthewestside of the stadiumto power maintenance
and operations electrical vehicles year-round. NRG is currently
building the nation’s first comprehensive, privately funded
electric vehicle charging network and the charging stations are
available to Levi's® Stadium guests on event days.

The playing field is surrounded by a 23,000-square-foot artificial
turf track that reduces watering needs by approximately 20
percent and reduces the amount of natural grass needed for
each field resurfacing.

The stadium’s sustainable initiatives also include public transit
access (Caltrain, ACE & Capitol Corridor - VTA, Amtrak),
convenient bicycle parking and a walking path from the San
Tomas Creek Trail.

Construction materials utilized contained more than 40 percent
recycled content overall, based on cost. More than 75 percent
of construction waste was recycled and diverted from landfills.

Three SunPower solar array-covered bridges, the NRG Energy
Bridges, are the first of their kind in the NFL.

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SUSTAINABLE STADIUM OPERATIONS PROGRAMS

The Solid Waste Management Reduction Program is a
comprehensive waste diversion program that is striving for net-
zero landfill. All garbage, recycling and compostable materials
from inside the venue and the surrounding parking areas are
sorted on-site and placed into compactors to be processed.
The Building Management System allows the venue to
conserve energy usage through HVAC monitoring, lighting
distribution and the use of automatic sensors.

The Preventative Maintenance Program tracks all
equipment and systems to enact their manufacturer’s
recommendations and scheduled preventative plans.

The Ongoing Commissioning Program ensures that the
venue operates under the LEED existing building guidelines for
new projects and build outs.

The Green Cleaning Program ensures that the janitorial
contractor, ABM, uses sustainable green certified products for
all cleaning essentials and equipment.

The Sustainable Purchasing Program for ongoing
consumables, foodstuffs, durable goods ensures that local,
organic, recycled and compostable items will be purchased
from vendors.
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The Integrated Pest Management Program uses only
green-materials pest eradication products.

The Indoor Air Quality Management Program consists of
perpetual monitoring of indoor air quality based on the LEED-
approved HVAC system.

The Landscape Management Program includes using
native, drought-resistant plants that are hydrated with 100
percent recycled water.

The Exterior Hardscape Management Program utilizes
cleaning equipment when washing the exterior skin of the
building and sidewalks. All organic materials collected are
composted.

The Energy Metering & Benchmarking Program utilizes
a comprehensive, live-time electrical metering building
management system, that allows the stadium to load-shed as
needed through the use of motion sensors and pre-programmed
computer BMS control.

The Recycled Water Program is setting a new standard for
stadiums. Recycled water accounts for about 85 percent of
all water used in Levi’s® Stadium and is used for playing field
irrigation, the “green roof,” flushing toilets, and cooling tower
make-up water.

SANTA CLARA COMMUNITY ASSET

Owned by the Santa Clara Stadium Authority, Levi's® Stadium has served as a valuable asset to the Santa Clara community since opening in
2014. The 49ers and its stadium management company take great pride in making the venue accessible to everyone beyond the 68,500 people
who are able to attend 49ers games 10-12 times per year. Levi’s Stadium annually hosts Bay Area youth each year for the 49ers Foundation its
direct programs 49ers EDU and 49ers PREP.

COVID-19 VACCINATIONSSITE | VOTINGCENTER

« Beginning in 2020 and lasting into 2022, the COVID-19 pandemic « InSeptember 2020, the 49ers announced a multi-lateral partnership

halted the world in its tracks. Professional sports, usual models of
perseverance and strength, were also forced to surrender to the
deadly virus; however, large sports venues like Levis® Stadium
stepped up in a significant effort to defeat COVID-19. In February
2021, after playing an entire NFL season without a single fan
in attendance at Levi's® Stadium, the 49ers partnered with the
County of Santa Clara to transform Levi’s Stadium into the largest
COVID-19 vaccination site in California. The site was operated by
the County of Santa Clara Health System, while the Levi’s® Stadium
Operations team assisted with pulling off the major logistical feat
of administering 15,000 shots per day. As of June 2021 when the
vaccination site closed, the 49ers and Santa Clara County had
administered over 350,000 vaccine shots.

to make Levi's® Stadium a voting center for the November 3rd
general election in conjunction with the organization’s ongoing
voter awareness initiatives. The team and stadium joined California
Secretary of State Alex Padilla, the Santa Clara County Registrar of
Voters, More Than A Vote, and founding partner Levi’s® to ensure
Santa Clara County residents had a safe and easily accessible
location to drop off their ballots, participate in early voting or vote
in-person on election day. The operations took place with the SAP
Tower atrium while free parking was provided directly outside the
stadium. During the early voting period, Santa Clara County totaled
over half a million votes, doubling the number of votes cast during
the same period in 2016.

STADIUM DESIGN

Featuring over 45,000 seats, Levi’s® Stadium’s lower bowl is one of the largest in the NFL (roughly two-thirds of stadium capacity). The
seating is designed this way to bring the majority of fans closer to the field.

The design also eliminates the traditional club mezzanine level, which brings fans sitting in the upper deck lower to the field.

The location of Levi’s® Stadium offers convenience to patrons in both access and parking. There are 13 freeway interchanges located near the

stadium’s site, which means fans have ample access points to the freeway.

There are more than 20,000 parking spaces located within a short walking distance from the stadium. Tailgating is an integral part of the

game day experience in Santa Clara and Levi’s® Stadium provides a diverse tailgating lineup with access to the all-inclusive Red Zone Rally at
Great America Pavilion as well as the 49ers Tailgate located near the Toyota Plaza.

« The main entry, Intel Plaza at the northwest corner of the stadium,
is open to the public year-round and provides direct access to the
Levi’s® Stadium Fanwalk and the 49ers Team Store presented by
Visa. In the northeast corner, Toyota Plaza is the main entry for 49ers
Tailgate and the 49ers Museum presented by Foxconn Industrial
Internet. Dignity Health Plaza, featuring the Dignity Health Play Kind
Zone, at the southwest corner of the stadium is another primary
entry gate for fans and media on event days.

Concourses at Levi's® Stadium are among the widest in the NFL
and have more than 600 individual concessions points of sale,
allowing for easy pedestrian access and creating a more pleasant,
less congested atmosphere around vendors. The Zenni Zone offers
access to all 300 and 400 level seating.

Concourses also feature open field views so fans can watch the game
even while they purchase refreshments and navigate the building.

The 300 level concourse includes several art installations including
the Edward J. DeBartolo, Sr. San Francisco 49ers Hall of Fame wall,
alumni and current player banners, and artwork commemorating
iconic 49ers plays and 49ers Super Bowl victories.

PARTY DECKS

« Expansive party decks featuring both concessions and specialty food
and beverage stands are located under each scoreboard. The Pepsi
Fan Deck above the north end zone and Bud Light Patio above the
south end zone are available year-round and offer a unique stage for
many types of events.
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FOG HORNS

« Levi's® Stadium is home to two fog horns. The first is atop the
north video board that sounds 90, 60 and 30 minutes prior to
team intros, as well as other key moments - prior to kickoff, at
the beginning of the second half, and of course on every 49ers
touchdown and field goal.

« The second fog horn is located adjacent to the Gold Mine fan
supporters section, on the main concourse atop the Dignity Health
Plaza, located near Gate C. Since the inaugural season at Levi's®
Stadium, the pregame act of energizing the fog horn to start the
game has become a beloved tradition. Celebrities, alumni and
other notable figures and special guests are invited to take part in
sounding the fog horn right before kickoff and to start the second
half.

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KYLE SHANAHAN

HEAD COACH

19TH NFLSEASON = 6TH WITH A3ERS

Kyle Shanahan was named the 20th head coach of the San Francis-
co 49ers on February 6, 2017. Shanahan signed a multi-year con-
tract extension with the 49ers on June 15, 2020.

In 2021, Shanahan led the 49ers to their second trip to the NFC
Championship in three seasons (2019). The offense featured WR
Deebo Samuel, who earned Associated Press First-Team All-Pro
honors and the first Pro Bowl selection of his career. In 16 games (15
starts), Samuel registered 77 receptions for 1,405 receiving yards
(18.2 average) and five receiving touchdowns to go along with ca-
reer-highs in carries (59), rushing yards (365) and rushing touch-
downs (eight). His eight rushing touchdowns were the most by any
player whose primary position is wide receiver since the merger.
Second-year WR Brandon Aiyuk also added 56 catches for 826
yards and five touchdowns. On the ground, rookie RB Elijah Mitch-
ell set the franchise record for most rushing yards by a rookie (963).

The 2021 49ers offensive line saw three of five members earn Pro
Bowl honors in T Trent Williams, G Laken Tomlinson and C Alex
Mack. Williams was selected to the Associated Press 2021 First-
Team All-Pro list for the first time in his career. San Francisco’s of-
fense finished the season averaging 127.4 rushing yards, ranking
seventh in the NFL. TE George Kittle ranked second on the team
with 71 receptions for 910 yards and six touchdowns while earning
a trip to the Pro Bowl.

The 49ers defense ranked third in the NFL in 2021, allowing 310.0
total yards per game. San Francisco also was sixth in the NFL, sur-
rendering 206.5 passing yards per game. San Francisco saw eight
different players record an interception on the season, as CB Em-
manuel Moseley finished with a career-high 11 passes defensed and
one interception. The Niners forced 22 fumbles on defense in 2021,
the most in the NFL and the most in a single season by the 49ers
since 1994. DL Nick Bosa finished the season leading the team with
a career-high 15.5 sacks. His sack total ranked fourth in the NFL
among all players as he was selected to the Pro Bowl. DL Arden Key
also registered a career-high 6.5 sacks on the year.

The 2020 San Francisco 49ers were led by AP First-Team All-Pro
and Pro Bowl selection LB Fred Warner, who registered a team-high
125 tackles to go along with 1.0 sack, two interceptions, two fumble
recoveries, one forced fumble and six passes defensed. San Fran-
cisco had two additional players selected to the Pro Bowl in FB Kyle
Juszczyk, who set career highs in carries (17), rushing yards (64)
and rushing touchdowns (two) while adding 19 receptions for 202
yards and tied his career high with four receiving touchdowns, and
T Trent Williams, who started all 14 games in which he appeared af-
ter the team acquired him in a trade with The Washington Football
Team in the offseason.
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SHANAHAN’S GOLDEN NUGGETS

In 2019, Shanahan was named Coach of the Year by Sporting
News and NFC Coach of the Year by the Committee of 101.

Shanahan led the 49ers to a nine-win improvement from 2018
to 2019 which was the largest win improvement from one sea-
son to the next in franchise history.

Shanahan was named Assistant Coach of the Year by the Asso-
ciated Press, Coordinator of Year by Sporting News and Assis-
tant Coach of the Year by the Pro Football Writers of America
in 2016.

In six of his nine seasons as an offensive coordinator (2008-
09, 2012-13 and 2015-16), Shanahan'’s offense has ranked in
the top 10 in the NFL in yards gained.

Shanahan was 26 years old when he was named the wide re-
ceivers coach of the Houston Texans, becoming the youngest
position coach in the NFL at that time. At 28 years old, he was
named the offensive coordinator of the Texans and was the
youngest coordinator in the NFL.

Shanahan served as a ball boy for the 49ers when his father,
Mike, was the offensive coordinator for the team from 1992-
94. Mike helped guide the 49ers to a 49-26 victory in Super
Bowl XXIX.
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San Francisco’s offense also featured rookie WR Brandon Aiyuk,
who led the team with 60 receptions for 748 yards and five touch-
downs to go along with six carries for 77 yards and two touchdowns
on the ground. Aiyuk became the first rookie to lead the team in
receptions and receiving yards since WR Gene Washington in 1969.
His 60 receptions were the second-most by a rookie in franchise
history and his 748 receiving yards were the third-most by a rookie
in franchise history. WR Kendrick Bourne set career highs in recep-
tions (49) and receiving yards (667), while TE George Kittle added
48 receptions for 634 yards and two touchdowns. RB Jeff Wilson Jr.
led the team with career highs in rushing attempts (126), rushing
yards (600) and rushing touchdowns (seven), while also adding 13
receptions for 133 yards and three touchdowns. RB Raheem Mo-
stert also notched 104 carries for 521 yards and two touchdowns
on the season.

The 49ers defense allowed 314.4 yards per game, ranking fifth in
the NFL, while allowing just 207.9 passing yards per game, which
ranked fourth in the league. On the ground, the defense allowed
12 rushing touchdowns on the season, which was tied for the
fourth-fewest in the NFL. San Francisco’s defense also ranked
fourth in the NFL in 3rd-down defense (35.5 percent allowed) and
three-and-out drives forced (41).

Along with Warner, the 49ers defense featured DL Kerry Hyder Jr.,
who led the team with a career-high 8.5 sacks while also adding
49 tackles, 10 tackles for loss and one fumble recovery. Rookie DT
Javon Kinlaw tallied 33 tackles, 1.5 sacks, three tackles for loss, one
interception (returned for a touchdown) and four passes defensed.
LB Dre Greenlaw notched 83 tackles, seven tackles for loss, 1.0 sack
and one pass defensed. The secondary was led by DB Jimmie Ward,
who registered 71 tackles, two forced fumbles and four passes de-
fensed, and CB Jason Verrett, who tallied 60 tackles, two tackles for
loss, two interceptions and seven passes defensed.

In 2019, he was named Coach of the Year by Sporting News and
NFC Coach of the Year by the Committee of 101 after leading the
49ers to a 13-3 regular season record, the NFC West Division Title
and an appearance in Super Bowl LIV. San Francisco’s nine-win im-
provement from 2018 to 2019 was the largest win improvement
from one season to the next in franchise history. The 49ers became
one of three teams since the NFL switched to a 12-team playoff for-
mat in 1990 to finish 4-12 or worse one season followed by earning
the number one seed in its conference the next season (1999 St.
Louis Rams & 2016 Dallas Cowboys).

San Francisco’s offense in 2019 ranked first in the NFL in rushing
touchdowns (23), second in points per game (29.9) and rushing
yards per game (144.1) and fourth in total offense (3811 yards per
game). The 49ers finished the regular season with 479 total points,
tied for the second-most in franchise history and the most since
1994 (505). San Francisco also had 13 different players with at least
one touchdown reception on the season, which tied the NFL record
for the most players with a touchdown reception in a single season.
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QB Jimmy Garoppolo completed 329 of 476 attempts (69.1 percent)
for 3,978 yards and 27 touchdowns with a passer rating of 102.0,
earning Comeback Player of the Year honors from Sporting News.
His 69.1 completion percentage in 2019 ranked tied for fourth in the
NFL (min. 200 attempts) and his 27 passing touchdowns ranked
tied for fifth. TE George Kittle’s game continued to improve as he
was named Associated Press First-Team All-Pro, PFWA All-NFL and
All-NFC and was selected as a starter in the Pro Bowl. Kittle led the
team with 85 receptions for 1,053 yards and five touchdowns. He
became just the fifth player in franchise history, and the first tight
end, to have multiple 1,000-yard seasons, joining WR Jerry Rice
(12), WR Terrell Owens (5), WR Anquan Boldin (2) and WR John Tay-
lor (2). Rookie WR Deebo Samuel registered 57 receptions for 802
yards and three touchdowns while also adding 14 carries for 159
yards (11.4 average) and three touchdowns. His 57 receptions and
802 receiving yards each ranked second among all rookies in fran-
chise history. The 49ers ground attack featured three players with
500-or-more rushing yards in a single season (RB Raheem Mostert
- 772; RB Matt Breida - 623; RB Tevin Coleman - 544) for just the
second time in franchise history (1954 - three players).

On the defensive side of the ball, the 49ers ranked second in the
NFL in total yards allowed per game (281.8), the fewest total yards
allowed per game by the team since 1997 (250.8). San Francisco
ranked first in the NFL in passing yards allowed per game (169.2),
the fewest passing yards allowed per game in the NFL since 2009
(NYJ - 153.7). It marked the first time San Francisco led the NFL in
passing yards allowed per game since 1987 (165.6). The 49ers
ranked tied for second in the NFL in third-down percentage al-
lowed (33.3) and tied for fifth in the NFL in sacks (48.0), the most
by the team in a single season since 1998 (51.0). San Francisco also
ranked seventh in both opponent completion percentage (61.3)
and opponent quarterback rating (83.0).

Rookie DL Nick Bosa, who played in all 16 games (14 starts) and reg-
istered 47 tackles, 9.0 sacks, one interception, one forced fumble,
two fumble recoveries and two passes defensed, was named De-
fensive Rookie of the Year by the Associated Press and the PFWA,
and Rookie of the Year by Sporting News, PFWA and Pepsi. He was
also named to the PFWA All-Rookie Team and was named a starter
in the Pro Bowl. With DLs Arik Armstead (10.0), Bosa (9.0), DeFor-
est Buckner (7.5) and Dee Ford (6.5), the 49ers were the only team
in the NFL to have four-or-more players with 6.5-or-more sacks in
2019. LB Fred Warner started all 16 games and led the team with 118
tackles, while also adding 3.0 sacks, one interception (returned for
atouchdown), three forced fumbles, one fumble recovery and nine
passes defensed. Rookie LB Dre Greenlaw played in all 16 games
(10 starts) and tallied 87 tackles, 1.0 sack, one interception and two
passes defensed as he was named to the PFWA All-Rookie team.
The secondary was led by CB Richard Sherman, who registered 57
tackles, three interceptions (one returned for a touchdown) and 11
passes defensed and was named Associated Press Second-Team
All-Pro.
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During his second season at the helm of the 49ers, the 2018 team
overcame adversity early in the season after top free agent acquisi-
tion RB Jerick McKinnon tore his ACL prior to Week 1, as did starting
QB Jimmy Garoppolo in Week 3, putting an end to both of their sea-
sons. Despite the setback, Shanahan, his coaches and the young
core of the team stepped up to the challenge and endured the ups
and downs of the season. Second-year TE George Kittle set an NFL
record for most receiving yards by a tight end in a single season
(1,377) while recording the most yards after catch by any player in
the NFL since 2010 (870). Kittle earned AP Second-Team All-Pro
honors, as well as his first Pro Bowl selection, after his historic sea-
son. Following injuries to both Garoppolo and QB C.J. Beathard, un-
drafted QB Nick Mullens was able to fill the void and excel for San
Francisco’s offense after being promoted to the active roster from
the team’s practice squad on September 26. Mullens started the fi-
nal eight games of the season and accumulated the fourth-most
passing yards by a quarterback in his first eight career games since
1970 (Patrick Mahomes, KC; Andrew Luck, Ind.; Cam Newton, Car.).
On the defensive side of the ball, DL DeForest Buckner earned his
first Pro Bowl appearance after leading the pass rushing unit with a
career-high 12.0 sacks, which was the second-most among NFL DTs
and the fourth-most by a member of the 49ers since 2000.

In his first season as head coach, Shanahan led the team to a 6-10
record, which was a four-game improvement from the previous
year. After a difficult stretch to start the season, the 49ers won six of
their final seven games, including victories in five-straight games
to close out the season. With six wins on the season, San Francis-
co set the NFL record for the most wins by a team in NFL history
that started 0-9. The 49ers closed the season as one of the hottest
teams in the NFL, posting a perfect 5-0 record in December. San
Francisco was the only team in the league to have a perfect record
over the last month of the regular season as Shanahan became
the fourth rookie NFL head coach in franchise history (Buck Shaw
- 1950; Frankie Albert - 1956 & George Seifert - 1989), and the first
in the NFL since Tony Sparano in 2008, to go undefeated in the
month of December.

San Francisco’s offense reached new heights under Shanahan in
2017. The 49ers ranked 12th in the NFL, averaging 349.2 yards per
game, the highest output by the team since 2012 (361.8 - 11th). The
team also finished the year with 3,925 net passing yards, the most
in a single season since 2000 (4,239). QB Jimmy Garoppolo, who
went 5-0 as a starter and engineered four, second half comeback
wins, set the franchise record for most passing yards in his first
five starts. QB C.J. Beathard set the single-season franchise record
for attempts (224), completions (123) and passing yards (1,430)
by a rookie quarterback. The offense also featured WR Marquise
Goodwin who set career highs in both receptions (56) and receiv-
ing yards (962), as well as Pro Bowl selections for FB Kyle Juszczyk
(second) and T Joe Staley (sixth).

Defensively, San Francisco battled through multiple injuries that
left several key 49ers on the Injured Reserve List early in the sea-
son, but the 49ers defense improved as the season progressed.
Over the final six weeks of the season, San Francisco held oppo-
nents to an average of 87.7 rushing yards per game while allowing
100 rushing yards just once in that span. The defense was led by DL
DeForest Buckner who tallied 61 tackles and tied for second on the
team with 3.0 sacks. The defense also had good productivity from
rookies, including DL Solomon Thomas, who led the team with 10
tackles for loss while notching 3.0 sacks, and CB Ahkello Wither-
spoon, who tied for the team lead with two interceptions.
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Special teams lived up to its name for the 49ers in 2017. K Robbie
Gould had a career year, leading the NFL with a career-high 39
made field goals and finishing third in the NFL with a career-high
145 points. Gould’s 39 made field goals were the second-most in a
single-season in franchise history (K David Akers - 44 made field
goals in 2011) and tied for the third-most in a single-season in NFL
history. P Bradley Pinion set a career high with a 41.3 net punting
average and the punt coverage unit ranked second in the NFL, al-
lowing only 4.2 yards per return.

Prior to being named head coach of the 49ers, Shanahan had 15
seasons of coaching experience at the NFL level, including nine as
an offensive coordinator for the Atlanta Falcons (2015-16), Cleve-
land Browns (2014), Washington (2010-13) and Houston Texans
(2008-09). In six of his nine seasons as an offensive coordinator
(2008-09, 2012-13 and 2015-16), Shanahan directed an offense that
ranked in the top 10 in the NFL in yards gained.

Following the 2016 season, Shanahan was nhamed Associated Press
Assistant Coach of the Year, Coordinator of the Year by Sporting
News and Assistant Coach of the Year by the Pro Football Writers of
America after a record-setting performance by the Falcons offense
en route to capturing the NFC South division title and an appear-
ance in Super Bowl LI. Under Shanahan, the 2016 Falcons set fran-
chise records in yards per game (415.8), points scored (540), net
passing yards per game (295.3) and average yards per play (6.7).

Atlanta QB Matt Ryan, who was named Associated Press Most
Valuable Player, Associated Press Offensive Player of the Year, Most
Valuable Player/Offensive Player of the Year by the Pro Football
Writers of America and FedEx Air Player of the Year, threw for a sin-
gle-season franchise record and career-high 4,944 passing yards
and 38 touchdowns, ranking second in the NFL in both categories,
in 2016. He led the NFL with a passer rating of 1171 on the season
and threw a career-low seven interceptions. WR Julio Jones record-
ed 83 receptions for 1,409 yards (17.0 average) and six touchdowns
in 14 games played. His 1,409 receiving yards were the second-most
in the NFL that season. Both Jones and Ryan earned Associated
Press First-Team All-Pro and 2017 Pro Bow! honors.

On the ground, Atlanta averaged 120.5 rushing yards per game and
tallied 20 rushing touchdowns in 2016. RB Devonta Freeman regis-
tered 227 carries for a career-high 1,079 yards and 11 touchdowns,
on his way to earning his second-consecutive Pro Bowl appear-
ance.

In Shanahan’s first year in Atlanta, the Falcons offense ranked
seventh in the NFL, averaging 374.1 yards per game, ranked sixth
with a 273.7 passing yards per game average and led the league
in time of possession (32:19) in 2015. Julio Jones led the NFL with a
career-high 1,871 receiving yards, while notching a career-high 136
receptions to share the League high with the Steelers WR Antonio
Brown. Jones’ receiving yards marked the second-highest total in
a single season in NFL history, behind WR Calvin Johnson’s 1,964-
yard performance in 2012.

Shanahan joined the Falcons after spending 2014 as offensive co-
ordinator of the Cleveland Browns. That year, his offense averaged
324.6 total yards and 108.0 rushing yards per game. Under Shana-
han’s direction, RBs Isaiah Crowell and Terrance West combined to
rush for 1,280 yards on 319 carries (4.0 average), while WR Andrew
Hawkins posted career highs in receptions (63) and receiving yards
(824).
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Prior to his stint in Cleveland, Shanahan spent four seasons (2010-
13) as offensive coordinator of Washington. In 2013, Washington
finished ninth in the NFL in total offense (369.7) and fifth in rushing
yards per game (135.3). Second-year QB Robert Griffin Ill threw for
16 touchdowns and a career-high 3,203 passing yards, while WR
Pierre Garcon set a franchise record and led the NFL with 113 re-
ceptions for a career-high 1,346 yards. RB Alfred Morris also rushed
for 1,200-or-more yards for the second-consecutive season (1,275).

Washington won the NFC East division championship in 2012 as
they became the first team in NFL history to register 3,400-or-more
passing yards (3,422) and 2,700-or-more rushing yards (2,709) in
the same season. Washington led the NFL, averaging 169.3 rushing
yards per game and finished second in rushing touchdowns (22).
Griffin won the 2012 Associated Press Offensive Rookie of the Year
Award after setting NFL rookie records in passer rating (102.4), in-
terception percentage (1.27), and rushing yards by a rookie quar-
terback (815). He completed 258 of his 393 passes (65.6 completion
percentage) for 3,200 yards and 20 touchdowns. Fellow rookie
Alfred Morris ranked second in the NFL with a single season fran-
chise-record 1,613 yards and 13 touchdowns.

In 2011, Shanahan worked with QB Rex Grossman, who finished
with the second-best statistical season of his career, having thrown
for 3,151 yards, 16 touchdowns and a career-high 57.9 completion
percentage. WR Santana Moss also had his best professional sea-
son in 2010 under Shanahan, notching a career-high 93 receptions
for 1,115 yards and six touchdowns.
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Before joining Washington, Shanahan spent four seasons (2006-
09) with the Houston Texans, including the final two as the team’s
offensive coordinator. In 2009, he worked with QB Matt Schaub,
who registered career highs in completions (396), completion per-
centage (67.9), passing yards (4,770), touchdowns (29) and passer
rating (98.6). His completions and passing yard totals led the NFL
that season. Additionally, WR Andre Johnson led the NFL in receiv-
ing yards in both 2008 (1,575) and 2009 (1,569) and led the NFL
with 115 receptions in 2008. TE Owen Daniels registered career
highs in both receptions (70) and receiving yards (862) with Hous-
ton in 2008. Shanahan spent his first season with Houston (2006)
as the team’s wide receivers coach and moved to coach the quar-
terbacks in 2007 prior to his promotion to offensive coordinator
in 2008. He broke into the NFL with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers in
2004 where he served as an offensive quality control coach for two
seasons (2004-05). His first coaching experience came as a gradu-
ate assistant at UCLA in 2003.

Born December 14, 1979, in Minneapolis, MN, Shanahan played
wide receiver at Duke University before transferring to the Univer-
sity of Texas in 2000, where he spent two seasons. He and his wife,
Mandy, have three children - Stella, Carter and Lexi. Shanahan’s
father, Mike, who served as the 49ers offensive coordinator from
1992-94, was the head coach of the Denver Broncos (1995-2008)
and Washington (2010-13), where he accumulated an overall win
total of 178 victories (eight postseason), including victories in Su-
per Bowls XXXII and XXXIII.

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CHRIS FOERSTER

Chris Foerster is in his first season as the team’s run game coordi-
nator/offensive line coach after spending the 2021 season as San
Francisco’s offensive line coach. He also worked as the team’s of-
fensive line coach from 2008-09 and 2015. Foerster spent the 2020
season as the 49ers assistant offensive line coach after serving as a
consultant with the 49ers for two seasons (2018-19).

The 2021 49ers offensive line saw three of five members earn Pro
Bowl honors in T Trent Williams, G Laken Tomlinson and C Alex
Mack. Williams was selected to the Associated Press 2021 First-
Team All-Pro list for the first time in his career. San Francisco’s of-
fense finished the season averaging 127.4 rushing yards, ranking
seventh in the NFL.

In 2020, the 49ers offensive line was anchored by All-Pro T Trent
Williams, who was named to his eighth Pro Bowl, and G Laken
Tomlinson, who started all 16 games. The 49ers offense averaged
3701 yards per game (1181 rushing yards; 252.1 passing yards) and
ranked tied for 10th in the NFL with 19 rushing touchdowns.

Prior to returning to San Francisco, Foerster spent two seasons
(2016-17) with the Miami Dolphins as the run game coordinator/of-
fensive line coach (2017) and offensive line coach (2016). In 2016,
the offensive line was critical to Miami’s four-win turnaround from
2015. After starting the season 1-4, the Dolphins won nine of their
final 11 games to earn a playoff berth and their first winning sea-
son since 2008. During those 11 games, the team’s offensive line
helped the Dolphins rank third in the NFL with 132.9 rushing yards
per game and tied for third with just 13 sacks allowed.

In 2014, Foerster’s unit assisted RB Alfred Morris to reach 1,000
yards for the third consecutive season (1,074) and earned a trip to
the 2015 Pro Bowl. His offensive line aided one of the NFL’s top rush-
ing attacks during the 2012-13 seasons as well. Washington ran for
a league-leading 4,873 yards in that two-season span and was one
of only two teams to average at least five yards per carry across
those two years (5.01). In 2013, Foerster’s unit powered Washington
to the fifth-most rushing yards in the league (2,164) and helped the
team rush for 2,000 yards in consecutive seasons for the first time
since 2005-06. Those seasons led to Pro Bowl honors for T Trent
Williams, the first two of his career.

In 2012, Foerster led a unit that helped Washington rush for a
team-record 2,709 yards, ranking first in the NFL in that category
for the first time since 1933. The team’s offensive line was a ma-
jor part of Washington’s first NFC East Championship since 1999,
blocking for the team’s young backfield that featured rookie QB
Robert Griffin Il and rookie RB Alfred Morris. Morris set a new sin-
gle-season team high in rushing yards with 1,613, while Griffin lll led
all quarterbacks with 815 rushing yards that season.
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Foerster helped groom two rookies as starters in 2011, as undrafted
free agent T Willie Smith and seventh-round pick G Maurice Hurt
started a combined 11 games for Washington in Weeks 9-16. The
offensive line featured 10 different starting combinations that sea-
son. During the 2010 season, Foerster’s offensive line featured four
new starters that helped Washington lead the league in receptions
of 50-or-more yards (nine).

Prior to joining Washington, Foerster spent two years (2008-09)
working with the offensive line of the 49ers. In 2008, he was orig-
inally brought on as co-offensive line coach before being named
offensive line coach in Week 8 of the season. In 2009, Foerster’s
unit helped RB Frank Gore rush for 1,120 yards, his fourth consec-
utive 1,000-yard season. Gore set a career high with 10 rushing
touchdowns that season and was selected to the Pro Bowl. During
his time with San Francisco, he also assisted in the development of
perennial Pro Bowl T Joe Staley.

From 2005 to 2007, Foerster was the offensive line coach and as-
sistant head coach for the Baltimore Ravens. Under Foerster, 2013
Pro Football Hall of Fame inductee T Jonathan Ogden made the
Pro Bowl in all three seasons. In 2007, RB Willis McGahee rushed
for 1,207 yards, the second-highest total of his career, and earned a
trip to the Pro Bowl. In 2006, the Ravens offense set team records
for fewest sacks allowed (17) and most wins in a season (13) with
Foerster.

Before joining the Ravens, Foerster was the offensive coordina-
tor for the Miami Dolphins (2004), tight ends coach for the Indi-
anapolis Colts (2002-03) and offensive line coach for the Tampa
Bay Buccaneers (1996-2001). While in Tampa Bay, Foerster helped
three players make a combined five Pro Bowl appearances - C Tony
Mayberry (1997-99), C Jeff Christy (2000) and G Randall McDaniel
(2000). As the assistant offensive line/tight ends coach for the Min-
nesota Vikings (1993-95), Foerster helped tutor 2009 Pro Football
Hall of Fame inductee G Randall McDaniel, who earned Pro Bowl
appearances in all three seasons.
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Foerster also worked in the collegiate ranks, serving as the offen-
sive line coach for the University of Minnesota (1992), assistant

offensive line/special teams coach at Stanford University (1988-91)
and offensive line coach for Colorado State University (1983-87).
He began his coaching career in 1982 as a graduate assistant at
Colorado State. Foerster graduated with a degree in history after
a successful playing career with CSU as a center from 1979 to 1982,
starting as a walk-on before earning a scholarship as a sophomore.

DeMeco Ryans is in his sixth season with the 49ers and second as
the team’s defensive coordinator. He spent the previous three sea-
sons (2018-20) as the 49ers inside linebackers coach. Ryans also
served as the team’s defensive quality control coach in 2017.

In his first season as defensive coordinator, Ryans and the 49ers de-
fense ranked third in the NFL in 2021, allowing 310.0 total yards per
game. San Francisco also was sixth in the NFL, surrendering 206.5
passing yards per game. San Francisco saw eight different players
record an interception on the season, as CB Emmanuel Moseley fin-
ished with a career-high 11 passes defensed and one interception.
The Niners forced 22 fumbles on defense in 2021, the most in the
NFL and the most in a single season by the 49ers since 1994. DL
Nick Bosa finished the season leading the team with a career-high
15.5 sacks. His sack total ranked fourth in the NFL among all players
as he was selected to the Pro Bowl. DL Arden Key also registered a
career-high 6.5 sacks on the year.

Ryans helped the 49ers defense rank fifth in the NFL total yards
allowed per game (359.0) and seventh in rush defense (118.9) in
2020. LB Fred Warner earned Associated Press First-Team All-Pro
honors and was selected to his first Pro Bowl as he led the team
with a career-high 125 tackles, while adding 1.0 sack, a career-high
two interceptions, two fumble recoveries, one forced fumble and
six passes defensed.

In 2019, Ryans helped guide San Francisco’s defense which ranked
second in the NFL in total yards allowed per game (281.8), the few-
est total yards allowed per game by the team since 1997 (250.8).
The 49ers defense also ranked first in the NFL in forced fumbles
(21) and sixth in takeaways (27). LB Fred Warner started all 16 games
and led the team with 118 tackles, while also adding 3.0 sacks, one
interception (returned for a touchdown), three forced fumbles, one
fumble recovery and nine passes defensed.

Under Ryans’ guidance in 2018, Warner started all 16 games as a
rookie and led the team with 123 tackles, while adding one forced
fumble, one fumble recovery and six passes defensed. His 123 tack-
les ranked third among all rookies and 12th in the NFL. Warner also
became the first rookie since 2000 to begin his career with 10-or-
more tackles in four consecutive games, according to Gamebook
Statistics. Additionally, Ryans worked with LB Elijah Lee, who set
career highs in tackles (67), sacks (1.0), forced fumbles (one) and
passes defensed (two).

Originally drafted in the second round (33rd overall) by the Hous-
ton Texans in the 2006 NFL Draft, Ryans played for Houston (2006-
11) and the Philadelphia Eagles (2012-15). He appeared in 140 games
(139 starts) throughout his career and registered 735 tackles, 46
passes defensed, 13.5 sacks, 10 fumble recoveries and seven inter-
ceptions.

During his 10-year career, Ryans was named AP Defensive Rookie
of the Year and PFWA Rookie of the Year in 2006, First-Team All-Pro
in 2007 and was selected to the Pro Bowl in 2007 and 20009.

A native of Bessemer, AL, Ryans played linebacker at the University
of Alabama (2002-05). As a senior, he was a unanimous All-Amer-
ican selection, SEC Defensive Player of the Year and earned First-
Team AII-SEC honors in 2005. Ryans also earned defensive MVP
honors in the 2006 Cotton Bowl and was selected as the 2005 Lott
Trophy recipient for his combination of athletic excellence and off-
the-field achievements.

Ryans and his wife, Jamila, have three children: two sons, MJ and
Micah, and one daughter, Xia.

14TH NFLSEASON = 1STWITH 49ERS

Brian Schneider is in his first season as the 49ers special teams co-
ordinator. He joined the 49ers after more than 12 years of experi-
ence as a special teams coordinator in the NFL.

From 2010-20, Schneider worked as the special teams coordinator
of the Seattle Seahawks. Over that span, Seattle’s special teams
units ranked first in the NFL in takeaways (26), second in blocked
kicks (24) and fifth in touchdowns scored (14).

In 2019, Schneider’s units forced three takeaways and blocked
three kicks. P Michael Dickson tied Jeff Feagles and Jon Ryan for
the franchise-record for most punts downed inside the 20 in a sin-
gle season (34). The year prior, K Sebastian Janikowski became
the third player since 1970 to kick three game-winning field goals
with no time left on the clock in a single season. Rookie P Michael
Dickson set the franchise single-season records for punt average
(48.2) and net average (42.5) and became the first rookie punter to
be named AP First-Team All-Pro since Oakland’s Shane Lechler in
2000. He also became the first Seattle punter selected to the Pro
Bowl since Rick Tuten in 1994 and the first rookie punter since Los
Angeles Rams P Dale Hatcher in 1985 to be selected to a Pro Bowl.

WR/KR Tyler Lockett earned AP Second-Team All-Pro honors in
2017, marking the third All-Pro selection of his career. P Jon Ryan
set the club record for consecutive games played at 159 that sea-
son and is the franchise leader in every major punting category
in his 10 seasons played (2008-17). Lockett was named AP Sec-
ond-Team All-Pro in 2016 and K Steven Hauschka left Seattle as its
all-time leader in field goals made (175) and the third-highest field
goal percentage in NFL history (87.2).

In 2015, Schneider coached Lockett to AP First-Team All-Pro honors
as a rookie return specialist. Lockett became the second player in
NFL history (Hall of Famer Gale Sayers) to return a punt and kickoff
for touchdowns and have five receiving touchdowns in the same
season. Lockett returned a kickoff 105 yards for a franchise-record
and his 1,915 combined yards are the fourth-most in a season in
franchise history. Hauschka recorded his fifth-straight season with
100-or-more points scored and was second in the NFL with a made
field goal percentage of 93.5, which included a streak of 19-consec-
utive made field goals (third-longest in franchise history).

In 2014, Hauschka tied the franchise record after connecting on a
58-yard field goal at Carolina. Ryan was named the Special Teams
Player of the Month for September after averaging 48.3 yards per
punt with a 43.3 net average and downing seven of his 12 punts
inside the 20.

During Seattle’s Super Bowl XLVIII championship season in 2013,
Seattle’s special teams was led by its reliable kicking game. Hausch-
ka converted on 33 of 35 field goals for a Seahawks single-season
record 94.3 made field goal percentage. His 143 kicker points also
were the most in Seattle history. He converted 22-consecutive field
goals, the second-longest streak in franchise history. Seattle’s punt
coverage unit allowed only 25 yards through the first 15 games.
In Super Bowl XLVIII, WR Percy Harvin returned and took the sec-
ond-half opening kickoff 87 yards for a touchdown.
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In 2012, Schneider’s unit scored on a blocked punt, kickoff return,
muffed punt and blocked field goal during the season. The blocked
field goal against the 49ers was returned 90 yards, marking the
third-longest field goal block return in NFL history. RB Leon Wash-
ington led the NFC and ranked second in the NFL with a 29.0 kickoff
return average. Ryan set the franchise mark with a 40.8 net punt-
ing average and became the third punter in NFL history to average
60-or-more yards per punt in a single game (four punts for 240
yards versus New England). Hauschka also set a franchise record
making at least one field goal in 14-consecutive games (2011-12).

Ryan continued his consistent play in 2011, breaking his own club
record for highest punting average in a season (46.6) and leading
the NFL with a career-high 34 punts downed inside the 20, which
tied for the second-most in Seattle history. Hauschka converted on
25 of 30 field goal attempts on the season.

In his first season with the Seahawks in 2010, Schneider helped
Washington become an AP Second-Team All-Pro as a kick returner
and helped the team rank third in the NFL with an average start-
ing field position of the 30.2 yard line. The Seahawks kick coverage
ranked fifth in the NFL with opponents starting field position aver-
aged at their own 24.6 yard line. Washington tied for the league-
lead with three kickoff return touchdowns and became the first
player in NFL history to return three kickoffs for touchdowns in two
different seasons (2007). He became the 10th player in NFL histo-
ry to return two kickoffs for touchdowns in a single game. Those
two returns, 101 and 99 yards, helped him become the third player
in NFL history with two touchdowns of 99-plus yards in the same
game.

Seattle’s kickers won Special Teams Player of the Week awards
with K Olindo Mare earning Week 7 honors after connecting on a
Seahawks record five field goals against Arizona. Mare also set a
Seahawks record with 30-consecutive made field goals. Ryan had
27 punts downed inside the 20 and his 27 to one inside the 20 to
touchback ratio led the NFL.
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Schneider joined Seattle following one season (2009) as the spe-
cial teams coordinator at the University of Southern California. The
Trojans averaged 13.6 yards per punt return, as their punt coverage
units held opponents to just 2.1 yards per return. WR Damian Wil-
liams returned 22 punts for 339 yards (15.4 average) and two touch-
downs on the season.

From 2007-08, Schneider was the special teams coordinator for
the Oakland Raiders. In both seasons, P Shane Lechler led the NFL
in punting and was named to the Pro Bowl. In 2006, he coached
special teams and tight ends at lowa State University. Schneider
had a brief stint at the Air Force Academy in early 2007 prior to
being hired by the Raiders that season.

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Schneider joined lowa State after three seasons (2003-05) at UCLA,
working with the linebackers and safeties in addition to the spe-
cial teams.

Bobby Slowik is in his 10th year in the NFL and first as the team’s
offensive passing game coordinator. He spent the 2021 season as
San Francisco’s offensive passing game specialist after working the
previous two seasons (2019-20) as a 49ers offensive assistant and
as the team’s defensive quality control coach for two years (2017-
18). Slowik has also worked in the NFL with Washington as a defen-
sive assistant (2011-13) and video assistant (2010).

The 2021 San Francisco passing attack saw WR Deebo Samuel earn
Associated Press First-Team All-Pro honors and the first Pro Bowl
selection of his career. In 16 games (15 starts), Samuel registered
77 receptions for 1,405 receiving yards (18.2 average) and five re-
ceiving touchdowns. Second-year WR Brandon Aiyuk also added
56 catches for 826 yards and five touchdowns. TE George Kittle
ranked second on the team with71 receptions for 910 yards and six
touchdowns while earning a trip to the Pro Bowl.

With Washington, Slowik worked closely with OLBs Rob Jackson
and Ryan Kerrigan. Jackson started 14 games in 2012 after replac-
ing OLB Brian Orakpo who suffered a season-ending injury. That
season, Jackson registered career highs in tackles (35), sacks (4.5)
and interceptions (four). That same season, Kerrigan earned his first
career Pro Bowl selection after finishing with a then career-high 8.5
sacks and also picked up his second career interception return for
a touchdown.

Slowik assisted Washington’s defense in 2011 as the unit allowed
339.8 yards per game, ranking fifth in the NFC. Washington also
ranked fourth in the NFC, giving up 2211 passing yards per game.

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Anthony Lynn is in his first season as the 49ers assistant head
coach/running backs coach. He joined the 49ers after spending the
2021 season as the offensive coordinator of the Detroit Lions.

The 2021 Lions saw second-year RB D’Andre Swift register career
highs in carries (151) and rushing yards (617) while finishing with
the second-most receptions on the team (62). Rookie WR Amon-Ra
St. Brown led Detroit with 90 catches for 912 yards and five touch-
downs.

Lynn joined the Lions following four seasons (2017-20) as the head
coach of the Los Angeles Chargers. As the Chargers head coach,
Lynn posted a 33-31 (516) record while going 1-1in the postseason.
In his final season with the Chargers in 2020, Lynn worked with
rookie QB Justin Herbert, who set NFL rookie records for most
touchdown passes (31) and most total touchdowns (36) and was
named the 2020 Associated Press Offensive Rookie of the Year and
the PFWA Rookie of the Year. Herbert’s 4,336 passing yards in 2020
were the second-most all time by a rookie.

In 2019, Chargers WR Keenan Allen and LB Melvin Ingram Il went
to their third-consecutive Pro Bowls, while DE Joey Bosa went to his
second Pro Bowl in three seasons with Lynn as head coach. Allen
set a team record for receptions in a single season (104) and the
Chargers had two wide receivers reach 1,000 receiving yards in Al-
len (1,199) and WR Mike Williams (1,001). RB Austin Ekeler finished
with 92 receptions for 993 receiving yards and eight touchdowns.

The 2018 Chargers finished with a 12-4 record, as the franchise
reached the playoffs for the first time since 2013. In Lynn’s first sea-
son with the Chargers in 2017, the team won nine of their final 12
games, including six of the last seven contests, after an 0-4 start.
The nine wins over the 12-game span was the best mark for the
Chargers since the team won the final 11 games of the 2009 season.

Prior to joining the Chargers, Lynn coached for the Buffalo Bills
from 2015-16 as the assistant head coach, in addition to coaching
the running backs. In 2016, Lynn served as the team’s offensive co-
ordinator for the final 14 games, before finishing the season as in-
terim head coach in the team’s final game of the season. In his two
seasons in Buffalo, the Bills led the NFL in rushing yards (2,432 in
2015 & 2,630 in 2016), rushing touchdowns (19 in 2015 & 29 in 2016)
and yards per carry (4.8 in 2015 & 5.3 in 2016).

Lynn went to the Bills after six seasons (2009-14) with the New
York Jets. As assistant head coach/running backs coach in 2014,
the Jets averaged 142.5 rushing yards per game, ranking third in
the NFL. As running backs coach from 2009-13, Lynn worked with
Chris Ivory, who set a career high at the time with a team-high 833
rushing yards in 2013. From 2011-12, RB Shonn Greene racked up
2.117 total rushing yards, the 10th-most among all players over that
span. From 2007-08, Lynn worked as the running backs coach with
the Cleveland Browns. In 2008, RB Jamal Lewis finished the season
with 279 carries for 1,002 yards and four touchdowns. The year pri-
or, Lewis added 298 rushes for 1,304 yards and nine touchdowns in
his first season with Cleveland.
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Lynn joined the Browns following a pair of two-year stints coach-
ing running backs with the Dallas Cowboys (2005-06) and Jack-
sonville Jaguars (2003-04). RB Julius Jones registered the best two
seasons of his career with Lynn as his coach in Dallas, finishing with
993 rushing yards in 2005 followed by a career-high 1,084 rushing
yards on 267 carries in 2006. In 2004, RB Fred Taylor led Jackson-
ville with 1,224 rushing yards. The year prior, Taylor registered a ca-
reer-high 1,572 rushing yards in his first season working with Lynn.
Lynn began his coaching career with the Denver Broncos, where he
worked as an offensive assistant and assistant special teams coach
for three seasons (2000-02).

A native of Celina, TX, Lynn played running back at Texas Tech Uni-
versity where he earned All-Southwest Conference honors, rushing
for 1,911 yards and 17 touchdowns on 481 carries. He entered the
NFL after signing with the New York Giants as an undrafted free
agent in 1992. He later spent time with the Denver Broncos (1993-
94, 1997-99) and the San Francisco 49ers (1995-96). He concluded
his career in Denver where he won back-to-back Super Bowl cham-
pionships (XXXII and XXXIII) with the Broncos, after playing in 83
career games. Lynn is married to his wife, Stacey. He has two chil-
dren, son, D’Anton, and daughter, Danielle. D’Anton played corner-
back at Penn State University, spent training camp with the New
York Jets in 2012 and played for the Canadian Football League’s
Hamilton Tiger-Cats. He is currently the safeties coach with the Bal-
timore Ravens. Danielle is the COO of the Lynn Family Foundation
and is the ambulatory program manager at UT Southwestern Med-
ical Center in Dallas, TX.

1STNFLSEASON = 1STWITH 49ERS
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Stephen Adegoke is in his first season as a 49ers defensive quality
control coach. He joined the 49ers after spending the 2021 season
as a defensive graduate assistant at the University of Michigan.

Last season, Michigan’s defense was led by DL Aidan Hutchinson,
who finished the season with 14.0 sacks and was a consensus
All-American. The Wolverines held opponents to an average of 17
points per game and 330 total yards per game, as Michigan earned
a trip to the College Football Playoff semifinal.

Adegoke went to Michigan following two seasons (2019-20) as a
defensive graduate assistant at the University of Florida. The Ga-
tors defense finished tied for seventh in the country and first in the
SEC with 35 sacks in 2020. Florida also registered 73 tackles for loss
which ranked tied for 21st in the nation and second in the confer-
ence. Florida held opponents to an average of 257.5 passing yards
per game on the season.

A native of Snellville, GA, Adegoke spent three years (2016-18) at
Mississippi State University, where he appeared in 16 games and
registered 14 tackles, three passes defensed, one interception and
one forced fumble as a safety. He transferred to Mississippi State
from San Diego Mesa College where he spent two years (2014-15).
He earned his bachelor’s degree in business administration from
Mississippi State in 2018 and his master’s degree in sport manage-
ment from Florida in 2021.

SAFETIES

Daniel Bullocks is in his sixth season with the 49ers and fourth as
the team’s safeties coach. He spent the previous two seasons (2017-
18) as the 49ers assistant defensive backs coach.

Bullocks and the 49ers defense ranked sixth in the NFL in 2021, al-
lowing 206.5 passing yards per game. This came a year after help-
ing the Niners rank fifth in the NFL in total defense (314.4 yards per
game allowed) and fourth in passing defense (207.9 passing yards
per game allowed) in 2020. Along with leading the NFL in passing
defense in 2019 (169.2 passing yards allowed per game), it marked
the first time the 49ers defense ranked in the top five in the NFL in
passing defense in consecutive seasons since 1976 (fourth - 126.9)
and 1977 (fourth - 113.4). DB Jimmie Ward started a career-high 14
games and registered a career-high 71 tackles, two forced fum-
bles and four passes defensed. DB Tarvarius Moore played in all
16 games (career-high eight starts) and tallied a career-high 49
tackles and one forced fumble, one fumble recovery and one pass
defensed.

In 2019, Bullocks helped the 49ers defense rank first in the NFL in
passing yards allowed per game (169.2), the fewest passing yards
allowed per game in the NFL since 2009 (NYJ - 153.7). It also marked
the first time San Francisco led the NFL in passing yards allowed
per game since 1987 (165.6). The 49ers defense also ranked sec-
ond in the NFL in total yards per game allowed (281.8) and seventh
in both opponent completion percentage (61.3) and opponent
quarterback rating (83.0). Ward started all 13 games in which he
appeared and registered 60 tackles, 1.0 sack and eight passes de-
fensed. S Jaquiski Tartt started a career-high 12 games and tallied
44 tackles, 0.5 sack, two passes defensed, one forced fumble and a
career-high two fumble recoveries.

In 2018, working alongside defensive backs coach Jeff Hafley, the
49ers secondary improved from 22nd in the NFL in passing yards
allowed per game in 2017 to 11th in the league in 2018 (233.3). The
49ers also ranked 10th in the NFL in opponent completion percent-
age (63.5), improving from 20th in the NFL the year prior. In his first
season with San Francisco, CB Richard Sherman helped lead the
49ers secondary as he registered 37 tackles, 1.0 sack and four pass-
es defensed while CB K'Waun Williams led the secondary with 45
tackles.

In 2017, the 49ers secondary continued to improve throughout
the season. Rookie CB Ahkello Witherspoon started the final nine
games and finished the season with 32 tackles and he tied for the
team-lead in both interceptions (two) and passes defensed (sev-
en). Rookie DB Adrian Colbert started each of the last six games he
played and finished with 32 tackles, two forced fumbles, one fum-
ble recovery and five passes defensed. In his first season with San
Francisco, Williams set a career high with 54 tackles while adding
his first career interception, two forced fumbles, one fumble recov-
ery and five passes defensed.
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12TH NFL SEASON (5 PLAVING/7 COACHING) ~ 6TH WITH A9ERS

In 2016, Bullocks served as the assistant defensive backs coach with
the Jacksonville Jaguars where he worked with defensive backs
coach DeWayne Walker and helped the Jaguars pass defense rank
third in fewest yards allowed per pass attempt (6.58) and fifth in
fewest passing yards per game allowed (215.3). CB Jalen Ramsey,
selected fifth overall in the 2016 NFL Draft, started all 16 games for
Jacksonville while leading the team and all rookies with 14 passes
defensed en route to being named to the PFWA All-Rookie team.

Prior to Jacksonville, Bullocks spent one season (2015) as assistant
coach/cornerbacks at Eastern Michigan University. Bullocks helped
EMU improve from 11th in pass defense in 2014 (274.8 pass yards
allowed per game) to second in pass defense (202.8 pass yards al-
lowed per game) in 2015 among Mid-American Conference teams.

Prior to Eastern Michigan, Bullocks spent three seasons (2012-14)
at the University of Northern lowa where he served as assistant
coach/secondary. In three seasons at UNI, Bullocks helped the Pan-
thers reach new heights, spending a combined 23 weeks ranked in
the Football Championship Subdivision (FCS) polls.

During the 2014 campaign, Bullocks’ secondary totaled 17 inter-
ceptions and three players from his defensive backfield were rec-
ognized by the Missouri Valley Football Conference (MVFC) for
all-conference accolades. UNI ranked second in scoring defense
(19.9 points per game allowed), second in total defense (313.6 yards
per game allowed) and fifth in passing defense (206.6 pass yards
allowed per game) among all MVFC teams.

In 2013, Northern lowa ranked second in scoring defense (18.8
points per game allowed), third in total defense (334.5 yards per
game allowed) and fifth in passing defense (202.9 pass yards al-
lowed per game) among all MVFC teams. Under Bullocks’ guid-
ance, CB Ray Mitchell ranked second in the conference with four
interceptions.
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Originally a second-round pick (40th overall) by the Detroit Lions in
the 2006 NFL Draft, Bullocks appeared in 31 games (22 starts) and
totaled 115 tackles, four passes defensed, three fumble recoveries,
one forced fumble and 1.0 sack during his four-year (2006-09) NFL
career with Detroit. In 2008, he was the team’s Ed Block Courage
Award winner and was the recipient of the Chuck Hughes Most Im-
proved Player Award.

Bullocks played collegiately at the University of Nebraska (2001-
05), where he appeared in 48 games at safety. In 2005, he earned
Second-Team All-Big 12 honors and was named to the Big 12 Fall
Commissioner’s Academic Roll in 2005. He earned his degree in
sociology in 2005.

James Cregg is in his first season as a 49ers assistant offensive line
coach. He joined the 49ers after spending after spending three
seasons (2018-20) as the offensive line coach at Louisiana State
University.

In 2020 with LSU, Cregg saw the Tigers rush for an average of 121.7
yards per game. The year prior, LSU had eight players start along
the offensive line with the Tigers using a different starting lineup
on the offensive line in consecutive games until games 8 and 9 in
wins over Auburn and Alabama. C Lloyd Cushenberry, who was lat-
er drafted in the third round of the 2020 NFL Draft by the Denver
Broncos, and RG Damien Lewis, who was later drafted in the third
round of the 2020 NFL Draft by the Seattle Seahawks, started ev-
ery game for the Tigers and both earned All-America honors. LSU’s
offensive line in 2019 helped pave the way for the first offense in
NCAA history to feature a 5,000-yard passer, two 1,000-yard re-
ceivers and a 1,000-yard rusher. LSU’s offense led the country in
both scoring (32.0) and total offense (433.9) and set numerous SEC
and school records on its way to a 15-0 record and a national title.
The Tigers offensive line was also selected as the winner of the Joe
Moore Award for the Most Outstanding Offensive Line Unit in col-
lege football that season.

The 2018 Tigers had an offensive line that returned only two start-
ers (Garrett Brumfield and Saahdiq Charles), as Cregg’s unit helped
pave the way for 1,000-yard rusher RB Nick Brossette. LSU had
eight different players start at least one game on the offensive line
in Cregg’s first season at LSU and the Tigers used a total of seven
combinations on the offensive line in 13 games.

Cregg joined LSU after one season (2017) with the Los Angeles
Chargers where he assisted with an offensive line that allowed the
fewest sacks in the NFL (18) and helped RB Melvin Gordon Il rush
for a career-high 1,105 yards in 2017.

Cregg went to the Chargers following three seasons (2014-16) as
the assistant offensive line coach with the Denver Broncos. In his
first year with the Broncos in 2014, Denver’s offensive line allowed
the fewest sacks in the NFL (17) and ranked fourth in the League
in total offense (402.9 yards per game). T Ryan Clady earned his
fourth-career Pro Bowl selection. The Broncos won Super Bowl 50
in Cregg’s second season in Denver, as the Broncos defeated the
Carolina Panthers, 24-10, at Levi’s Stadium. The Broncos featured
six new additions who made starts along the offensive line. In 2014,
he assisted an offensive line that allowed the fewest sacks in the
NFL (17) and helped the offense finish fourth in total offense (402.9)
and second in scoring offense (30.1).
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From 2010-13, Cregg worked as the offensive line coach at the Uni-
versity of Southern California. Cregg coached First-Team All-Pac-12
selections in each of his four years with the school, including future
NFL first-round picks T Tyron Smith (number nine overall to the Dal-
las Cowboys in 2011) and Matt Kalil (number four overall to the Min-
nesota Vikings in 2012). In 2011, USC finished second in the nation
in sacks allowed (eight), as Kalil was named a First-Team All-Amer-
ican, while G Marcus Martin was a First-Team Freshman All-Ameri-
can. Cregg spent the 2009 season at the University of Tennessee,
where the Volunteers allowed just 12 sacks, tied for fewest on the
SEC.

Cregg first entered the NFL with the Oakland Raiders, working as
the team’s assistant offensive line coach for two seasons (2007-08).
The 2008 Raiders ranked 10th in the NFL, averaging 124.2 rushing
yards per game after finishing the 2007 season with the sixth-best
rushing offense (130.4).

Cregg went to the Raiders following three seasons (2004-06) as
defensive line coach at the University of Idaho. He joined ldaho
after spending the 2000-03 seasons at Colgate University coach-
ing the defensive line. From 1997-99, Cregg worked as a defensive
graduate assistant at Colorado State University.

A native of Norco, CA, Cregg spent four years (1992-95) at Colorado
State, where he was an offensive lineman for the school and start-
ed along the line his final two seasons and earned All-WAC honors
as a senior in 1995. Cregg and his wife, Dayna, have one daughter,

He joined San Francisco after
spending the previous three years with the Miami Dolphins as the
team’s football research analyst (2016) and director of football re-
search (2017-18).

In 2021 working with the tight ends, Fleury saw TE George Kittle
rank second on the team with 71 receptions for 910 yards and six
touchdowns while earning a trip to the Pro Bowl. The year prior, Kit-
tle ranked third on the team with 48 receptions for 634 yards and
two touchdowns, while TE Jordan Reed tallied 26 receptions for 231
yards and four touchdowns. TE Ross Dwelley played in all 16 games
(nine starts) and set single-season career-highs in receptions (19)
and receiving yards (245).

In his roles with the Dolphins, Fleury worked closely with defensive
coordinator Matt Burke to help prepare for upcoming opponents
and follow NFL trends. He assisted the team’s defensive backs in
2018 after assisting the defensive line in 2017 and linebackers in
2016.

Fleury joined Miami from the Cleveland Browns, where he was the
team’s outside linebackers coach in 2015 and assistant linebackers
coach in 2014. In 2015, OLBs Armonty Bryant (5.5) and Christian
Kirksey (3.5) set career highs in sacks. In his first season with the
Browns, Fleury helped coach Paul Kruger to the most productive
season of his career, as he set career highs in tackles (53), sacks
(11.0) and forced fumbles (four). Kruger’s 11.0 sacks tied for the fifth-
most in team history at the time and were the most by a member
of the Browns since 2006. In addition, the Browns finished second
in the NFL with 21 interceptions, while also finishing tied for fourth
in takeaways (29).

Prior to his time in Cleveland, Fleury spent the 2013 season as a
quality control coach for the Buffalo Bills, working with the line-
backers. He helped develop rookie LB Kiko Alonso, who registered
159 tackles, four interceptions, 2.0 sacks, four passes defensed, two
fumble recoveries and one forced fumble and was named PFWA
NFL Defensive Rookie of the Year. The Bills set a franchise record
with 57 sacks, the second-most in the NFL in 2013. Buffalo’s defense
also finished 10th in the NFL in total defense (333.4 yards per game).
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Before Buffalo, Fleury spent four seasons (2009-12) at Towson
University where he served as the special teams coordinator/de-
fensive backs coach. He helped the team achieve top-10 national
rankings in kickoff return yardage (24.28 yards per return) in 2011
and punt return defense (3.46 yards per return) in 2010. Towson
won the Colonial Athletic Association (CAA) in 2011 and earned a
share of the conference title in 2012.

Fleury was an assistant at Sacred Heart University for four seasons,
spending one year (2005) as secondary coach and the following
three (2006-08) as defensive coordinator. In 2008, the Pioneers
posted an 8-3 record, which ranked as the third-highest win total
in the history of the school. Fleury began his coaching career as an
intern and graduate assistant at the University of Maryland from
2003-04. In 2003, the Terrapins went 10-3, earned a victory in the
Gator Bowl and finished 17th in the nation in the final poll.

Fleury began his collegiate career at Maryland before transferring
to Towson, where he played quarterback for four years (1999-
2002) and earned a degree in sport management from the school
in 2002. He and his wife, Natasha, have one daughter, Nadia.

Joe Graves is in his first season as a 49ers assistant offensive line
coach. He joined the 49ers after spending the 2021 season as the
special teams coordinator/tight ends coach at Georgia Southern
University.

The 2021 Eagles saw CB NaJee Thompson earn First-Team All-Amer-
ican honors as a special teams player by Pro Football Network, af-
ter leading the team with 154 plays on special teams. P Anthony
Beck Il finished the season ranked second in the Sun Belt in punting
average (44.3), as he earned Second-Team All-Sun Belt honors. He
also added 17 punts downed inside the 20, which were tied for the
most among Sun Belt punters. TE Beau Johnson led Georgia South-
ern with three touchdown receptions.

Graves joined Georgia Southern after spending three seasons

Brian Griese is in his first season as the 49ers quarterbacks coach.
He joined the 49ers after spending the previous two years (2020-
21) as an analyst on ESPN’s Monday Night Football.

Griese played quarterback at the University of Michigan (1993-97),
where he helped lead the Wolverines to an undefeated record and
a share of the national championship as a senior in 1997. He was
then drafted by the Denver Broncos in the third round (91st overall)
of the 1998 NFL Draft.

Throughout his 11-year NFL playing career with Denver (1998-
2002), the Miami Dolphins (2003), Tampa Bay Buccaneers (2004-
05 & 2008) and Chicago Bears (2006-07), he appeared in 93
games (83 starts) and completed 1,752 of 2,796 career passing
attempts for 19,440 yards and 119 touchdowns. He was part of a
Denver team that won Super Bowl XXXIII under head coach Mike
Shanahan.

WIDE RECEIVERS

Leonard Hankerson is in his first season as the 49ers wide receiv-
ers coach. He spent the 2021 season as an offensive quality control
coach with the team. Hankerson joined the 49ers after spending
two seasons (2019-20) as the outside wide receivers coach at Ste-
phen F. Austin State University.

In 2021 working with the wide receivers, Hankerson saw WR Dee-
bo Samuel earn Associated Press First-Team All-Pro honors and the
first Pro Bowl selection of his career. In 16 games (15 starts), Samuel
registered 77 receptions for 1,405 receiving yards (18.2 average)
and five receiving touchdowns to go along with career-highs in
carries (59), rushing yards (365) and rushing touchdowns (eight).
His eight rushing touchdowns were the most by any player whose
primary position is wide receiver since the merger. Second-year
WR Brandon Aiyuk also added 56 catches for 826 yards and five
touchdowns.

In 2020 at Stephen F. Austin, Hankerson worked with a Lumber-
jack offense that averaged 25.9 points per game. WR Xavier Gipson
led the team in receptions (52), receiving yards (841) and receiving
touchdowns (nine), while WR Remi Simmons added 22 catches for
413 yards (18.8 average) and four touchdowns. In his first season
at SFA, Hankerson coached Gipson, who started all 12 games as a
freshman and finished the season with 52 receptions for 934 yards
and seven touchdowns, as he earned Second-Team All-Southland
honors.

Prior to his time at Stephen F. Austin, Hankerson spent two years
at the University of Massachusetts as the school’s wide receiv-
ers coach (2018) and as an offensive graduate assistant (2017). In
2018, Hankerson coached WR Andy lIsabella, who was named a
Biletnikoff Award Finalist and First-Team All-American after leading
the FBS with a single-season school-record 1,698 receiving yards.
Isabella also ranked second in the country with 102 receptions and
tied for fifth with 13 touchdown receptions. As a graduate assistant
in 2017, Hankerson saw Isabella register 65 receptions for 1,020
yards and 10 touchdowns. He began his coaching career at Palmer
Trinity School (Miami, FL) in 2016, working with the school’s wide
receivers and tight ends.

ASSISTANT SPECIAL TEAMS

Matthew Harper is in his second season as the 49ers assistant spe-
cial teams coach. He joined the 49ers after spending the previous
eight seasons (2013-20) on the Philadelphia Eagles coaching staff.

The 2021 San Francisco special teams were highlighted by K Rob-
bie Gould, who connected on 20 of 23 field goal attempts (87.0%)
and 39 of his 40 extra point attempts (97.5%). Gould was named
NFC Special Teams Player of the Week after making his two field
goal attempts (42 & 24 yards), including the eventual game-winner
in overtime against the Los Angeles Rams in Week 18. He also re-
placed P Mitch Wishnowsky, who left due to injury, and punted for
the first time since 2007, punting twice for an average of 45.0 yards
and one punt downed inside the 20.

San Francisco also had a memorable performance on special teams
in the 49ers NFC Divisional Round victory over the Green Bay Pack-
ers. DB Jimmie Ward blocked a Packers K Mason Crosby 39-yard
field goal attempt and DL Jordan Willis blocked a Packers P Corey
Bojorquez punt. S Talanoa Hufanga recovered the punt blocked
by Willis, and returned it six yards for a touchdown. It marked the
first time a member of the 49ers had returned a blocked punt for a
touchdown in the postseason in franchise history. Gould connect-
ed on field goals of 29 and 45 yards, with his 45-yard field goal com-
ing as time expired for a walk-off win.

Harper served as an assistant wide receivers coach with the Ea-
gles from 2019-20. In 2020, he coached WR Travis Fulgham, who
registered 38 receptions for a team-high 539 yards and four touch-
downs. WR Greg Ward, who signed with the Eagles as an undraft-
ed free agent the year prior, led the team with six touchdown re-
ceptions to go along with 53 catches for 419 yards. In 2019, Harper
worked with Ward, who had the most receptions (28) and receiving
yards (254) among wide receivers over the final six games of the
regular season.

Prior to becoming an assistant wide receivers coach, Harper spent
five seasons (2013-14 and 2016-18) as the Eagles assistant special
teams coach. Working alongside special teams coordinator Dave
Fipp, Harper helped P Cameron Johnston set single-season fran-
chise records in both gross punting average (48.2) and net punting
average (42.7), as he ranked third and fourth in the NFL in both cat-
egories in 2018. In 2017, rookie K Jake Elliott kicked the longest field
goal in franchise history and NFL rookie history in both the regular
season [61 yards vs. NYG (9/24/17)] and postseason [53 yards vs.
Atl. (NFC-D) (1/13/18)1. Elliott also kicked the two longest field goals
by a rookie in Super Bowl history (42 and 46 yards) as Philadelphia
earned a 41-33 victory over the New England Patriots in Super Bowl

The Eagles ranked second in the NFL in 2016 as the team averaged
a franchise-record 27.3 yards per kickoff return, led the league with
five kickoff returns of 50-or-more yards and were the only team to
record multiple kickoff returns for touchdowns (two). Additionally,
Philadelphia ranked second in the NFL in punt return average (12.9)
that season. K Caleb Sturgis connected on a career-high 35 field
goals, marking the most in single-season franchise history in his
first full season as the Eagles kicker.

The 2014 Eagles special teams accounted for a franchise-best and
NFL-leading seven touchdowns (three blocked punt returns, two
kickoff returns and two punt returns) and a league-high six blocked
kicks. That season, PR Darren Sproles earned Associated Press Sec-
ond-Team All-Pro and Pro Bowl honors for the first time in his ca-
reer after leading the NFL in punt return average (13.0), punt return
yards (506) and punt returns for touchdowns (two). Rookie K Cody
Parkey registered the most points in a single season by a rookie
in franchise history (150) as he finished second in the NFL. Along
with Sproles, Parkey and LS Jon Dorenbos also earned Pro Bowl
honors that season. In 2013, P Donnie Jones set team records in
net punting average (40.5), single-game net punting average (50.7)
and punts downed inside the 20 (33). Throughout the season,
Jones was named NFC Special Teams Player of the Week honors in
consecutive games.

Harper also worked as Philadelphia’s assistant defensive backs
coach in 2015, as he was part of a defensive staff that had the 10th-
ranked unit in total takeaways (26) and interceptions (15). S Mal-
colm Jenkins, who earned his first trip to the Pro Bowl in 2015 after
posting career and team highs in tackles (120), passes defensed
(15) and forced fumbles (three).
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Before joining Philadelphia, Harper spent four years with the Uni-
versity of Oregon as a graduate assistant (2012) and coaching in-
tern (2009-11) with the school. As a coaching intern he worked with
the school’s wide receivers and special teams unit for three sea-
sons and later worked with tight ends and special teams following
a move to graduate assistant in 2012. Harper began his coaching
career at City College of San Francisco as safeties coach in 2008.
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A native of Union City, CA, Harper attended Oregon for two years
(2006-07), where he registered 98 tackles, 12 passes defensed,
three interceptions, 2.0 sacks and two forced fumbles as a defen-
sive back for the Ducks. He transferred to Oregon after spending
two years at City College of San Francisco (2004-05). In 2005, he
earned First-Team All-Nor-Cal Conference and All-America honors
after picking up 95 tackles and seven interceptions. Harper is the
son of LB Willie Harper, who was originally drafted by San Francisco
in the second round (41st overall) of the 1973 NFL Draft. He spent 11
seasons with the 49ers, is a member of the 49ers Ten-Year Club and
was a part of the Super Bowl XVI Championship team.

Andrew Hayes-Stoker is in his second season as a 49ers defensive
quality control coach. He joined the 49ers after spending the previ-
ous five seasons (2016-20) as the wide receivers coach at the Uni-
versity of lllinois.

Hayes-Stoker and the 49ers defense ranked third in the NFL in 2021,
allowing 310.0 total yards per game. San Francisco also was sixth in
the NFL, surrendering 206.5 passing yards per game. The Niners
forced 22 fumbles on defense in 2021, the most in the NFL and the
most in a single season by the 49ers since 1994.

The 2020 Fighting lllini averaged 349.0 total yards per game as WR
Josh Imatorbhebhe led the team with 22 receptions for 297 yards
and three touchdowns. In 2019, Hayes-Stoker helped lllinois reach
the 2019 Redbox Bowl held at Levi’s Stadium, marking the school’s
first trip to a bowl game in five years. lllinois averaged 26.7 points
per game that season, as Imatorbhebhe finished the season with 33
catches for 634 yards and nine touchdowns. His nine touchdown
receptions were the second-most in lllinois history. Hayes-Stoker
helped lllinois offense move up 64 spots nationally in total yards
per game average (408.7) in 2018. In his second year at lllinois in
2017, Hayes-Stoker coached freshman WR Ricky Smalling, who fin-
ished the season with 33 receptions for 406 yards and five touch-
downs, becoming the fourth true freshman in program history to
lead the lllini in receiving yards. In 2016, he helped WR Malik Turner
lead the team in receptions (48), receiving yards (712) and receiving
touchdowns (six). Turner’s six touchdown receptions ranked sev-
enth in the Big Ten that season.

Hayes-Stoker joined lllinois after two seasons (2014-15) as the wide
receivers coach with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers. The 2015 Bucca-
neers wide receivers were led by second-year player WR Mike Ev-
ans. Evans finished the season with 74 receptions for 1,206 yards
(16.3 average) and three touchdowns. His 1,206 receiving yards
ranked 11th in the NFL and fifth in the NFC that season.

In 2014, Hayes-Stoker coached multiple record-breaking perfor-
mances from Buccaneers wide receivers. As a rookie, Evans re-
corded 68 receptions for 1,051 yards and 12 touchdowns. His 12
receiving touchdowns were a franchise record and tied for the
fourth-most in the NFL that season, while tying for the third-most
by a rookie since the 1970. Evans’ 1,051 receiving yards were the
second-most ever by a Buccaneers rookie and the ninth-most by
a rookie since the merger. He became one of 15 rookies to break
the 1,000-yard receiving mark during that time span. WR Vincent
Jackson finished the season with a team-high 70 receptions for
1,002 yards and two touchdowns. Evans and Jackson became the
first Buccaneers teammates to each have 1,000-or-more receiving
yards in the same season.
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Prior to his time in Tampa Bay, Hayes-Stoker spent the 2013 sea-
son at Florida International University as running backs coach. He
first entered the NFL after spending seven seasons under Lovie
Smith with the Chicago Bears as a football operations assistant
(2006-09), offensive quality control coach (2010-11) and the offen-
sive assistant/wide receivers coach (2012). Hayes-Stoker began his
coaching career as an offensive quality control graduate assistant
at Texas A&M (2005) after spending 2004 as a recruiting assistant
at his alma mater, Texas Christian University.

A native of Arlington, TX, Hayes-Stoker played running back at TCU
(1999-2002), where he was a two-time team captain and earned
All-American academic honors. He graduated from the school with
a bachelor’s degree in business administration and a master’s de-
gree in education.

LINEBACKERS

Johnny Holland is in his sixth season with the 49ers and third as
the team’s linebackers coach. He previously served as the team’s
linebackers coach in 2017. Holland served as the 49ers run game
specialist/outside linebackers coach from 2018-20.

Holland and the 49ers defense ranked third in the NFL in 2021, al-
lowing 310.0 total yards per game. San Francisco also was sixth in
the NFL, surrendering 206.5 passing yards per game. The Niners
forced 22 fumbles on defense in 2021, the most in the NFL and the
most in a single season by the 49ers since 1994.

Holland helped the 49ers defense rank fifth in the NFL in total
yards allowed per game (359.0) and seventh in rush defense (118.9)
in 2020. LB Fred Warner earned Associated Press First-Team All-
Pro honors and the first Pro Bowl selection of his career. LB Dre
Greenlaw ranked second on the team with 83 tackles, while adding
1.0 sack and one pass defensed. LB Azeez Al-Shaair played in all 16
games (five starts) and set career-highs in tackles (34), sacks (1.0),
interceptions (one), forced fumbles (one) and passed defensed
(two).

In 2019, Holland helped guide San Francisco’s defense which
ranked second in the NFL in total yards allowed per game (281.8),
the fewest total yards allowed per game by the team since 1997
(250.8). Rookie LB Dre Greenlaw played in all 16 games (10 starts)
and tallied 87 tackles, 1.0 sack, one interception and two passes de-
fensed as he was named to the PFWA All-Rookie team. In his first
season with the 49ers, LB Kwon Alexander started all eight games
in which he appeared and registered 34 tackles, 0.5 sack, one inter-
ception, one forced fumble and two passes defensed.

In 2018, Holland helped the 49ers run defense rank seventh in the
NFL in rushing yards allowed per play (4.09). The defense also im-
proved from tied for 21st in the NFL in 2017 to 14th in rushing yards
allowed per game (113.4). The 113.4 rushing yards allowed per game
were the fewest allowed by the team since 2014 (100.8). Under Hol-
land’s tutelage, LB Mark Nzeocha set career highs in tackles (17),
sacks (1.0), forced fumbles (one) and passes defensed (one).

Holland worked with the 49ers linebackers in 2017, passing on wis-
dom from his seven-year playing career and almost two decades of
coaching experience. Rookie LB Reuben Foster finished second on
the team with 72 tackles and LB Brock Coyle played in all 16 games,
setting career highs in starts (10), tackles (62), forced fumbles (one)
and passes defensed (one), while also adding 0.5 sack.

In 2016, Holland was the inside linebackers coach with the Cleve-
land Browns. He worked with a linebacking corps that was led by
LBs Christian Kirksey and Demario Davis. In his first season as a
full-time starter, Kirksey registered a career-high 143 tackles, the
fifth-most in the NFL according to Gamebook Statistics. After sign-
ing with the Browns as a free agent, Davis finished second on the
team with 99 tackles.

Holland went to Cleveland following three seasons (2013-15) in
the Canadian Football League (CFL). He served as the lineback-
ers coach with the B.C. Lions from 2014-15 and the Saskatchewan
Roughriders in 2013, helping guide the Roughriders to a Grey Cup
win in his lone season with the team.

Before his time in the CFL, Holland was linebackers coach with the
Oakland Raiders (2012) after one season (2011) with the Virginia De-
stroyers of the United Football League (UFL), helping the team win
the league championship.

Holland served as linebackers coach for five seasons (2006-10)
with the Houston Texans. Under Holland’s tutelage, LB DeMeco Ry-
ans (2006) and LB Brian Cushing (2009) each earned Associated
Press Defensive Rookie of the Year honors. In 2009, Cushing regis-
tered 133 tackles, according to Gamebook Statistics, four sacks and
four interceptions as the Texans reached nine wins, the highest
total in franchise history at the time. In 2006, Ryan finished with
156 tackles, according to Gamebook Statistics, the most by an NFL
rookie in 20 years.

Prior to working in Houston, Holland spent three seasons with
the Detroit Lions. He began with Detroit as a defensive assistant
from 2003-04 before moving to linebackers coach in 2005. He
also spent three seasons with the Seattle Seahawks as the team’s
assistant special teams/assistant strength and conditioning coach
(2000) and linebackers coach (2001-02).

Holland began coaching in the NFL as a defensive quality con-
trol coach with the Green Bay Packers from 1995-97. In 1998, he
coached the Packers special teams and later spent one season
(1999) as the team’s linebackers coach. He was part of Green Bay’s
staff that won back-to-back NFC Championships, including a victo-
ry in Super Bowl XXXI.
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Originally a second-round (41st overall) draft pick by the Packers
in the 1987 NFL Draft, Holland played seven seasons (1987-93) with
the Packers where he registered 100-or-more tackles in each of
his final six seasons. In 1992, he led Green Bay with 145 tackles and
helped the team to its first playoff victory in 11 years. Holland was
inducted in the Packers Hall of Fame in 2001.

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DEFENSIVE LINE

Kris Kocurek (KO-SIR-ick) is in his fourth season as the 49ers defen-
sive line coach. He joined San Francisco after spending the 2018
season as the defensive line coach with the Miami Dolphins.

Kocurek and the 49ers defense ranked third in the NFL in 2021, al-
lowing 310.0 total yards per game. San Francisco also was sixth in
the NFL, surrendering 206.5 passing yards per game. The Niners
forced 22 fumbles on defense in 2021, the most in the NFL and the
most in a single season by the 49ers since 1994. DL Nick Bosa fin-
ished the season leading the team with a career-high 15.5 sacks. His
sack total ranked fourth in the NFL among all players as he was se-
lected to the Pro Bowl. Kocurek also worked closely with DL Arden
Key, who registered a career-high 6.5 sacks on the year.

Kocurek helped the 49ers defense rank fifth in the NFL total yards
allowed per game (359.0) and seventh in rush defense (118.9) in
2020. Rookie Javon Kinlaw registered 33 tackles, 1.5 sacks, one in-
terception (which was returned for a touchdown) and four passes
defensed. DL Arik Armstead tallied 49 tackles, 3.5 sacks and a ca-
reer-high three passes defensed, while DL Kerry Hyder Jr. set ca-
reer highs in tackles (49) and sacks (8.5).

In 2019, Kocurek helped the 49ers defense rank second in the NFL
in total yards allowed per game (281.8), the fewest total yards al-
lowed per game by the team since 1997 (250.8). San Francisco also
ranked tied for fifth in the NFL in sacks (48.0), the most by the team
in a single season since 1998 (51.0). With DLs Arik Armstead (10.0),
Nick Bosa (9.0), DeForest Buckner (7.5) and Dee Ford (6.5), the
49ers were the only team in the NFL to have four-or-more players
with 6.5-or-more sacks in 2019. Bosa, who played in all 16 games (14
starts) and registered 47 tackles, 9.0 sacks, one interception, one
forced fumble, two fumble recoveries and two passes defensed,
was named Defensive Rookie of the Year by the Associated Press
and the PFWA, and Rookie of the Year by Sporting News, PFWA and
Pepsi. He was also hamed to the PFWA All-Rookie Team and was
named a starter in the Pro Bowl.

With the Dolphins, Kocurek coached DE Robert Quinn and DE Cam-
eron Wake who registered 6.5 and 6.0 sacks respectively. Quinn’s
6.5 sacks in his first season with Miami were his second-most in a
single season since 2015.

Prior to Miami, Kocurek spent nine years with the Detroit Lions, first
as the team’s assistant defensive line coach (2009), followed by
eight seasons as defensive line coach (2010-17). In his first season
leading the defensive line, Kocurek played a vital role in DT Nda-
mukong Suh’s Defensive Rookie of the Year award and helped de-
velop him into a three-time AP First-Team All-Pro (2010 & 2013-14)
and three-time Pro Bowl (2011 & 2013-14) selection. Suh’s 36.0 sacks
as a member of the Lions are the most in franchise history among
defensive tackles.

While Kocurek was the Lions defensive line coach from 2010-17,
Detroit’s defensive linemen registered 250.0 sacks, which was the
fourth-most by a defensive line in the NFL during that timespan. His
defensive linemen also ranked fourth in forced fumbles (57) and
ninth in passes defensed (82) over that eight-year period as well.

Under Kocurek’s tutelage in 2017, DE Ezekiel Ansah tied for eighth
inthe NFL with12.0 sacks. During that same year, DE Anthony Zettel
started all 16 games and finished with a career-high 6.5 sacks in his
second NFL season, while DT A'Shawn Robinson ranked eighth
among NFL interior defensive linemen with 53 tackles and tied for
the league lead with six passes defensed.

The 2016 Lions earned an NFC Wild Card berth as Kocurek helped
develop undrafted free agent DE Kerry Hyder into the team leader
with 8.0 sacks in 16 games played.

In 2015, Ansah set a career high with 14.5 sacks for the Lions. His
sack total led the NFC and ranked third in the NFL, as Ansah earned
his first Pro Bowl selection and AP Second-Team All-Pro honors. An-
sah also forced four fumbles, which was tied for second in the NFL.

In 2014, Kocurek assisted a Lions defense that finished the season
ranking first in the NFL in rushing yards allowed per game (69.3).
Detroit’s 69.3 rushing yards allowed per game was the second-low-
est in the NFL over the previous 10 seasons, trailing Pittsburgh’s
2010 defense (62.8). The Lions ranked eighth in the NFL with 42.0
sacks that season as Detroit earned an NFC Wild Card berth after
an 11-5 finish.

Suh earned AP First-Team All-Pro honors and a Pro Bowl selection
in 2013 after ranking second among NFL defensive tackles with six
passes defensed to go along with 5.5 sacks. The Lions defense al-
lowed 99.8 rushing yards per game, ranking sixth in the NFL. Ansah
led all NFL rookies with a team-high 8.0 sacks.

In 2012, Suh was second among NFL interior defensive linemen
with 8.0 sacks and earned AP Second-Team All-Pro honors and his
second Pro Bowl selection, while DE Cliff Avril led the team with 9.5
sacks.
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The 2011 Lions finished tied for 10th in the NFL with 41.0 sacks. De-
troit went 10-6 and earned an NFC Wild Card spot. Suh again earned
AP First-Team All-Pro honors as Avril led the team and tied for 11th
in the NFL with 11.0 sacks. His sack total was the second-highest of
Avril’s career in a single season.

Kocurek was promoted to defensive line coach in 2010, where he
helped the Lions finish sixth in the NFL with 44.0 sacks, an improve-
ment from 29th in the league (26.0 sacks) the year prior. He worked
closely with Detroit’s first-round pick, Suh, who led the team and all
NFL defensive tackles with 10.0 sacks that season, the most by an
NFL rookie interior defensive lineman since 2003, when Minneso-
ta’s Kevin Williams registered 10.5. Suh’s 10.0 sacks were the most
by a Lions defensive tackle since Henry Thomas had 10.5 in 1995.
Suh’s 66 tackles were fourth on the team and fifth among NFL de-
fensive tackles. He became the first rookie defensive tackle to ever
earn AP All-Pro honors and the first rookie defensive lineman to do
so since Tennessee’s Jevon Kearse in 1999. He was also named AP
Defensive Rookie of the Year, becoming the sixth defensive tackle
to win the honor and first since Miami’s Tim Bowens in 1994.

Kocurek originally entered the NFL in 2009 as Detroit’s assistant
defensive line coach. He helped DT Sammie Hill start as a rookie af-
ter being a fourth-round selection from Division Il Stillman College.
Hill finished the season with 26 tackles and two fumble recoveries
in 13 games.

Prior to Detroit, Kocurek served as the defensive line coach at
Stephen F. Austin State University (2008), assistant head coach/
defensive line coach at West Texas A&M University (2007) and de-
fensive line coach at Texas A&M University-Commerce (2006). At
West Texas A&M in 2007, the Buffaloes won the Lone Star Confer-
ence and led the league in scoring defense (19.5 points per game).
At Texas A&M University-Commerce in 2006, Kocurek helped the
team’s defense lead the LSC in scoring and total yards allowed. He
began his coaching career as a graduate assistant at Texas A&M
University-Kingsville (2004-05) and a graduate assistant at Texas
Tech (2003).

A native of Rockdale, TX, Kocurek was originally drafted in the sev-
enth-round (237th overall) of the 2001 NFL Draft by the Seattle Se-
ahawks as a defensive lineman. Following his release from the Se-
ahawks prior to the 2001 season, he was signed to the Tennessee
Titans practice squad and was later promoted to the team’s active
roster and appeared in one game with Tennessee in 2001 before
spending the 2002 season on the Injured Reserve List.

Klay Kubiak is in his first season as the 49ers assistant quarterbacks
coach. He served as a defensive quality control coach with the
team in 2021. Kubiak joined the 49ers after spending the previous
three years (2018-20) as the head coach at Strake Jesuit College
Preparatory (Houston, TX). He also served as the school’s offensive
coordinator from 2013-15 and for the 2017 season.

Kubiak and the 49ers defense ranked third in the NFL in 2021, al-
lowing 310.0 total yards per game. San Francisco also was sixth in
the NFL, surrendering 206.5 passing yards per game. The Niners
forced 22 fumbles on defense in 2021, the most in the NFL and the
most in a single season by the 49ers since 1994.

During his three seasons as head coach at Strake Jesuit, Kubiak led
the Crusaders to a 24-11 record and a playoff appearance in each
season. Kubiak is the only coach in the school’s history to win dou-
ble-digit games as part of the University Interscholastic League
(UIL), which Jesuit joined in 2003.

A native of Houston, TX, Kubiak is the son of longtime NFL coach,
and former 49ers quarterbacks coach, Gary Kubiak. His brother,
Klint, is the offensive coordinator of the Minnesota Vikings. Kubiak
is married to his wife, Marissa.

Kubiak attended Colorado State University where he was a quar-
terback for the Rams from 2007-10. He majored in English at the
school and would later earn a master’s degree in the subject from
Texas Christian University in 2013.

August Mangin is in his second season with the 49ers and first as
the team’s special teams quality control/game management spe-
cialist. He spent his first season with the team as special teams
quality control coach in 2021. He joined the 49ers after spending
the previous two seasons (2019-20) as a lead defensive analyst at
Louisiana State University.

The 2021 San Francisco special teams were highlighted by K Rob-
bie Gould, who connected on 20 of 23 field goal attempts (87.0%)
and 39 of his 40 extra point attempts (97.5%). Gould was named
NFC Special Teams Player of the Week after making his two field
goal attempts (42 & 24 yards), including the eventual game-winner
in overtime against the Los Angeles Rams in Week 18. He also re-
placed P Mitch Wishnowsky, who left due to injury, and punted for
the first time since 2007, punting twice for an average of 45.0 yards
and one punt downed inside the 20.

San Francisco also had a memorable performance on special teams
in the 49ers NFC Divisional Round victory over the Green Bay Pack-
ers. DB Jimmie Ward blocked a Packers K Mason Crosby 39-yard
field goal attempt and DL Jordan Willis blocked a Packers P Corey
Bojorquez punt. S Talanoa Hufanga recovered the punt blocked
by Willis, and returned it six yards for a touchdown. It marked the
first time a member of the 49ers had returned a blocked punt for a
touchdown in the postseason in franchise history. Gould connect-
ed on field goals of 29 and 45 yards, with his 45-yard field goal com-
ing as time expired for a walk-off win.

Last season, LSU’s defense was led by freshman CB Eli Ricks who
registered a team-high four interceptions to go along with 20 tack-
les. Senior OLB Andre Anthony also added 5.5 sacks and 24 tackles.
In his first season with LSU in 2019, Mangin and the Tigers capped
off a memorable season with a 42-25 victory over the University of
Clemson to win the CFP National Championship. LSU finished 15-0,
as the team allowed an average of 21.9 points per game and just
222.7 passing yards per game.

Mangin went to LSU following one season (2018) as a special teams
analyst at the University of Alabama. The Crimson Tide finished the
season with a 14-1 record, which included a trip to the College Foot-
ball Playoff. Alabama averaged 45.6 points per game and allowed
just 18.1 points per game on the year.
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From 2014-17, Mangin served as the special teams coordinator and
a different position coach each season at Northwestern State Uni-
versity, his second stint with the school, having coached as a grad-
uate assistant special teams/tight ends coach in 2011. Throughout
his time with the Demons, Mangin coached special teams players
WR Ed Eagan and K Chris Moore. In 2014, Eagan set single-season
school records in kickoff returns (45) and kickoff return yardage
(1,045) and earned Associated Press Second-Team All-America
honors as an all-purpose player and Special Teams Player of the
Year honors from the College Sports Network. Eagan also finished
his career as Northwestern State’s all-time leader in kickoff return
yardage (2,125). As a junior in 2014, Moore set school single-season
records for field goal attempts (26), made extra points (42) and ex-
tra point attempts (43). As a senior in 2015, Moore connected on 16
of 19 field goal attempts and 35 of 37 extra points. He finished his
career as Northwestern State’s all-time leading scorer (248 points)
and set the school record for career field goals (45). Northwestern
State’s punt coverage unit led the NCAA in punt return defense
during Mangin’s first season back with the school in 2014, allow-
ing nine punt return yards all season. From 2014-15, the Demons
allowed a total of 85 punt return yards.
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Prior to joining Northwestern State for the second time, Mangin
spent the 2012-13 seasons as a graduate assistant special teams/
tight ends coach at LSU under longtime NFL special teams coach
Thomas McGaughey. The Tigers saw future NFL Draft choices WR
Odell Beckham, Jr. and S Tyrann Mathieu earn All-America honors
as returners, with K Drew Alleman being named Second-Team All-
SECin 2012.

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Asauni Rufus is in his first season as a 49ers offensive quality con-
trol coach. He joined the 49ers after spending the 2021 season as a
defensive quality control coach at Vanderbilt University.

Last season, Vanderbilt’s defense was led by LB Anfernee Orji, who
finished the season with a team-high 93 tackles, one forced fumble
and one pass defensed. LB Ethan Barr and S Dashaun Jerkins each
registered three interceptions on the year.

Rufus went to Vanderbilt following two seasons at the University
of Notre Dame as a special teams analyst (2020) and graduate as-
sistant (2019). The 2020 Irish special teams saw freshman RB Chris
Tyree lead the ACC in kickoff return yards (456), as he averaged
20.7 yards per return. In 2019, K Jonathan Doerer made each of his
57 extra points while connecting on 17 of 20 field goals attempts,
including two from 50-or-more yards. His 108 points scored on the
season were the most in a single season in Notre Dame history. LS
John Shannon earned the Mannelly Award following the 2019 sea-
son, given to the top snapper in the country.

Nick Sorensen is in his first season as the 49ers defensive assistant
coach. He joined the 49ers after spending the 2021 season as the
special teams coordinator of the Jacksonville Jaguars.

The Jaguars special teams unit in 2021 saw the kickoff return team
average 22.2 yards per return and one return for a touchdown.
Jacksonville was one of eight teams to register a kickoff return for
atouchdown in 2021. WR Jamal Agnew returned 22 kickoffs for 525
yards (23.9 average), including a return of 102 yards for a touch-
down. He was named AFC Special Teams Player of the Month for
the month of September.

Prior to his time in Jacksonville, Sorensen spent eight years with
the Seattle Seahawks as a special teams assistant (2013-16), sec-
ondary coach (2017-19) and secondary coach/nickel specialist
(2020). In 2020, CB Shaquill Griffin earned his first career selection
to the Pro Bowl after leading the team with 12 passes defensed to
go along with three interceptions. The 2019 Seahawks finished tied
for fifth in the NFL with 16 interceptions on the season. The year pri-
or, S Bradley McDougald and S Earl Thomas each registered three
interceptions. In 2017, Seattle held their opponents to an average
of 209.2 passing yards per game, ranking second in the NFC and
sixth in the NFL.

WR/KR Tyler Lockett was named AP Second-Team All-Pro in 2016
and K Steven Hauschka left Seattle as its all-time leader in field
goals made (175) and the third-highest field goal percentage in
NFL history (87.2). In 2015, Sorensen helped coach Lockett to AP
First-Team All-Pro honors as a rookie return specialist. Lockett be-
came the second player in NFL history (Hall of Famer Gale Sayers)
to return a punt and kickoff for touchdowns and have five receiv-
ing touchdowns in the same season. Lockett returned a kickoff 105
yards for a franchise-record and his 1,915 combined yards are the
fourth-most in a season in franchise history. Hauschka recorded
his fifth-straight season with 100-or-more points scored and was
second in the NFL with a made field goal percentage of 93.5, which
included a streak of 19-consecutive made field goals (third-longest
in franchise history).

In 2014, Sorensen saw Hauschka tie the franchise record after con-
necting on a 58-yard field goal at Carolina. P Jon Ryan was named
the Special Teams Player of the Month for September after averag-
ing 48.3 yards per punt with a 43.3 net average and downing seven
of his 12 punts inside the 20.
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During Seattle’s Super Bowl XLVIII championship season in 2013

Seattle’s special teams was led by its reliable kicking game. Hausch-
ka converted on 33 of 35 field goals for a Seahawks single-season
record 94.3 made field goal percentage. His 143 kicker points also
were the most in Seattle history. He converted 22-consecutive field
goals, the second-longest streak in franchise history. Seattle’s punt
coverage unit allowed only 25 yards through the first 15 games.
In Super Bowl XLVIII, WR Percy Harvin returned and took the sec-
ond-half opening kickoff 87 yards for a touchdown.

Sorensen began his coaching career in 2012 as a defensive quality
control coach at Youngstown State University after playing safety
in the NFL for 10 seasons with the St. Louis Rams (2001-02), Jag-
uars (2003-06) and Cleveland Browns (2007-10) and registered 133
special teams tackles. He played in Super Bowl XXXVI as a member
of the Rams.

A native of Winter Haven, FL, Sorensen attended Virginia Tech for
four years (1997-2000), beginning his career at quarterback and
later transitioning to safety and linebacker during his junior and se-
nior seasons. He was a part of the Virginia Tech team that went to
the National Championship game in 1999. In his final two seasons
with the Hokies, he recorded 117 total tackles, 10 tackles for loss and
one interception. Sorensen and his wife, Danielle, have two sons,
Nash and Stone.

Darryl Tapp is in his second season as the 49ers assistant defensive
line coach. He joined the 49ers after spending the 2020 season as
the co-defensive line coach at Virginia Tech.

Tapp and the 49ers defense ranked third in the NFL in 2021, al-
lowing 310.0 total yards per game. San Francisco also was sixth in
the NFL, surrendering 206.5 passing yards per game. The Niners
forced 22 fumbles on defense in 2021, the most in the NFL and the
most in a single season by the 49ers since 1994. DL Nick Bosa fin-
ished the season leading the team with a career-high 15.5 sacks. His
sack total ranked fourth in the NFL among all players as he was
selected to the Pro Bowl. Tapp also worked closely with DL Arden
Key, who registered a career-high 6.5 sacks on the year.

The 2020 Hokies defense finished the year with 36.0 sacks, as DL
Amaré Barno and DL Justus Reed tied for the team lead with 6.5
sacks apiece. Barno, who transitioned from linebacker to the de-
fensive line that season, also added 43 tackles, 16.0 tackles for loss,
two passes defensed, two forced fumbles and one fumble recovery
and earned Honorable Mention All-ACC honors.

Tapp joined Virginia Tech after spending the 2019 season as a spe-
cial teams quality control coach at Vanderbilt University. The Com-
modores punt team averaged 42.2 yards per punt, with the field
goal units connecting on 10 of 12 attempts on the season. He first
entered the collegiate coaching ranks at Central Michigan Univer-
sity in 2018, where he was a defensive quality control coach. The
CMU defense allowed an average of 27.3 points per game that sea-
son and registered 29.0 sacks and 12 fumble recoveries. DL Mike
Danna led the team with 9.5 sacks to go along with 66 tackles,
three forced fumbles, three fumble recoveries and one pass de-
fensed and earned First-Team All-Mid-American honors.

Prior to his time at Central Michigan, Tapp began coaching as an
intern with the New Orleans Saints in 2017. Working with the team’s
defensive line, Tapp saw DE Cameron Jordan set a then-career high
with 13.0 sacks to go along with 11 passes defensed which were the
most in the NFL among defensive linemen. Jordan was selected to
the Pro Bowl and was named Associated Press First-Team All-Pro
for the first time in his career.
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Tapp was drafted by the Seattle Seahawks in the second round
(63rd overall) of the 2006 NFL Draft. Throughout his 12-year NFL
career with the Seahawks (2006-09), Philadelphia Eagles (2010-12),
Washington Football Team (2013), Detroit Lions (2014-15), New Or-
leans Saints (2016) and Tampa Bay Buccaneers (2017), he appeared
in 165 games (39 starts) and registered 316 tackles, 29.0 sacks, 20
passes defensed, 11 forced fumbles, 10 fumble recoveries and two
interceptions (one returned for a touchdown). He also appeared in
six postseason contests (two starts) and added 15 tackles, 2.0 sacks
and two forced fumbles.

A native of Chesapeake, VA, Tapp spent four years (2002-05) at
Virginia Tech, where he appeared in 53 games and registered 187
tackles and 23.5 sacks and earned a degree in marketing. He was
inducted into the Virginia Tech Sports Hall of Fame in 2018. He is
married to his wife, Tiffany, and has one daughter, Taylor, and one
son, Duece.

Cory Undlinis in his second season as the 49ers defensive passing
game specialist/secondary coach. He joined the 49ers after spend-
ing the 2020 season as the defensive coordinator of the Detroit
Lions.

Undlin and the 49ers defense ranked sixth in the NFL in 2021, allow-
ing 206.5 passing yards per game. San Francisco saw eight differ-
ent players record an interception on the season, as CB Emmanuel
Moseley finished with a career-high 11 passes defensed and one
interception.

In his one season with Detroit in 2020, Undlin worked with DE Ro-
meo Okwara, who finished the year with 10.0 sacks. He was one of
four players in the NFL to have at least 10.0 sacks, 10 tackles for loss
(11), three forced fumbles and one fumble recovery on the season.
LB Jamie Collins Sr. was one of three players in the NFL to produce
at least 100 tackles, three forced fumbles, 1.0 sack and an intercep-
tion in 2020.

Undlin joined the Lions after spending the previous five seasons
(2015-19) as the defensive backs coach of the Philadelphia Eagles.
In 2019, Undlin’s defensive backs registered 82 passes defensed,
the sixth-most in the NFL. CB Avonte Maddox (10) and CB Sidney
Jones (eight) finished with career highs in the category, with each
appearing in 12 games that season. The defensive backs as a whole
also racked up 7.5 sacks, which were tied for the most among safe-
ties and cornerbacks. The 2018 Eagles defensive backs were led by
S Malcom Jenkins, who was selected to the Pro Bowl after he regis-
tered 93 tackles, eight passes defensed, three forced fumbles, one
fumble recovery, one interception and 1.0 sack.

In 2017, the Eagles defense accounted for the fourth-most take-
aways (31) and interceptions (19) in the NFL as Philadelphia de-
feated the New England Patriots, 41-33, in Super Bowl LII. The year
prior, Philadelphia ranked sixth in the NFL in first downs allowed
(300) and returned three interceptions for touchdowns, which was
tied for the third-most in the NFL. Undlin coached S Rodney Mc-
Leod, who in his first season with the team led the Eagles with a ca-
reer-high 117 tackles, to go along with career-highs in interceptions
(three) and passes defended (10).

In Undlin’s first year in Philadelphia in 2015, the Eagles defense
ranked 10th in the NFL in total takeaways (26) and interceptions
(15). Jenkins earned his first trip to the Pro Bowl after posting a
team-high 120 tackles, 15 passes defensed along with three forced
fumbles. The Eagles were also one of just five teams to have three
defensive backs (Jenkins, CB Byron Maxwell and CB Nolan Carroll)
register at least 10 passes defensed on the year.
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Prior to his time with the Eagles, Undlin was the defensive backs
(2013-14) and defensive quality control coach (2012) with the
Denver Broncos. In 2014, the Broncos finished the regular season
ranked third in total defense (305.2 yards per game), with CB Chris
Harris Jr., CB Agib Talib and S T.J. Ward each earning selections to
the Pro Bowl. Denver ranked first in the NFL in opponent’s yards
per attempt (6.02) and fourth in passes defensed (91) that sea-
son. The 2013 Broncos defense recorded the fourth-most passes
defensed (97) in the NFL, as Denver reached Super Bowl XLVIII. In
2012, Undlin worked as a quality control coach with the Broncos de-
fense, which finished third in the NFL in pass defense (199.6 yards
per game) and was the only unit in the NFL that did not allow a
300-yard passer.

Undlin went to Denver following three years with the Jacksonville
Jaguars, starting as a defensive assistant (2009) before being
promoted to defensive backs coach (2010-11). He also spent four
seasons with the Cleveland Browns as the team’s defensive quality
control coach (2005-06), secondary/assistant special teams coach
(2007) and defensive backs coach (2008). As the defensive backs
coach in 2008, the Browns defense finished second in the League
with 23 interceptions.

Undlin first entered the NFL with the New England Patriots in 2004
as a defensive assistant, working with the team’s secondary. Undlin
was part of the Patriots staff that finished with a 14-2 record and
defeated the Philadelphia Eagles, 24-21, in Super Bowl XXXIX.

Adam Peters is in his 20th season in the NFL and second as the
49ers assistant general manager.

« |f Armstead wasn't in the NFL, he would be playing basketball.
He was a three-year starter in basketball at Pleasant Grove High
School in Sacramento and played two years at the University of
Oregon before focusing solely on football for the 2014 season.
He entered his high school senior season listed as the humber
three prospect in NorCalPrep.com’s Top 40 rankings for the class
of 2012. “A big part of the recruiting pitch from Oregon was they
were going to let me play two sports. We only lost 5 games during
my time there. | wanted to go somewhere with the chance to win
and be a part of something special.”

« In 2017, Armstead returned to his hometown of Sacramento to
hold his Annual free youth football camp. The camp was held in
Elk Grove, CA and sponsors made it possible for 200 scholarships
to be offered to interested kids. The kids participated in both foot-
ball and conditioning drills with the players and then were allowed
to ask questions to discuss not only football, but school, healthy
choices, and other topics. Armstead’s goal was to provide camp-
ers with a unique experience on the football field, as well as insight
into the hard work and dedication that are needed to make it to
the NFL.
