Indianapolis Colts Owner & CEQ Jim lIrsay this
year begins his 53rd season with the organiza-
tion. His affiliation with the Colts dates back to
1972 when his father, Robert Irsay, acquired the
team. His passion for winning and emphasis on
sustained success has molded Indianapolis into
one of the most successful and historic franchis-
es in the NFL. In addition to his commitment to
winning on the field, Irsay and his family are rec-
ognized as leaders in the community, spearhead-
ing multiple philanthropic endeavors throughout
Indiana.

COLTS LEADERSHIP

Irsay grew up with the Colts and talks sentimen-
tally about his years living with the team during
summer camp, riding the team bus and watch-
ing every game. After graduating from Southern
Methodist University with a degree in broadcast
journalism, he joined the franchise and worked in
virtually every department, from ticket sales to
public relations to football operations. When the
Colts arrived in Indianapolis in 1984, Irsay was
named general manager at age 24, the youngest
to ever hold that job. In 1995, he took the helm of
the franchise, becoming sole owner in 1997.

Over his many years with the team, winning al-
ways has been a priority for Irsay. Going into his
30th season as the leader of the Colts, Indianap-
olis has earned 10 division championships, two
AFC Championships and the club’s fourth world
championship with a victory in Super Bow! XLI.

From 2000-09, the Colts produced 115 regular
season wins, which at the time was the most in a
decade for any NFL club. Indianapolis also set an
NFL record with 23 consecutive wins from 2008-
09. What's more, the team’s general manager,
head coach and starting quarterback from that
historic era — Bill Polian (2015), Tony Dungy (2016)
and Peyton Manning (2021) — all were inducted
into the Pro Football Hall of Fame. Other Hall of
Fame Colts from that period include wide receiv-
er Marvin Harrison (2016), running back Edgerrin
James (2020) and defensive end Dwight Freeney
(2024). Over the span of four seasons from 2012-
15, the Colts won 16 consecutive games within
the AFC South, also an NFL record.

A hallmark of Irsay's stewardship was the 2006
season, when the Colts won Super Bowl! XLI with
a 29-17 victory over the Chicago Bears. Follow-
ing its triumphant return to Indianapolis, the
team was welcomed by a raucous
crowd lining downtown streets in
below-freezing temperatures and
filling the old RCA Dome. Irsay re-
sponded by sending the Lombardi
Trophy on a 50-stop, 3,130-mile
tour throughout Indiana, giving
fans an opportunity to see, touch
and take pictures with the iconic
trophy. That fall, he also created
a once-in-a lifetime opportunity
for fans to compete for one of five
authentic Super Bowl rings. The
effort raised more than $225,000
for charity and entertained thou-
sands who witnessed 10 finalists
take their chance to pick one-of-
five treasure chests that contained
a ring inscribed with “Colts Fan.”

team's Super Bowl XLI victory over the Chicago Bears.



All eyes were focused on Indianapolis in 2012
when Super Bowl XLVI came to town, and Irsay
and the Colts were instrumental in leading the
Super Bowl effort for the city. Largely regarded as
one of the most successful Super Bowls ever, the
event generated hundreds of millions of dollars in
economic impact, as well as worldwide exposure,
for the city and state.

All told, the Colts played in two Super Bowls (XLI,
XLIV) and hosted a Super Bow! (XLVI) in a span of
just six years (2007-2012).

In 2017, Irsay hired Chris Ballard as general man-
ager, who in seven seasons has utilized both the
NFL Draft and free agency to build the Colts ros-
ter. Since then, the Colts have produced 15 Asso-
ciated Press All-Pro selections, 24 Pro Bowl se-
lections, the 2018 “Defensive Rookie of the Year”
and the 2018 “Comeback Player of the Year.”

In 2023, Irsay and Ballard hired former Philadel-
phia Eagles Offensive Coordinator Shane Ste-
ichen as head coach, igniting a new era of Colts
football. Under Irsay, Ballard and Steichen, the
Colts will continue their commitment to building
a strong and exciting team, primed to compete
this season and into the future.

NFL LEADERSHIP

A strong advocate of the NFLs history, tradition
and principles, Irsay is an active team owner. In
the 1980s, he was one of four NFL executives (in-
cluding Pro Football Hall of Famers George Young
and Bill Polian) appointed by NFL Commissioner
Pete Rozelle to design the league’s modern day
salary cap, which still governs player earnings in
the NFL today.

Irsay has served on the Executive Committee of
the Management Council, the
Pro-College Relations Commit-
tee, the Super Bowl Advisory
Committee, the Realignment -
Working Group and the Work-
ing Club Executive Committee
that authored the NFLs collec-
tive bargaining agreement in
1993. He currently chairs the
league’s Legislative Committee
and is a member of the Finance
Committee.

Irsay also oversees the team’s
extensive community and phil- g
anthropic efforts. Under his [
leadership, the Colts have been i

committed to inspiring and uniting people in their
home city and state by helping build a healthy,
inclusive and compassionate community through
meaningful outreach, projects and partnerships.

At the outset the COVID-19 pandemic in 2020, Ir-
say jumped into action and personally led a com-
munity fundraising drive, raising more than $1.3
million in less than 48 hours to provide emergen-
cy meals to people in need. Irsay also helped fund
e-learning materials and resources for Indianapo-
lis students, led a fundraising drive for Indianapo-
lis" community centers and purchased thousands
of protective masks for use by frontline workers.

Over the past several years, Irsay also has reem-
phasized the franchise’s commitment to diversity,
equity and inclusion in the way the club operates
internally and in the community. To that end, Ir-
say created two coaching fellowships — the Tony
Dungy Diversity Coaching Fellowship and the
Harriet P. Irsay Fellowship for Women in Football
— to identify and develop talented people of color
and women as future football coaches in the NFL
and other levels. In addition, the team works with
players, coaches, staff and community stake-
holders on efforts to battle racism, provide more
access to educational and economic opportunity
and bring people from all walks of life together in
support of dialogue and positive change.

Irsay and his family also launched Kicking The
Stigma, an initiative to raise awareness about
mental health disorders and remove the stigma
often associated with these illnesses. Since
starting the effort in late 2020, more than $30
million has been committed toward expanding
mental health treatment and research and raising
awareness in Indiana and beyond.

The Irsays have been honored to support projects




and organizations such as the Irsay Family YMCA,
the downtown Colts Canal Playspace, Riley Hos-
pital for Children, Indiana Black Expo, Wheeler
Mission Center for Women & Children, Indiana
University’s Irsay Institute and Irsay Family Well-
ness Center and dozens of other important com-
munity initiatives.

What's more, the team also engages and con-
nects current and former Colts players with char-
itable, off-the-field efforts, such as playground
builds, book drives, tree plantings, school and
hospital visits, neighborhood cleanups and youth
football clinics, helping them leave a legacy of
service to the community.

THE JIM IRSAY COLLECTION &
THE JIM IRSAY BAND

Although football has been the focus of Irsay’s
professional life, he has a personal passion for
rock music, American history and pop culture,
which led him to assemble a robust collection of
historic and culturally-significant artifacts over
several decades that together make up The Jim
Irsay Collection. The collection is highlighted by
musical instruments and items owned by some
of the greatest artists in music history, including
Bob Dylan, The Beatles, James Brown, Prince, Sir
Elton John, Eric Clapton, Jerry Garcia, Pete Town-
shend, Bo Diddley, Les Paul, Janis Joplin, David
Gilmour, Jim Morrison, Jimi Hendrix, Miles Davis
and other music icons.

Outside of music, the collection includes an 1823
William J. Stone printing of the Declaration of
Independence, one of the first facsimiles of the
final signed document; renowned author Jack
Kerouac's original 119-foot On the Road scroll
manuscript; the original manuscript for Alco-
holics Anonymous’ Big Book, the organization’s
founding document; artifacts from women’s suf-
frage pioneer Susan B. Anthony; Muhammad Ali's
championship belt awarded after the 1974 “Rum-
ble in the Jungle” and his boxing shoes from the
1975 “Thrilla" in Manilla;” artifacts and signed
documents from numerous U.S. Presidents; and
Secretariat’s saddle from its 1973 Triple Crown
wins.

An active philanthropist, Irsay transformed his
collection into a “traveling museum” and has
hosted free exhibitions in Nashville, Tenn.,
Washington, D.C., Austin, Texas, Los Angeles,
New York City, Chicago, Indianapolis, San Fran-
cisco, Las Vegas and Boston. He also regularly
loans artifacts to museums, nonprofits and other
organizations for display and research across the
country and around the world.

Irsay's love of music also led him to form The
Jim Irsay Band, an all-star band featuring some
of the greatest musicians in the world, including
Kenny Aronoff on drums (Paul McCartney, John
Mellencamp, The Rolling Stones), three-time
Grammy® nominee Billy Branch on harmonica,
Tom Bukovac on guitar (played on more than 700
albums with major artists), Mike Mills on bass &

Chris Ballard was hired as the general manager
of the Indianapolis Colts on January 29, 2017. He
is entering his 24th NFL season and his eighth in
his current role where he oversees all football
operations.

In his first seven years at the helm, Ballard has
constructed teams that have won 54 games col-
lectively, which includes four winning seasons
and two playoff appearances.

He made it a point to retain the majority of the
team’s free agents in the 2024 offseason, which
notably included re-signing safety Julian Black-
mon, defensive tackle Taven Bryan, safety Ronnie
Harrison Jr., defensive end Tyquan Lewis, corner-
back Kenny Moore I, punter Rigoberto Sanchez,
running back Trey Sermon and defensive tackle
Grover Stewart. Ballard also signed defensive
tackle DeForest Buckner, linebacker Zaire Franklin
and wide receiver Michael Pittman Jr. to contract
extensions. Additionally, the Colts signed two un-
restricted free agents in former Super Bow! MVP
quarterback Joe Flacco and defensive tackle Rae-
kwon Davis.

In the 2024 NFL Draft, Ballard fortified the ros-
ter by adding explosive players in the first two
rounds, including defensive end Laiatu Latu (first
round, 15th overall) and wide receiver Adonai
Mitchell (second round, 52nd overall). Latu won
the Lombardi Award, Ted Hendricks Award and
was the Polynesian Award winner in 2023. Mitch-
ell earned 2023 Second Team All-Big 12 honors
after leading the Big-12 in touchdown receptions
(11).

In 2023, Ballard assembled a team that finished
9-8 on the season, while playing the majority of
the games with their backup quarterback and
unrestricted free agent pickup, Gardner Min-
shew II. Minshew Il was named to his first career
Pro Bowl after he appeared in all 17 games (13
starts) and compiled single-season career highs
in attempts (490), completions (305) and passing
yards (3,305). The Colts finished in the top 10 in
the NFL in points per game (23.3 — tied-10th) and
rushing yards per game (121.1 — 10th). Indianap-
olis had four players selected to the Pro Bowl, in-
cluding Buckner (third selection), center Ryan Kel-
ly (fourth selection), guard Quenton Nelson (sixth
selection) and Minshew Il. Pittman Jr, a 2020
second round draft choice, had a ca-
reer year, finishing with single-sea-
son career highs in receptions (109)
and receiving yards (1,152) while
also adding four touchdowns. He
ranked fifth in the NFL in receptions
and became the fourth Colts player
all-time to have at least 100 recep-
tions and 1,000 receiving yards in a
season, joining Dallas Clark, Marvin
Harrison and Reggie Wayne.

Defensively, Indianapolis ranked
fifth in the NFL in tackles for loss
(94.0) and sacks (51.0), while finish-



ing tied for fifth in forced fumbles (17) in
2023. The Colts had four players record
at least 8.0 sacks in 2023, including
Buckner, defensive end Samson Ebukam,
defensive end Dayo Odeyingbo and de- .»*J-};
fensive end Kwity Paye. They were the

only team in the NFL to have four-such ..
players accomplish that feat last season.

The 51.0 sacks were the most by the E

Colts in the Indianapolis era (since 1984).
A 2018 seventh round draft choice, /'

Franklin registered 179 tackles (107 solo), <
3.0 tackles for loss, 1.5 sacks, six passes
defensed and two forced fumbles. He
finished second in the league in total
tackles and solo tackles. Franklin has
established the single-season franchise
record for tackles in each of the last two
seasons (179 in 2023; 166 in 2022).

In the 2023 NFL Draft, Ballard added 12 selec-
tions to the roster, including Florida quarterback
Anthony Richardson with the No. 4 overall pick.
The 12 total draft selections were the most by
the Colts since the NFL went to a seven-round
format in 1994. Richardson ranked as the No. 1
quarterback in the Relative Athletic Score system
at the NFL Combine, which dates back to 1987.
He started four games in his rookie campaign and
completed 50-0f-84 passes for 577 yards with
three touchdowns and one interception for an
87.3 passer rating. Richardson also tallied 25 car-
ries for 136 yards (5.4 avg.) and four touchdowns.
He suffered a season-ending injury in Week 5 and
was placed on the Injured Reserve list.

Following the 2022 season, Ballard and his staff
embarked on an in-depth coaching search that
ended with former Philadelphia Eagles Offensive
Coordinator Shane Steichen. Steichen brought 13
seasons of coaching experience and helped lead
the Eagles to an NFC Championship and Super
Bowl appearance as their offensive coordinator.

In 2021, the Colts narrowly missed the postsea-
son, but the team recorded top 10 finishes in
points per game (26.5), rushing offense (149.4
yards per game) and defensive takeaways (33).
Running back Jonathan Taylor, a 2020 second
round draft choice, became the first Colts play-
er to lead the NFL in rushing (1,811 yards) since
Edgerrin James in 2000. Indianapolis tied for first
in the NFL with five Associated Press All-Pro se-

lections and led the league with seven players
named to the Pro Bowl.

During the 2020 season, Indianapolis made an
AFC Wild Card appearance following an 11-5 reg-
ular season record. The 11 wins were the most
for the team dating back to 2014.

During 2020's COVID-19 season, the Colts won
six of their last eight games to clinch the final
playoff spot in the AFC. Veteran quarterback Phil-
ip Rivers, who was signed by Ballard as a free
agent in the offseason, completed 369-0f-543
passes for 4,169 yards and 24 touchdowns. His
completion percentage (68.0) ranked eighth in the
NFL and was the second-best single-season mark
in franchise history. Taylor ranked third in the
NFL in rushing and became just the fifth rookie in
franchise history to register a 1,000-yard season.
Defensively, Buckner established a single-sea-
son franchise record for the most sacks by a
defensive tackle (9.5) while linebacker Shaquille
Leonard ranked eighth in the NFL in total tackles
despite missing two games. On special teams,
safety George Odum led the NFL with 20 special
teams stops while kicker Rodrigo Blankenship set
a new franchise rookie record for points scored
(139), field goals made (32) and extra points made
(43). In total, Ballard's nine NFL draft selections
in 2020 combined to play in 85 contests with 36
starts.

Since his arrival in Indianapolis, Ballard has



stressed the importance of winning the —
battle in the trenches. His theory held
true in 2019 as the Colts finished with a
top-10 rushing offense for the first time
since 2001. Running back Marlon Mack
became the team’s first 1,000-yard rusher .|
since 2016. That same year, Indianapolis” ™
offensive line was the only unit in the
NFL to start the same five linemen in all
16 regular season games while tying for
the ninth-fewest sacks allowed. On the
defensive side of the ball, Ballard signed
free agent defensive end Justin Houston
following eight seasons in Kansas City.
Houston led the Colts with 11.0 sacks,
which marked his fourth career dou-
ble-digit sack season and his first since 2014.
Houston also produced a streak of six consecutive
games with a sack, the second-longest streak of
his career. The team'’s 2019 draft class combined
to play in 93 games.

In 2018, the Colts started the season with a 1-5
record, but won nine of their last 10 games to
clinch a postseason berth. Indianapolis became
the third team in NFL history to start the season
with a 1-5 mark and reach the playoffs. The Colts
then defeated the Houston Texans in a Wild Card
contest and became the second team in league
history to start 1-5 and win a playoff game. The
team’s success, due in part to Ballard's construc-
tion of the roster, earned him the Pro Football
Writers of America Executive of the Year award.

Pivotal in the team’s 2018 achievement was the
11-man NFL Draft class, which combined to play
in 133 games (67 starts). The group was spear-
headed by Nelson and Leonard who joined Pro
Football Hall of Famers Dick Butkus and Gale Say-
ers (Chicago Bears, 1965) as the second pair of
rookie teammates to be selected First Team All-
Pro since The Associated Press started selecting
All-Pro teams in 1940. Nelson was also select-
ed to the Pro Bowl and Leonard was named the
NFLs Defensive Rookie of the Year. The duo also
earned All-Pro and Pro Bow! honors following the
2019 season. Ballard made a trade with the New
York Jets in March of 2018 to acquire the sixth
overall pick (Nelson), in addition to two second
round selections and a second round pick in 2019.
Starting right tackle Braden Smith was selected
with the acquired 37th overall selection.

Ballard navigated the organization through a
challenging 2017 campaign. Through myriad in-
juries, the Colts witnessed the emergence of sev-
eral free agents and draft selections. The team’s
53-man roster for the regular season opener fea-
tured 30 new players compared to 2016's Week 1
roster. Ballard focused primarily on the defensive
side of the ball in his first draft as six of the eight
players selected competed on defense. In total,
seven of Ballard's picks reached the active ros-
ter and combined to play in 82 games (17 starts).
One of Ballard's first roster moves in Indianapolis
came in early March, when he signed tight end
Jack Doyle to a contract extension. Doyle went
on to have a career year as he finished with 80
receptions for 690 yards and four touchdowns en
route to his first career Pro Bowl. His reception
total finished as the second-most in the league
among tight ends and ranked as the second-most
in franchise single-season history among players
at his position. Doyle again made the Pro Bowl
following the 2019 campaign. Ballard made one
of his best roster moves eight days prior to the
regular season opener when he acquired quar-
terback Jacoby Brissett in a trade with the New
England Patriots. Brissett started 15 games and
threw for 3,098 yards and 13 touchdowns. He
ranked second in the league in passing touch-
downs of 60-plus yards and was part of an of-
fense that tied for the fourth-fewest giveaways
in the NFL in 2017.

Under Ballard, the Colts have witnessed eight
players earn 15 first or second-team All-Pro hon-
ors and 12 players garner 24 Pro Bow! selections.
Following his first year as general manager, Bal-
lard was nominated for the Pro Football Writers
of America Jack Horrigan Award, which is given



to the league or club official for his or her quali-
ties and professional style in helping the pro foot-
ball writers do their job. He was nominated again
following the 2018 campaign before winning the
award following the 2019 season.

Ballard came to the Colts after a four-year stint
with Kansas City, where he was the director of
football operations from 2015-16. He was pro-
moted to the position after serving two seasons
(2013-14) as the Chiefs director of player person-
nel. Ballard oversaw the college and pro scouting
departments and worked directly with then-Gen-
eral Manager John Dorsey on player acquisition.
From 2013-16, the Chiefs won 43 games (fourth-
most in the NFL), made three playoff appearanc-
es, won one AFC West Division title (2016) and
had 15 players named to the Pro Bowl, including
at least four in each season. Inheriting a team
that went 2-14 in 2012, Ballard assisted in an
overhaul of Kansas City's roster in 2013. By the
end of the season, there were a total of 30 new
players on the 53-man squad that went 11-5 and
reached the playoffs as a Wild Card contender
after finishing second in the AFC West. Ballard
helped the Chiefs draft four Pro Bowl players in
addition to acquiring three-time Pro Bow! (2013,
2016-17) quarterback Alex Smith in free agency
in2013.

Prior to Kansas City, Ballard began his NFL career
with the Chicago Bears. In 12 seasons with the
Bears personnel department, under the tutelage
of general manager Jerry Angelo, he served as
the director of pro scouting (2012) and was the
southwest area scout (2001-2011).

During Ballard’s tenure in Chicago, the Bears
reached the playoffs four times, won four NFC
North titles (2001, 2005, 2006 and 2010) and ap-
peared in two NFC Championship games (2006
and 2010). The Bears were victorious in the NFC
Championship in 2006 and faced the Colts in Su-
per Bowl XLI in Miami.

CAREER EXPERIENCE:

With the Bears, Ballard helped draft numerous
Pro Bowl players, including running back Matt
Forte (2008), wide receiver Johnny Knox (2009),
cornerback Charles Tillman (2003), defensive
tackle Tommie Harris (2004), cornerback Nathan
Vasher (2004) and defensive tackle Henry Melton
(2009). He also assisted in many notable acquisi-
tions and trades, including the signings of wide
receiver Brandon Marshall, guard Jermon Bush-
rod, tight end Martellus Bennett, linebacker D.J.
Williams and linebacker James Anderson.

Before entering player personnel, Ballard spent
seven seasons (1994-2000) on the coaching
staff at Texas A&M-Kingsville under Head Coach
and College Football Hall of Famer Ron Harms.
In 2000, he served as defensive coordinator af-
ter stints as the secondary coach (1995-99) and
wide receivers coach (1994). During his time
with the Javelinas, Ballard helped mentor future
NFL players running back Richard Jones, wide
receiver Karl Williams, cornerback Floyd Young
and cornerback Al Harris. Texas A&M-Kingsville
also produced 1996 first-round draft pick, guard
Jermane Mayberry.

Ballard played four years of collegiate football at
the University of Wisconsin, part of which was
under former head coach and Badgers Athletics
Director Barry Alvarez. He served as a student
assistant his senior year after suffering multiple
knee injuries prior to graduating with a Bachelor
of Arts degree in 1993.

Ballard is a native of Texas City, Texas. He and
his wife, Kristin, reside with their five children in
Westfield, Ind. The Ballard family is active in the
community and have worked with many organiza-
tions, including Books for Youth, Hands of Hope,
Habitat for Humanity, Make-A-Wish and Glean-
ers Food Bank. In addition, the Ballards also host
the “Huddle For Hope” community ticket block at
Colts home games.

Shane Steichen was hired as head coach of the
Indianapolis Colts on February 14, 2023. He has
17 years of coaching experience, including the
last 13 seasons in the NFL.

In his first year in Indianapolis, Steichen guided
the team to a winning record, finishing the sea-
son 9-8. The Colts ranked in the top 10 in the NFL
in points per game (23.3 — tied-10th) and rushing
yards per game (121.1 — 10th). Indianapolis had
four players selected to the Pro Bowl, including
defensive tackle DeForest Buckner (third selec-
tion), center Ryan Kelly (fourth selection), quar-
terback Gardner Minshew Il (first selection) and
guard Quenton Nelson (sixth selection). Wide
receiver Michael Pittman Jr. tallied single-season
career highs in receptions (109) and receiving
yards (1,152) while also adding four touchdowns.
He ranked fifth in the NFL in receptions and be-
came the fourth Colts player all-time to have at
least 100 receptions and 1,000 receiving yards
in a season (Dallas Clark, Marvin Harrison and
Reggie Wayne). Steichen worked with rookie
quarterback Anthony Richardson, who started
all four games he saw action in and completed
50-0f-84 passes for 577 yards with three touch-
downs and one interception for an 87.3 passer
rating. He also added 25 carries for 136 yards
and four touchdowns. After losing Richardson
to a season-ending injury in Week 5, Minshew
Il took over the starting role. Minshew Il com-
pleted 305-0f-490 passes for a single-season
career-high 3,305 yards with 15 touchdowns and
nine interceptions for an 84.6 passer rating. He
also registered 34 carries for 100 yards and three
touchdowns.

Steichen also worked with a Colts defense that
ranked fifth in the NFL in tackles for loss (94.0)
and sacks (51.0), while finishing tied for fifth in
forced fumbles (17.0) in 2023. Indianapolis also
ranked fourth in opponent negative play yards
(-512). The Colts had four players record at least
8.0 sacks in 2023, including Buckner, defensive
end Samson Ebukam, defensive end Dayo Odey-
ingbo and defensive end Kwity Paye. They were
the only team in the NFL to have four-such play-
ers last season. Indianapolis’ 51.0 sacks were the

most by the Colts in the Indianapolis era (since
1984). Franklin registered 179 tackles (107 solo),
3.0 tackles for loss, 1.5 sacks, six passes de-
fensed and two forced fumbles. He established
the single-season franchise record for tackles in
each of the last two seasons (179 in 2023; 166
in 2022).

Steichen served as the offensive coordinator of
the Philadelphia Eagles from 2021-22 and helped
the team reach Super Bow! LVII in 2022.

During his two seasons as offensive coordinator,
Steichen coordinated an offense that ranked first
in the NFL in rushing yards per game (153.6), rush-
ing yards (5,224) and rushing touchdowns (57)
over that time frame. Philadelphia also ranked
tied for first in fewest interceptions (19) and third
in fourth down conversion percentage (58.9 per-
cent). Additionally, the Eagles offense set new
single-season franchise records in third down
conversion percentage in back-to-back seasons.




In 2022, he guided a Philadelphia offense that
finished in the top 10 in numerous categories,
including yards per game (389.1 — third), points
per game (28.1 — third), rushing yards per game
(147.6 — fifth), passing yards per game (241.5
— ninth), fewest turnovers (19 — tied-fifth), first
downs per game (22.6 — third), third down per-
centage (franchise-record 46.0 percent — fourth),
fourth down percentage (68.8 percent — fourth),
red zone percentage (67.8 percent —third), goal to
go percentage (82.4 percent —fifth), points scored
on their first offensive possession (62 — first) and
plays of 10+ yards (253 — second). The Eagles
were one of just two teams to finish in the top
10 in rushing yards per game and passing yards
per game.

Steichen worked with quarterback Jalen Hurts,
who set then single-season career highs in every
passing category, including completions (306),
passing yards (3,701), passing touchdowns (22),
completion percentage (66.5) and passer rating
(101.5). Hurts also had a team-high 13 rushing
touchdowns. He finished fourth in the NFL in
passer rating and 10th in passing yards.

Philadelphia was one of just two teams to have
two 1,000-yard receivers (A.J. Brown and DeVon-
ta Smith) as well as a 1,000-yard rusher (Miles
Sanders). In his first season with Philadelphia,
Brown tallied 88 receptions for a single-season
career-high 1,496 receiving yards, while tying
his single-season career high in receiving touch-
downs (11). Smith also had a career year as he
caught 95 passes for 1,196 yards and seven
touchdowns (all single-season career highs).
Brown (fourth) and Smith (ninth) each ranked in
the top 10 in receiving yards and Brown tied for
third in receiving touchdowns. Sanders finished
fifth in the league in rushing after registering 259
carries for 1,269 yards (4.9 avg.) and 11 touch-
downs (all single-season career highs).

The Eagles led the NFL with eight total Pro Bowl!
selections in 2022, which included six on of-
fense in Brown, Landon Dickerson, Hurts, Lane
Johnson, Jason Kelce and Sanders. Additionally,
Johnson (First Team), Kelce (First Team), Brown
(Second Team) and Hurts (Second Team) each
earned Associated Press All-Pro honors.

In his first season in Philadelphia, Steichen or-
chestrated the NFL's most productive rushing
offense, as the Eagles led the league with a
franchise-record 2,715 rushing yards. Philadel-
phia ranked fourth in third down percentage
(then-team-record 45.7 percent), eighth in red
zone percentage (62.3 percent) and fifth in fewest
turnovers (16).

In 2021, Steichen was instrumental in the de-
velopment of Hurts, who completed 265-0f-432
passes for 3,144 yards with 16 touchdowns and
nine interceptions for an 87.2 passer rating in his

first season as a starter. Hurts also registered 784
rushing yards and 10 touchdowns. He became
just the eighth quarterback in NFL history to reg-
Ister 3,000 passing yards and 750 rushing yards in
a season. Hurts also became the youngest Eagles
quarterback to ever start in a playoff game.

Smith, whom the team selected with the 10th
overall pick of the 2021 NFL Draft, registered 64
receptions for 916 yards and five touchdowns. He
set the franchise rookie record in receiving yards.
Tight end Dallas Goedert totaled 56 receptions
for 830 yards and four touchdowns. Goedert's 830
receiving yards were a single-season career high
and ranked fifth in the league among tight ends.
Steichen also helped Kelce (First Team) and John-
son (Second Team) each earn Associated Press
All-Pro recognition. Kelce was also selected to
the Pro Bowl.

Prior to Philadelphia, Steichen spent seven sea-
sons (2014-20) with the Los Angeles/San Diego
Chargers where he served as offensive coordina-
tor (2020), interim offensive coordinator (2019),
quarterbacks coach (2016-19) and offensive quali-
ty control/wide receivers (2014-15). The Chargers
offense finished in the top 10 in passing yards per
game in each of his seven years on the offensive
staff, including the league’s best in 2017.

In Steichen’s first full season as the Chargers’ of-
fensive coordinator, Los Angeles finished in the
top 10 in yards per game (382.1 — ninth), passing
yards per game (270.6 — sixth), first downs per
game (23.3 — sixth), third down percentage (44.2
?erc%r;t —ninth) and fewest turnovers (16 — tied-
ourth).

In 2020, Steichen worked with quarterback Justin
Herbert, whom the team selected with the sixth
overall pick of the 2020 NFL Draft. The 2020 As-
sociated Press Offensive Rookie of the Year com-
pleted 396-0f-535 passes for 4,336 yards with



31 touchdowns and 10 interceptions
for a 98.3 passer rating. Herbert set
NFL rookie records in completions and
passing touchdowns, while register-
Ing the second-most passing yards
by a rookie in league history (Andrew
Luck —4,374). He finished in the top 10
in the league in completions (fourth),

passing vyards (sixth) and passing
touchdowns (10th). Additionally, wide
receiver Keenan Allen caught 100 passes for 992
yards and eight touchdowns en route to Pro Bow!
honors.

Steichen assumed the Chargers' offensive co-
ordinator duties in an interim capacity for the
final eight games of the 2019 season. During his
tenure as play caller, the unit ranked fifth in the
league in total yards per game (384.3), sixth in
passing yards per game (272.1) and seventh in
third down percentage (42.7 percent).

Prior to becoming offensive coordinator, Steichen
was the Chargers’ quarterbacks coach from 2016-
19 and worked with former Colts quarterback
Philip Rivers. Over those four seasons, Rivers
ranked second in passing yards (17,824), fourth
in completions (1,446) and fourth in touchdown
passes (116). He was selected to three consecu-
tive Pro Bowls from 2016-18.

As the league's top ranked passing offense in
2017 (276.9 yards per game), Rivers completed
360-0f-575 passes for 4,515 yards with 28 touch-
downs and 10 interceptions for a 96.0 passer rat-
ing. In 2016, Rivers registered the second-most
passing touchdowns of his career (33) while com-
pleting 349-0f-578 passes for 4,386 yards.

From 2014-15, Steichen served as an offensive
quality control coach for the Chargers and worked
primarily with the wide receivers. In 2015, Allen
played In the first eight games of the season
and caught 67 passes for 725 yards and four
touchdowns before being placed on the team’s
season-ending Injured Reserve list. In 2014, San
Diego had four players, including three wide re-
ceivers (Allen, Eddie Royal and Malcom Floyd),

reach 50+ receptions for just the fourth time in
team history.

In 2013, Steichen assisted the quarterbacks as an
offensive quality control coach with the Cleveland
Browns. Despite multiple injuries at the position,
the Browns had three starting quarterbacks (Ja-
son Campbell, Brian Hoyer and Brandon Weeden)
each post 300-yard passing performances for the
first time in franchise history (sixth instance in
NFL history).

Steichen began his NFL career as a defensive
assistant with the Chargers (2011-12) after
spending one season as a full-time offensive
assistant at Louisville (2010). He also served as
an offensive graduate assistant (2008-09) and
student graduate assistant (2007) at his alma
mater, UNLV.

As a four-year letterman (2003-06) at quarterback
for the Rebels, Steichen left as the school’s 12th
all-time leading passer with 2,755 yards and
22 touchdowns. He also registered 399 rushing
yards and five touchdowns.

A native of Sacramento, Calif., Steichen earned
his degree in journalism and media studies from
UNLV. He attended Oak Ridge High School in El
Dorado Hills, Calif., and earned area MVP honors
from the Sacramento Bee after leading his squad
to a conference sectional title in 2002.

Steichen and his wife, Nina, have a son, Hudson,
and a daughter, Stella. Steichen’s older brother,
Sean, was a punter at Boise State.

GROWING UP FAST

Growing up in Hawaii, Buckner was never a child who
caused trouble. However, he had to mature quickly as
a 13-year-old when an accident changed his family's
lifestyle. His father, George, was in a motorcycle accident
that required him to have heart surgery. After falling into a
coma, George rehabbed and recovered. Buckner knew that
he had to step up for his family by doing chores around
the house to help while he also continued to mentor
his brother. All the while, he was starting to become
a standout in foothall and basketball. He credits that
experience to how he developed as a man both on and
off the field.

FIRST YEAR IN INDY? FIRST TEAM ALL-PRO

Buckner wanted to prove to Indy that they made the right
choice acquiring him for the 13th overall pick in the 2020
NFL Draft. In his first season, he showed he belonged.
He earned First Team All-Pro honors after he played in
15 games (14 starts) and compiled 58 tackles (37 solo),
10.0 tackles for loss, 9.5 sacks, three passes defensed,
two forced fumbles and one fumble recovery. Among NFL
defensive tackles, he ranked in the top-five in tackles
(fourth), solo tackles (second), tackles for loss (tied-third),
sacks (second) and forced fumbles (tied-third). Buckner
established a single-season franchise record for most
sacks by a defensive tackle. He became just the third Colts
defensive tackle to be named First Team All-Pro, joining
Art Donovan (1954-57) and Gene Lipscomb (1958-59).

THE WAIT WAS WORTH IT

Cross always knew he wanted to play football. He would
watch highlights on the computer and cry when his
favorite NFL team lost. He wanted to play youth football
and emulate his favorite players, but his father wanted
him to wait. His father, Michael, told Cross that he could
start playing when he got to high school. Cross stayed
with soccer and basketball until then before making the
transition to foothall. He flourished and finished his high
school career as the No. 4 ranked safety in the nation.

While Josh is the most recent of the Downs to find his
name on an NFL roster, he is not the first. His father, Gary,
was a running back who played seven seasons (1994-2000)
in the NFL with the New York Giants, Denver and Atlanta.

The 2012 season saw Flacco lead his team to a 10-6 record in the regular season and a
34-31 win over the San Francisco 49ers in Super Bow! XLVIl. He completed 22-0f-33 passes
for 287 yards and three touchdowns for a passer rating of 124.2 in the big game, which
earned him Super Bowl MVP honors. Throughout the postseason, Flacco completed 73-
of-126 passes for 1,140 yards and 11 touchdowns for a passer rating of 117.2. He became
one of two NFL quarterbacks to throw for 11 touchdowns and no interceptions in a single
postseason, joining Joe Montana who did so in 1989, Flacco’s 1,140 passing yards are the

fourth-most in a single postseason in NFL history.

2023 NFL COMEBACK PLAYER OF THE YEAR
After spending the first 11 weeks of the 2023 season not
on an NFL roster, Flacco found himself on the Cleveland
Browns practice squad after Browns quarterback Deshaun
Watson was ruled out for the remainder of the season. In
five regular season games, Flacco completed 123-0f-204
passes for 1,616 yards and 13 touchdowns with eight
interceptions for a 90.2 passer rating. He closed out the
regular season with four-consecutive wins — throwing for
at least 300 yards and two touchdowns in each of those
games down the final stretch. Flacco led the Browns to
a 4-1 record as a starter and became the first player in
NFL history to record at least 250 passing yards and two
touchdown passes in each of his first five games with a
team. He also became the first Browns player to throw for
300 yards in four consecutive games, ultimately earning
him the honors of NFL Comeback Player of the Year.
